with each other. A very respactable number
of Nebro=kans may be found in the Postofice
department, pension bureau, bureas of en-
graving and government print shop and de-
partment of agriculture,  Thelr number, how-
ever, i comparison to those coming from the
New England and middle states Is insignif-
eant, One reason for this may be in the fact
thut Nebraska, and the west for that matter,
change thelr congressmen much more often
than the east, and as a result get less recog-
nition. 1t takes a new congressman a whole
sossion to become acclimated, to learn the
politieal formations, to learn something of
how leglslation Is enacted, not only in eam-
mitt=es, but on the floor, and to form sllinnces
oftensive and defensive, which are necesgary
to Insure favorable leglslation. In the make
up of the houge committees 1t will be seen
that the east secures the great majority of
the chalrmanships of lImportant committees,
for the very reason, as Speaker Ttesd says,
“the west changes Its congressmen too aften
to Insure strength and stabilily in the enaect-
ment of wise and Judiclous leglslation.'

The socond bl will provide for two Issues
of bonds. The first will be an unlimited
amount of & per cent five year eoln bonds
to protect the gold ressryve, with the pro-
vision that the currency redeemed by the
procoeds shnll not be pald out for current
doficits In the rovonus unless the expenses
of the government nre in excess of the reve-
nuea (which It I8 expected they wlill not be
If the first bill Is In operation). In addition
the second bill will provide for onn year 2
per cent treasury certificates of Indebtedness
not to exceed §350.000,000 In amount and to
he disposad of 4t the discretion of Lthe secre-
tary of the treasury to meet ourrent defiolts
In the revenue. Thess are to be offered for
sale at the subtrzasurles and depositories of
the government., 1t ia possible also Lhere
mny bo added to this bill o plan to Increase
the currency by authorizing natlonal banks
to issue elrculation to the par value of all
the government bonds deposited by them with
the government as securlty for thele notes.

The plan outlined above wnx not agreed
to without much reesnelliation of differénces
and compromiges, but the leaders are assured
that both bills will pass the houss without
materin] oppositlon, having made a thorough
eanvass by state delegations, and there are
strong hopes that the senate will act upon
them favorably, Saturday night's meeting
showed a general sentiment in favor of in-
corporating the whole plan Into one bill,
but reasons wera advanced today which led
to the divialon of the tariff and bond fs-
sues,

Several western free silvar republicans
held a eonference during the day and de-
clded to opposs any blll contalning bond
features. Thelp votes wlll be cast against
the bond bill, but It is expseted It will
draw enough voles from the democratle eide
to offset the republican defectlon. On the
other hand, the tarlff bill probably will be
passad by a striet party vote, Hy the mame
Jdivislon the houze republicans hold same
lopes Lthat their plan ean carry in the
senate, mustering all the republican and two
populist votes for the tariff bill, and a com-
bination of republicans and democrats for the
bond bill, although the supposed free silver
majority of the senate makes the success
of the sacond bill much more doubtful.

Theres have been conferences of républicans
from both housps preliminary to the present

lan, =0 It ls not altogether thz product of
Speaker Heed. Among the rank and filn of
the honse republicans there is a movement
to Wold o cauens Thursday morning to pass
upon the bills, but the leaders look upon the
saueus with distrust, for other combinations
nay bs formed to change the tariff lfeatures,
ind onee the speelal Interests find the doors
to tariff changes open much time is likely
o be consumed. To all of the members whe
Saye come to him today to securs conalderd-
tlon for the partioular intzrests of thelr con-
tituents Chalrman Dingley has replied that
the bill under considerntion was not a tariff
Hill, but A temporary revenue bill. The same
srznment has beoen used In committee with
hose membera who oppose the horizontal
rilze of 15 per cent on the ground that it
was opposed to the proteetlon theory.

The democrats of the house will opposs
unanlimously, so far as can be ascertained,
the revenue hill which the republicans will
bring In on Thursday. Both the sllver and
anti-sllver democrats assert that there s
ssity for an Increas: in the revenues,
as they clalm that the avallable cash in
the treasury above the gold reserve is amply
sufficlent to meet any deficlencles that may
opeur for the next two years, when they ex-
pect the recelpts from the present tarifr
will be equal to expenditures. Up to this
polut the members seem L0 ABTES, As to
an authorization for coin bonds they differ,
The gold men would be willing to vote for
preferably gold bonds, to fortily the re-

MAXIMUM Il.\-_'l_‘l-: CASE SET AHNEAD,

Nebraskn's Big Rallway Sult Defore
the Supreme Court,

WASHINGTON, Dee, 23 —(Speclal Tele-
gram.)—The supreme court of the United
States today granted the motion to advance
the Nebraska maximum rate case. The case
waa set for hearing cn March 2, 1586, with
only two cases befors it

In speaking about the advancement of the
maximum f{reight rate cases in the supreme
court, John L. Webster yesterday sald:

“The hearing of the case March 2 will

glve us a decieion not lJater than the 1st
of April. The date fixed Is as early as [ ex-
pocted, and I know I8 i= as early as it can
be properly prepared. The whole record of
the case, Including pliadinge, evidence and
exhiblts, will be printed for usz In that court
and the preparation of the brief will take a
great deal of time, as reference must be made
to each pagos of the record desired to be noted
in the support of any particular fact. This
necessitates the writing and printing anew
of briefts, and It Is my Intentlon to prepare
an brief on somewhat different lines from
thosa hitherto prepared by me, as I am sure
1 ¢an make the caa» sironger by dolng so,
even if it were not & necessily.

“Yes, 1 have strong hopes of ultimate suc-
cess. [ have always had strong faith in the
merits of the case as made by the state.
Our people look upon this case In a measurs
as If it were a political question, but in the
supreme court of the Unlted States it will
be tried purely as a ltigation over disputed
facts by the contending parties. Since the
argument of this case bzfore Judge Brewsar
the supreme court of the United States has
deccided some cames which will tend to nar-
row tha questions to be considered."

Committee Seeks Informantion,

WASHINGTON, Dee, 23 —The bankiag and
currency committes held a meeting today
and formulated several requests for Informa-
tion to the comptroller of the currency to be
used In the preparation of the currency bill
that will be prepared after the holidays.
Among the inquiries is one calllng on the
comptroller of the eurreney for Information
ns to the relative stabllity of large and small
banks. Mr. Walker, chalrman of the com-
mittee, expects the bill reported to follow
clogely the lines of the bill he offered In the
last congresa, which provided for an extaj-
slon of the national banking system ond the
issue of circulation against deposits of green-
hacks,

Reciproecity Mensmre Introduced,

WASHINGTON, Dec. 20.—Represantative
Beach of Ohlo, will introduce in the housc
tomorrow a bill providing that the duti2s im-
poged by the tari laws of the United States
shall not apply to food products and raw ma-
terfals from such natlons as may make enuiv-
alent reclprocal concessions in favor of mer-
chandlse Imported from the United States.
Thae president after the passage of this
act |s empowered through the  diplomntic
agants of the governoment to negotlate com-
merclal arrangements upon such basis with
uny and all forelgn governments. The pro-
vitions of the act shall not apply to any ar-
ticle upon which an export tax s Impasad.

LINCOLN, Dee. 20.—(8preial)=—A mild
side (ssue to the International complications
betwepn the United States and England de
veloped today In the offiee of Governor Hol-
eomb. This was a bulky package from the
Department of Stats, Washington, containing
a claim mgainst the federal goverament for
$40,000. This I8 the amount held to be due
the Dawsan family for the assaull committed
up® them over 4 yedr ago In Sarpy county
by the Vie McCarty gang. In his letter to
Governor Holcomb Beoretary of State Olney
Eaya that the affalr |1= ona of serious Im-
port al the present juncture, and that, so
far as he knows, no steps lave béen taken
to punish the MeCarty outfit for thiz partic-
ular erime, He acknowledges the receipt of
the transceript of the precesdings had in the
unofficinl Inquiry ordered by Governor Hol-
comb. but does not understand that any at-
tempt at punishment has besn made. The
British  ambassador files a  c¢lalm  ae
follows: For Frederick B. Daw-
son, $26,000; for Mary Dawson, his
wile, £10,000, and for Murlel Dawson, the
dnughter, §$10,000, making a total of $46,000.
The facts In the cass are that soon after
the inguiry into the matter by the order of
Governor Holeomb, aeccording to the request
of Lord Gough of the Dritkeh embassy, Vie
MecCarty and hils brother wars arresied for
another outrage, tried and convietad. The
brothier was sentenced to ffteen yeoars, I8
now In the penitentinry, and Vie escaped
from the county jall and is stll at large.
Governor Holcomb says that so far a» he
knows no attempt was ever mnde by the
Dawsons to collect from the MceCartya in
the state courts for any damages which they
may have recelved. On the contrary, they
continued on thelr way to Alllance and made
a complaint to the Britlsh eonsul st Chicago.
Then followed a communleation from Lord
Gough, and now comes a ¢laim for the amount
of damages stated above., The governor has
not yet drafted his reply to Seerctary Olney.

COMMUTED SENTENCES FOR TWO,

Governor Holeomb  today commuted the
sentences of two conviets in the peniten-
tlary, W, H. Perine and George H. Wilson,
Perine was sentenced from Dawes county by
Judge Kineald, fourteen years for arson.
Ho was received at the penitentiary October
A1, 1560. DBy allowance for good time his gen-
tenca would have expired July 31, 1900, The
request for a commutation of sentence was
accompanied by a letter from Judge Kinecaid,
in which he admits that the length of time
was too severe, and strongly urges commuta-
tion. J. C. Dahlman and J, H. Haughbaugh
nlgo Intercede for Peorine. They say that
thoy belleve he was an Instrument used by
others, and |8 not the party most guilty. He
will leave the prizon tomorrow. When in-
formed of his good luck by Warden Leidigh
today, he nearly fainted. The other one to
be made happy Is Wilson, who was sen-
tenced from Burt county for five years for
removing mortgaged property. He was re-
celved April 6, 1504, and his sentence was
commuted to two years and twenty-five days,
which expires tomorrow. A petition of sixty-
four names accompanied the request for his
pardon. Ten of the signers of the petitlon
were of the jury which convicted him. Wilson
Is a farmer, 25 vears of age. Perine Is by
occupation a cook, and aged 37 years.
