HAVANA, Cuba, Jan, H,—(New York World
Cablegram—8pavial  Telegram. )—Tho Insur-
goenty huve witacked and burped the towns of
Gabricl, Gulra and Artomisia, statlons on the
Weostern rallway, which runs from Havana to
Pinar del Rlo, Gabriel and Guira are In
dAavann provinee, Artemisia 1o th Plnar del
Rio provinee,

The telegraph operator at the ceniral ata-
tion of the Westérn rallway learned at 2 p.
m. yeaterday that eommunieation by wire
biyind the town of Balud had bean cut,  Satud
1o & polnt on the line fourteen miles south-
east of Havann Word was reeelved from
Balud at 8 p. m. that there were no means
of renching Gabriel, a town of 2,600 Inhahi-
tinto, five miles west of Salud, Not only were
all wires down; but the rallway track had
boen torn up, The rallway superintendent
diepatehed o construction train from Havana,
Bt it got no further thap Salud. I re-
turned, bringing intelligence that every house
fn the town of Gabrisl had bern burned, n-
cluding all raflway property, The Western
rallway Is owned by an Hnallsh corporation
with headquarters in London,

The town of Guira, flve milee beyond
Gabriel, a plice of 4,600 populuticn, was lo-
tally burned tast pight.

The press  censorship is nbsolute.  The
Diarlo de la Maring contalng no news today,
It has an editorinl counmeling soverity —even
It Gomez and Macco nre near. It says that the
worst thlng that ecould happen would ba for
the Ingurgents to return to Santa Clam jrov-
Inoe, becausa the natural conditione of the

BIENT ON DESTROYING THE CANE,

Gomer Discloses His Mlans (o a Cap-

tive nmd Releases Him,

HAVANA, Cubp, Jan, 4.—(Vin Key Wost,
Fla., Jan. 5,)—(Special Telegram to the New
York World.)—As the Spanish auvthorities
here will not permit news to be sent from
here by cable without editing It to sull them-
seives, I send this dispateh by steamer, o
be wired to the World from Key Wezt. In
my dispatch of yesterday I mention:d having
had a conversation with Honore Lalne, a
Frenchman, who was arrested by the insur-
gents near his sugar estate, not far from
Navajas, and Kept o prisoner by Gomez for
a week, durlng which time the Cubuns raided
a large part of Matanzas provinee, marching
In a great semi-clrole,  From Laine 1 ab-
tained the following Information:

Gomez let him go at the end of the week
within a mile of the point where he first wan
taken prisoner. Gomez was thin procfeding
wast rapldly In the directlon of Alfonsa X111

“Gomer Invited Laine to ride beslde him sev-
eral times during the week, und talked freely
with him. He stited that his sole purpose
waz to destroy cane, that Muatanzax is the
richest provinee, and it had rested in fancied
egecurity, He intended 1o leave no cange Lo
be made Into sugar. He remarked that great
gireraly have generslly secured glory by ex-
tréeme boldnese, He I an old man, and may
not huve much longer to lve, but he lntsnds

10 ndd to his reputation by hip future pcts,

Gomez will not attempt to hold towns.
Ha spoke explicitly on this point. He said
It I» too daogerous; the Spaniard: would
concentrate him. On the march be avolils
even entering yvilages, becaus> s followera
Eo to the ehops and goet rum. Gomez |#
anxicus to have the United States declare
the lusurgents belliger:uts, He dld not ap-
pear to understand that no power would
retognize ag real belligerents a roving army
that scarcely remadned In onhe spot more
than one night, and Is engaged in conduct-
ing a purely guerrilla warfare, The country
people gencrally are friendly to Gomez, Hix
fores, Including the followers of Macao, Zayes,
Eernfin, Banches and ePres numbers about
4000 men, whe are armed and pearly all
mounted. Only about 400 are on foot,

BANDERA IN SANTA CLARA,

Mr. Lalne made the surprising statement
that Quintin Bandera was not In Matanzas,
thus disproving the Spanish and Cuba In-
Iigence allke. 1le says Bandera was sonie-
S about the Trinldad mountains In Santa
8 provinee, and that Gomez recefvid o
ppecial message from him four days ago and
#sent return orders that he should Join him
In Matanzas as qulolly as possible. Handera
has 1,400 [ollowers and Gomez wished for
them,

Gomes has more than 2,000 unarmid fol-
lowers, His band I8 composed of men of
all shades of color, more blacks than others,
and he even has Chinamen. Mpcees has rels-
tively a larger number of blucks than Gomez
or Sanches, The three detachments keep
ntar (ogether, Gomez and Maceo ride to-
gether mueh and  held  consultations  at
nlght, They begin to muarch at 5 tn the
morning, There are no regolar meals. Dur-
ing thoe day evérybody ecats sugar cane, The
line of muarch ean be rocognized by the [rag-
monts of chewed fibre. At night cattls are
kilied and men roast besf on sticks over the
camp fires,

Gomes hns no artillery, Laine  declares,
This disproves the false accounts gent to the
United Statos. He hag no baggagoe other than
ammunition on mules, Maceo hus a0 few brass
Instruments which give “unearibly musio”
nights, Maceo fg taclturn and qulet, while
Gomez onjoys a good conversation and dix-
cusses a wide rangs of subjects.

EXPECTING AN ATTACK AT HAVANA,

Citlzens of that Locenlity In Fear of
the Insnrgents,
HAVANA, Jan, b, —~Havana has spent o day
of nervousness and anxlely, and hag bein In
hourly apprehenglon of an attack by the In-
surgent army, aor a part of it. Yestenlay the
bands commanded by Nunex and Dermudez
were sien it Managua, o villige not more
than twelve miles from Havans. It must not
bo supposcd that the olty (s open to tho
ndvance of the Insurgents, or that thers are
notie within its borders to offor resistance,
There has besn no overt act of defiance
of the suthorities within the ecity and there
have been numercus voluniary ofi¢rs 1o hear
arms in defonee of the city—thousands of
them, the authoritles s=ay. But thore has
been n comfortable convietlon in the minds
of the res!dents of Havana from the begin-
ning of the Insurrentlon that they were i no
r:al danger of molestution from the Insur-
ronte, Many hundreds of noncombatant in-
liabltanis of the Island have come to Havana
to awalt the passing of the storm, SU11 more
have sent thelr wives and families here an
n sufe rofuge.
This clags of the populatiin Is in a state of
utter consternation and dismay and spreads an
infectious spirit of panle through all other
clrcles, The auwthoritles no longer make the
slighiest conecalment of the serfous view they
tike of the situntion, dnd there are some whao
do pot hesitute ta rall at e Spunish gencrils
nnd e troops and make bitier criticlsms of
them.

Thers has been a great fear that the lght
and  water supply of the clty would te out
oft by a sudden rald of the Insurgsnl foreel.
Tho Idea of the elty helug left in ttal fark-
ness for the unseen working of plots and
seditions I8 ltself cnough to work a panle
In the nervous condition of the public mind

Speelal preparations o the e of
the worka that =ipply the clty hiave been
mado and artillery has bern placsd to com
mand them oagalnst all probable sources
of attack. All possible recruita lave besn
onlisted for the defense of the cliy and the
availabl> ground about the elty hss been
fiilled: with batterles of artillery which are
manned day and night.

The Spanish anthorities have maintained a
cordon  of artillery  forces runoing  from
Mavann to the lown of Batabano on the
south otast since the invasion of Matanzas
provines by the Insurgents, hrvend which
they loped to prevent the advance of the
destroying eolumne of thelr ensmles, This
cordon hag proved no more effective than
the lihe of La Trocha, which wiaa laldl to
keep the Insurgents out of Santa Clara prov-
inee, This line was broken yesterday by
the forces under @omex and the main body
of the [nsurgents today passed Into the prov-

ine> of Pinar del Riz, and are now over-
running that province with fire and sword
The passage was effected near Batabano,

at Pozoredondo, and Gomez burned the vil-
Inge of Gabriel on the way and partially
destroved the towns of Guira, Msalenn and
Alqglzar, The work of destructiin In
Havaniy provines hes been as complets nas
was that In Matapzasg anl the sugar lands
of Pinar del Rlo.

The work of destroction In Havana
provinee han been ns complete as was that
In Matunzag and the sugar lands cof Pinar
del Rio are fast being put into th® same
desolnte condition.  The  proclamation of
Genaril Campnse, to the effzet that all horses
on the fslhind are to be held  sibjzet o
requisition by the Spanlsh authorities, has
lttle effect beyond ft= fores as a confession
that the Spanish forces ara badly handl-
eapped by the lack of mounted troops and are
practically helpless against the eavalry forcee
of the insurgents, In effcet the whole
i#land outgiid= of the city of Havanz [s now
In the hands of the Insurgents, Th y have
not annthilated the Spanish forces, nor have
they routed the whole army In any slngle
pitehed battle.  Yet the =ltuation lp eom-
pletely In thelr hands and &0 ecompl:tely
have they outgeneraled the Spanish that to
ull appearances Martinegz  Campos’ urmy
might as well ba in Spain for any check it
puta upon the movements of Gomez's army
The latter's progreéss has been accompanied
with contlnual apcesglons io his forces by
volunteere and he has captur'd enough
herses, rifles and artillery to add Immenssly
1o the effzetive strength of hiz men. Hi
has practlcally cirricd hls bhiage of opera-
tlona with Ll and has  usodlly  ecounter-
marehed over & wholly difizrent route from
that of his advance, appsrently counting
with confidence upon Hving upon the country
a@ he went. There I8 Hitle doubt really felt
here that he will get much or more sym-
pathy in Plngr del Rio than he did in Santa
Clara and Matanzas, and the gencral fear is
now that, after sweeplig over Pinar d2l Rlo,
he will coms upon Havana from the west, eo-
operating In an attack with the ferces of tho
Insurgents which have been east of Havana
for esvernl daye past.

The advanca of Gomez beyond Hatabano
has cut the telegraph and cable communicas
tion with the eastern part of the lsland, upon
which Campos prinelpally relied for dlrecting
ig forees In Santligo dia Cuba, Puerto Prin-
eip* and Santa Clara.

TAMPA, Fla., Jan. 5.—An Amerlean pas-
senger arriving from Cuba tonlght reports
thut the Cubans are within seventesn miles
of Havana. According to his statement
Gomez has 22000 men. The insurgents
burned San Felipe, Doran, Melenao del Sur
and Guara Friday night. Thesa places are
twenty miles from Havana,

Cardinal Gibbone, In rec:lving the d:g:-

conferred upon him apd congratulating Mgr,
Bbarret! upon the manner in which he hnd
performed his duties in this country. While
this scene was in progress within the palace
the procession was forming in front of Cal-
vert hall, a bLloek awny. At 10 o'clock it
wits rendy to start and when form-d the par-
tlelponts were arranged as [ollows:

PROCESSION O PRIEBTS.

First camp the prooessionul cross bearer
with the erucliix raised high in the alr and
flanked on elther side by a boy in cassock and
surpliez, Following him were a long line
of students from the various Catholic colleges,
after which came  ssminarians from Bt
Miury's, then priests, Franciscan monks in
thelr garb of brown. Following these came
the members of the faculty af the Catholle
university of Washington In long robes of
bluck, with many colored silk linings, their
heads ndorned with the shoveél-board bat of
the scholar. After these cames half a hundreid
bishops and a ecore or more of archbishops,
the purple and gold of thelr rich vestments
gllstening, their hmmense traing held up by
Iittle boys in brilliant vestmentls, too.

In this formatlon they marched through
the cathedral to Churles street and paszed
the palace of the cardinal, when hoy were
joined by his eminence, who tock hils place
last In the line. Upon his head he wore
the red berretta, an exsct duplicate of the
one which he was soon to confer wpon the
mun who will, for some time at least, share
hig hionors In this country, Upsn Nis shoul-
ders hung the beautiful clodk of cardingl
allk and ermins, with half a dogen traln
bearers elad in cardinal velyoet and gilt braid
following in his walke, In this order they
swept up Mulborry street to the eathedral,
whers they filed Into the venerable old plle
through the main entranes,

Batolll wus not In the proeession, but ns
the haoud of it reached the altur  he, #c-
companled by Mgr, Sbarretl, Marquis Sacri-
prntl, the member of the noble guard who
brought the cardinilute [nsignia here, and
the priests who had bien deputized (o nssist
hlm in the coming cercmony, ontersd thoe
cathedral from a rear dour leading from  the
pulace and advanced to the front of the
iltar. The students and scminariung fol-
lowed (o the right and left ks they passed
In front of the high altar, findhig seats on
glther side, The others ln the plocessjon ad-
vineod within the sanctuary and took the
plagey reserved for them.

As the processlon wended Its way down the
center aisle the organ, o full orchesira and o
chorus of Ofry soleer rendered n trivmphal
mirdh. When Cardinal Gibbons reached the
altar le bowed low to Balolll, who returned
the salute, and each, secompanied by hia
ausistant priests sod deadons of honor, gsought
fhe throne upon which he wis (o résu during
the greater part of the ceremeny.
