Mr. Depew lg as well informed as he Is In
roegird to the dispesition of property in
the South American countries at the whim

of dictators of the hour. From his ignorance
of the actual condition of the Latin-Ameri-
can nations, he extorts the argument that
the only device to keep such natlons fn good
beliavior * towards Buropean natlons is to
kesp themselves outsiile the protectorate of
the republic of the north.

“If Mr. Depew wore as well acquainted
with 1he Latin-American <¢ountries as he
18 with the finanecial relations betweon this
ceuntry and BEurope, he would know that at
pregent there ls no dletator In South Amer-
jea, but o president, eolected In accordance
with the legislative laws of tho countries,
nnd there is as much security for life and
property, elther of cltlizens or foreigners,
in Brazil, Chili or Argenting as there |s In
the Umited States or Hngland, and that no
gelf-respecting Latin-American nation would
covntenance the ldea of o protectorate, even
it offered them by thele best and most power-
ful friend,

United States proclalmed, in 1823, the Mon-
roe  doectrine Its  population amounted to
10,000,000, and at that time this country
had already been twice vietorlous In foreign
wara. It I8 not much to assume ithat a
eovntry like Brazil, for which alone I wish
ty speak, with a population at present of
15,000,000, nnd after seventy-four years of
corstitutlonnl governmentl, never aggressive,
but always pesceful and self-rellant, would
not require a protectorate to malntaln its
sovereignty and Independence,'
