PARIS, Jan. 25-—(New York World Cable-
Eram—=8pecial Telegram.)—Whether or not
the report tonlght that the prescat radlcal
Rovernment has decided to recall M. de
Behalne, Fronch ambassador to the Vatiesn,
beeause of his too great friendliness toward
the pope, Is true, It seems certaln  that
Dremier Bourgeois means to make good his
declaration soon after taking office of pra-
yosing some drastle measures agalnst the
whureh  In ¥rance. M. Bourgeols' first of-
ficlal statement in the Chamber contained
the promise “of a bill to regulate assoclations
ns @ prelude to the sweparation of church
end wate.” This bill will shortly be intro-
dueed, and it will, the World oorrespondont
has reason to state, be made o pretext for a
determined effort on the part of tho BOvern-
meat to break the power of the ecclesiastioal
crganizations In France. This Is the radleal
program in opposition to the ministry's an-
nouncement In November, 18083, of a new
rappreachement between chureh and state,
hoktile to each other since the days of Gam-
betta. Leo: XTIT had previously lssued his
concilintory moessige to the republic, which
led to the formation of the rallles party
among the French Catholics, who have given
but qualified support to the republic.
FOLLOWS RIBOT'S LEAD.

The forthcoming bill had a predecessor in
the measure proposed by M. Ribot after the
fall of Caslmir-Pericr and Dupuy, by which
A heavy tax was [mposed upon ecelesiastioal
property on the ground that sueh property
had never pald any succesolon duty, for
religions orders mever die. This plan was
estimated  to  produco 25,000,000 francs
yearly, It was bitterly cpposed by the
clergy, who appraled to Leo XIII, but he
declined to Intervene, and left them com-
plete lberty of actlon, but Ribot fell, and
the FPrench elergy and moarchists urg=d upon
‘President Faure that, as he owed Lis election
to thelr votes, he must entrust the formation
of o new cablnet to the clericals' nominee.
Faure, however, had the fear of Casimir-
Perier's fate before his oyes, and the rad-
feal Hourgsols was summoned. This was
at once accepted by clericals, end doubtless
at the Vatican, as extremely hostlle to their
Interests, a feeling Intensified by the ac-
ceptance  of the foreign portfulio by M.
Bertholot. The sturdiest of French lalclsts
doubted up to the time whether M. Bourgeols
would have the courage to enter upon the
crusade, but your correspondent has learned
from n near politeal friend of the premier
the main poeints of the proposed bill.

The asaocintions will be required by the
fortheoming bill to furnish propofs of thelr
publio otillty, gs well as detalled statements
of thair wealih and the use to which it is
put.  If proof of public util'ty 3 not fur-
nighed the agsacintions may be dissolved and
thelr property conflscated, In any case the
property returna will be used as a basls for
taxation.

CATCHES THEM AGAIN.

Under the Ribot law the many rellgious
amociations, among others the Dominleans

SANGUILLY HAS A NOTED LAWYER.

Hlg command was closely pursued by the
Spanish column under General Lugque. At
Sabalo Maceo’'s men looted the stores and
took horges, provislons and arms,

A traln reached Matanzas Thursiny with
ten Bpanish soldiers, who were wounded in
an engagem=nt between the rebels and a
detachment of General Pratt's command.

Reports recelved say the Insurgents are
well geattersd over Matangag province, and
are continually marching, burning property
and destroying rallroad bridges. At Bena-
vitas they burned the station, cut the tele-
graph wires and tore up the ralle, The
samea band demolished the agueduct supplyling
Matanzas City with water, broke the machin-
ery and left nothing but a small shed used
for a dwelling by a guard, The same day
the insurgents, under Rafuel Cardenas, had o
Eklrmlish near the San Caljeno sugar planta-
tion esatate, near Cldra. Four insurgents
were Killed., At San Miguel a band of in-
surgents, 1,500 strong, visited that town and
took all the horses.

SIZES UP SOME MISTAKES.

One who hag closely followed the course of
affairg in Cuba sald to me today: "It must be
acknowledged that the Spanigh  military
authorities In power at the beginning of the
revolution underrated {t, They treated It as
an ord'nary riot, a small sizged Insorrection or
a limited uprising of certain elements on
this I=land that could be put down promptly
without calling In the a!d of the duly argan-
[zed military forces. Subsequent events, how-
ever, proved that this was a grave m!stake.
We have come to realize that we are not
dealing with an everyday, unorganized un-
armed band of rebels or bandits, but are com-
pelled to face well organized rebel troops,
commanded by officers of abllity and not un-
famillar with the art of modern warfare, The
8panigh commanders in charge during the
early stages of the rebeilion committed a
grave blunder by dividing, cutting up the
powerful army Spaln sent to Cuba into a largs
number of small detachments, and distrib-
uting them over the Izland [nstead of massing
the troops In large forces, thus creating pow-
erful commands.

“I am at a loss to coneeive how it could be
possible for the Insurgents to enter Havana
provinee, If I were commander-in-chief of
the insorgent forces today I would feel cer-
tain that wutter defeat was staring me In
the face. Look at the s!tuatlon, as we
know It to exist, from thz information weo
reczive dally from the varlous commandeg in
Cuba. Maceo Is virtually eut off from Gomez.
The lutter is well east and hamperad; a sick
man, knowing he is being pursued by strong
columing of our forces. Look at Gomez, He
sent a detachment of his troops to Matanzas
provinee, ordering the insurgents under Alva.
rez to Joln him and strengthen hls command,
Weo succeeded in cutting Alvarez off. They
cannot join. T ecan foresce nothing but abso-
lute defeat of the rebel forees."

“One more peint I want 1o mention. Re-
ports have been clreulated in the United
Stetes and elsewhere telling yarns like this:
‘A bandful of, say thirty or forty, Spanlsh
soldiers attacked the Insurgents, 1,000 strong.
The Spanish defeated the 1,000 insurgents.'
This 1a ridiculous on its face. Such trash
helped materielly to diseredit the ofMcelal re-
ports given out by the Spanish military au-
thorlties.

GENERAL GARCIA SAILS FOR CUBA.

Hos o Large and Well Equipped Ex-
peditlon with Him.,

PHILADELFPHIA, Jan, 25.—The Press will
print tomorrow: “It is stated In this clty,
from what isn considered authoritative
gources, that GQeneral Garela, the most dis-
tinguighed Cuban general now outside of
Cuba, salled from thi® port on Thursday
of this week on board the fruft stzamer
Bernard, bound for Cuba, and that he will
land there with the most formidable ex-
pedition that has ever left this country, It
Is sald he will take command of the ex-
pedition on the high seam, where he will meet
the fruit steamer Jasof with over 300 men
and a large quantity of arms and ammuni-
tion on beard. General Garcla came Lo this
clty from England on January 18, accom-
panied by his two sons, Carlos and Justa.

His every movement was watelied by
agents of the Spanish government, He
knew this, and as a last resort he separated
from his son Jueta, and gave the information
of the expedition loto hls  liands, The
Spantsh  government's agents pald no at-
tention ta young Garein, apnd he sucosedod
80 well, 1t Is sald, slx days ago the steamer

BERLIN, Jan, 26.—A project 1s now being
gorlously considered by the emperor and the
eabinet, of providing for a formidable In-
crense of the German navy. It s well
known that his majesty has long wished to
do thin, but the refumal of the Reichetag
to vote the necesmary fundg ha® rendered the
echeme Impossible up to the present. He-
cent events, However, especially the attitude
of Great Britaln toward Germany, have
ripened the plan to accomplish an extension
of the nnvy withont the grant of large sums
of money by the Relehgtug. The emperor,
during the pa=t forinight, has had a number
of conferences with authorities on coloninl
affalre  with refersnce to the pozition and
needs of the German colonles, compared with
the naval resources, and the inadequacy of
the German navy, particularly in first class
iropelads and  eruigers, to maintain  Ger-
many's pretensions as a colenlal power, was
generally recognlzed.

Thia year's budget shows but n small jtem
for new battleships, and the present Relehs-
tag, which expires In 1808, will not vote
large sums for the navy. Therelfore, in
order to overcome the difficulty thus pre-
sented, 1t I8 now proposed to rilse a loan of
200,000,000 marks, the means for which are
io be obtalned by the conversion of the 4
per cent funds into %% per cent. His
majesty sounded the leaders of the parties,
both In the Relehstag and in the Diet, during
the recent fetes, and recelved encounriging
replles.  Dr, Miquel, the minister of finance,
was favorable to the echeme, but DPrince
Hohenlohe, the chancellor, and several other
minlgter», are opposed to [t

COLONIAL PARTY ENCOURAGED.

The colonlal party has been much en-
couraged by - Emperor  Willlam's  speech,
delivered on January 18 last, wupon the
oceasion of the twenty-fifth anniveraary of
the re-establishment of the German emplire,
It has stirred them to Increased activity,
and at an enthusiaglic meeting cf the
Colonial aspoclation on Thurslay evening last,
Dr, Telers the explorer, urged fhat a
petition be drawn up and addressed to the
chancellor, In favor of a large Increase of
the hn\-'y. in order to protect Germany's
world-wide Interesta at, for instince,
Adelaide, S8an Francisco, cn the Orinoco and
on the Yang-tse-Klang.

Among other things, Dr. Peters sald that
Germany must have the power to act, and
not have to waste time in talk.

Prince von Arenberg, who prasiled, was
more congervative In bly remarks. He con-
demned any preciptate action, and pointed
out that It was lmpossible for Germany to
ereate 4 navy which would rival that of
Great Britain. The meeting, nevertheleas,
adopted Dr. Peters’ resolution, and a petl-
tion setting forth the demands of the
Colonial assoclation will be presented to the

chancellor "and to the Relchstag. It will
contaln the request that 300,000,000 marks
{about $75,000.000,) be appropriated to In-

creass the navy.

An instructive contrast to these demands
is furnished in the official report of the
eolonies, which has just been  published.
From this document It appears that out of
the thousands of Germans to whom the
emperor referred only T00 have apporently
elected to take up their residence in Greater
Germany and of this number 260 are milltary
and elvll authorities, Theze figures do not
Inelude southwest Africa, for which npo
statietics are glven, The trade of the German
calonies, the report also shows, Iz steadlly
decreasing, necessitating an ioncrease of the
imperial mibventions by 1,500,000 marks,
making a total cost of over 11,000,000 marks.
Striking testimopy of the milltarism of the
colon!al government Is shown In the fact
that the report lumps negross, donkeys and

oxen togethezr, under the heading: “*beasts
cf burden'' of cast Africa.

LONDON, Jan. £25.—The most startling
polltical news of the weelk was the announco-
ment op Thursday, In a dispateh to the Pall
Mall Gazette, that an offensive and defensive
allianee bas been formed between Rusgia and

Turkey. True or unirue, the story has
aroused the Keencst discussion throughout
Great Dritain and the continent, and the

specinls from the different European capitals
contain admisslons which lend eflor to the
report. Turkey's terrible financial plight, it
s belisved, may have driven the sultan Into
the arms of Russin, and the ofMeclal and semi-
official  denials of the accuracy of such
rumorsg, which are always forthcoming, arc
regurded with conslderable suspleion, espe-
clally as the Pall Mall Gazette has been
proved to be correctly informed, In &pite of
denlale, in several previoua statements of
great importance. A notable instance of this
wes the Pall Mall Qozetle's announcement
af the Impending retlremont of Mr, Glad-
stone from active political life.

Moreover, the Information contained In
the Constantinople dispateh to the Pall Mall
Gazelte 12 confirmed today from an excellent
source, a leiter from the Speaker's corre-
gpondent at Constantinople, In which the
writer declares the Russo-Turkish treaty is
an actual fact, although it dozs not exist on
papar. The correspondent adds: “Russln
is absolute master of tha sitvation, and It
is belleved here that the enormons back-
sheesh sent by the sultan to tha czar, valued
at £95,000 ($175,000), and ineluding one of the
most famous jewels dn the imperial collection,
marked the secret treaty of alliance, by whick
Hussla guarantees the integrity of the Otto-
man empire and agrees to assist In the ree-
toration of order in Kurdistan, and also in
the defense of the Dardanelles. France fol-
lowe Ruesin as a blind man follows his dog,
Franco was the first to denounce the treaty
of Unikiarskelesl, now she is silent.

HUMILIATION FOR ENGLAND.

“The attitude of Germany lg more deaplea-
ble than that of France; she is trying to
win favor with Russia by outheroding Herod
The outcome of the Armenlan difflculty has
been the trlumph eof Russia and the humlilja-
tion of Great Britain.'

The English newspapers generally accept
this view of the defeat of British diplomuapy,
The Chronlele, almoet alone, views the sit-
uation with complacency, and thinks it ought
to lead to a complete entente between NMussia
and Great Britain on the whole Asiatie ques-
tion, including Egypt,

Abroad the report has coused a great deal
of anxiety. The Standard's Vienna corre-
spondent adm!its that the general Impresslion
there I8 that =ome arrangeament between
Russia and Turkey actually exista, The
Neue Frel Presse of Vienna says: *'There
is no doubt Russla has exerclsed etrong in-
fluence at Constantinople, but Europe can
scarcely abandon its Intercsts In Turkey in
favor of a single power,"

Th's development of the eastern guestion
has arovsed great Interést as to the Inten-
tion of the United States, and the feeling
ls expressed that the United States will ere
long prove a potent factor In the Levant.
The debates In congress upon this subj=el are
cagerly followid and commented upon here,
Itegarding the action of the United States sen-
ate yesterday, when Senator Call's resolution
demanding that eitler by peaceful negotia-
tiona or by foree of srms the Armenian
atrocitles be stopped was defented without
a division, and the forelgn relatlons resolu-

tlon was passed unanimously appeallng to
thy powers to rescue  the Armonians,
the Westimipster Gazette says: “All that

will porbably be dismizzed by Europe as but
thie ebullitions of Jefforson Brick blowing
off steam to a sympithetle gallery., But, in
view of the movements of the fleet and the
stir In the arsenals and organfzed aglitation
In the great eltles and the Imminent proba-
bilty that the Turk mpy any day kill an
American migslonary, these utterances and

an undecided question, although nobody an-
tielpates any further serious trouble In con-

“Congress,'” he “Is willing to nect
and the adminlstrat'on is eager to act In
responee to the universal sentiment of the
American people, who have viewed with dig=-
gust the policy pursued by the powers while
human life was belng ruthlessly eacrificed In
Armenig. The time is gone by when one of
the great family of nationg can be wholly
Indifferent to the 1lls of the subjects of an-
other nation. DBy the treaty of Herlin six
great powers of Kurope are directly and pri-
marily responsible for the regulation of Ture
key, but they are manifistly failing to dige
charge thelr self-assumed funetion, and the
question whieh the United Btates hss to de-
clde for iteelf fs whether, In view of that®
fallure, our responsibility Is great enough
to indure actlon,

Q00D REASON FOR THE SHOWING.

“The prevalent fesling In Washington Is
that we have a duty to perform. The ad-
ministration recognlzed this when It sent
warships to Turkish waters, We have locus
etundl there, through the presznee in Turkey
of several hundred American eubjects, mis-
eloparies, teachers and others, The ad-
ministration reengnlzed this priceiple In a
still more striking fashion when [t prepared
its elahorate plans for a dizplay for force
in Turkey plans, which have not yet been
glven publicity, but which are highly signifi-
cant,

“Growing out of the presence in Turkey
of Ameriean misslonaries arose an incldent
which gave us the right to apply pressure to
the Constantinople government. Misslon
hulldings were looted and burned, and our
eitizens were compelled to flee for thelr lives.
Ifor this outrage we demand:d Indemnity and

“Mernwhile the government pursued with
redoubled energy Its preparations for war.
Bhip yerds, gun factories amd arsenals wera
all set at werk., Menitors were prepared
for scrvice in addition. Still more signifi-
cant, the sceretary of the navy, alter a cablnet
conglderation of & Turklsh plan of campalgn,
aup prepared by the experts, asked congress
to pass Immediately a b giving the presi-
dent authority Lo enllst more men, to call
upon the naval reserve and to hire transports
for carrying troops ahewd.

“Now for some reasons, not already exs
plalned, there is a halt In the program of
moving upon Turkey. Everything had been
prepared for the gelzure of a Turkish port,
probably Bymrne, for the purpose of collects
ing indemnity.

REASONE FOR THE COHRECK,
