Beventh Annual Gathering of the Organisa-
tion Properly Oelebrated.

EARLY DAYS OF THE CITY RECALLED

Dr. George L. Miller, Patron Saint of
the Order, Recelved with Hearty
Applanse In A Clever
Speech.

Baven yeats ago at an Informal dinner
given by Dr. George L, Miller was | sunched
the Idea of organizing a society to include the
gons of the plopesr cltigena of Omala and
to stand for Omaha and all that concerned
it progross. The wsoclety was formed, and
ninoe Its establishmoent many of the most
prominent young men of the city lave be-
come enrolled as Ita membere. Last ovoning
the weventh year of the soclety's existence
wan fittingly observed by an elabiorate ban-
quel glven st the Millard hotel.

The banquet was given In the privata din-
Ing room of the hotel, The room was beau-
tifully decoratod with palms and cut flowers,
while roses and lilles were especially prom-
Inent In the table decorations. A lengihy
menn was dlscussed, after which Victor B,
Caldwell, the president of the soclety and
toastmaster of the meeting, opened the post
prandial exerclses,

He #ald that Omaha of today did not fur-
nish such siriking examples of push and
pluck as werp seen In the days of the carly
scttlers. Therea was no Bdward Crelghton,
who had constructed the telegraph line along
the Unifon Paelfie road, nor any one who
#gave so much promise of helplng the elty
As Willinm Paxton had done. "It does not
look »t present as though we were pulling
together, as those who strived for Omnhn's
succons In its oarllest days. We are greatly
handicapped, 1 know, by the opposition and
discriminations of the rallronds, but if we
young men bent to the task with a hearty
good will and should all pull together for
the ndyvancement of this, the elty of our na-
tivity, we might accomplish ag much a% have
our elders and our predecessors.

“I regret that there ls no provision made

by this  soclety for honoring those
men  who werd not  born  here, hut
who have contributed In no samall meas-

ure to the success of the city. Such men as
Henry Rstabrook, and General Manderson
should have thelr names Inseribed on our
roll as honorary members, Then there are

thur 8, Potter and Willlam Paxton and

any others, who have wronght great things
for us. The placing of such names on our
roll wauld be an honor not alone to these
dMtinguisted gentlemen, but an honor to
the poclety [tself.”

PATRON BAINT CALLED,

Dr, George L, Miller was then introduced
a8 the founder and the patron saint of the
soclety, and was recelved with hearty ap-
plaupe. He disclalmed the honor of having
formed the soclety. He gald at that mem-
orable dinner seven years ago he did suggeat
such an organization, but It was the work
of the young men them=elves that had made
the scclety what it was, He sald that noth-
fng on earth had ever given him so much
genuipne pleasura as the honor bestowed upon
him by the Sons of Omaha, in calling him
their patron saint. He had been the com-
panion of thelr parents, He had lived here
when the streets were narrow alleys, and
he knew something of the perlods of distress
through which Omaha hnd gone and from
which It has alyaws come out all right.
Natlonal and local conditions, . beyond the
contral of man, were responsible for the
present era of depresmlon. This was noth-
ing, however, to be compared with the de-
pressed condition of affairs that existed here
forty years ago. H

“Were It not for the refinement that was
mo plainly visible even In those days I ahould
say that absolute squalor re'guned supreme.
The floors were not nalled down In those
days, L'fa here was very crude. It wap
a timo when the savage and the white man
mingled together. But out of that gromss,
erude form of life has arisen a clvilization,
the product o0 whick I am proud to see be-
fore me. Wan there ever gathered under
heaven’s beautlful eanopy sich a noble set
of men and women, the fathers and mothers
of you Sons of Omaha? I say unto you that
you have sprung from a stock of men and
women unmurpasssd In this world, Tt e
a grent pleasure for us to trace back all that
fa good and noble In this clty to your parental
stock.

CHRTAIN OF OMAHA'S FUTURE.

1 feel Just as certaln of the future of
Omaha as I dild years ago, when T was con-
ducting a newspaper here. 1 would urge
you to restore that harmony which exlsted
when your fathers were young and were
engaged in laying the foundations of this
eity, I've seen periods of disiress hers com-
pared with which the present financial de-
presslon 18 the merest zephyr., I've seen
the people here living on nothing but hope—
bound that Omaha should live, and Omaha
daid live, (Applause.)

“In 1868 thle seltlement was ulterly wiped
out; it wasn't worth a cent except In the

of those who were here. The poople
who predicted that Omaha might some day
contaln 25,000 persons were laughed to scorn,
Omaha did grow to that s'ze, and excecded
ft. And we shall surely seon the greater
Omaha, even then anm we then saw thoe lesser
Omaha.  (Applause,) If forty years In
Omaha has taught me anything It Is this—
don't loes falth In Omaha, for you shall
aurely seo tha time when prospority shall
rlchly favor this community.'

In his concluding remarks Dr. Miller de-
clared that the present paralyels of business
was due to the efforts of the president and
congress to make this eountry the laughing
stock of the financial world, He scored the
natlon's exeoutlye for Issuing threats of war
bofore the gauses of such threats were
known or understood. He Intimated that it
might be necessary for him to break over
the democeriatio traces In which he had trav-
wled for forly years, in order to cast his vote
for a mian who would protect the credit of
thoe nation, AL the clore of his eloguent ad-
dress, which abounded In the finest sentl-
moents, couched In the most beautiful lan-
guage, Dr, Miller was greeted with prolonged
appliuse, and as n mark of respeet, the
gursts arose and drank his health,

CORRECTING CITY HISTORY.

We are for Omaha firet, last and
all the time. Whatever may come, we are
for Omaha. Let us not go forth from this
meeting with only fine sentiment and good
vesolutions, but lot us go out with full de-
termination to do all in our power for o
greater and better Omaha." (Applause.)

On June 20, 1805, . B, Lawe, one of the
members of the Board of Bduceation, after
fighting the tralning school in the board and
without securing any definlte action, appealed
to the courie, asking an Injunction restrain-
Ing the board from malntaining stch a school
on the ground that such maintenance was
Itogal, The case came on for hearing In e
arder, and was continued from time to time
for varlous reasons. No answer was filed
by the attorney for the board last year, Judge
Powell, then attorney for the Doard of KEdu-
catlon, having given It as his opinkon that
the board had no legal right to malntain a
training school. No action was taken by
the board on the matter until Februnty 3 of
this year, when Attorney Covell asked for
Instructions as to whether to file an answer
in the case. A motion instructing him to
file an answer was dofeated,

On February 7 a resolution was Introduced
by Jordan, at a meeting of tne board, direct-
Ing that the training school be discontinued
from and after that date. The resolution
was referred to the colmmittee on teachers
lllmlk examination, and was never reported
pACK.

The hearing of the application for an In-
Junctlion came up betore Judge Keysor Fri-
day afterncin. The school board did not
moke sn appearance, and the case went hy
defanit, a permpnent Injunction being en-
torod against the defendantes, the Board of
Eduention, by its president and veerotary, and

the principal of the tralnlug school, Mrs.
Graece B, Sudborough,
The full text of the order of the court,

after reciting the fact that the defendatits
did not appear, Is 45 followa;

“Tt o therefore by the court considered,
adjudged and decreed thut the defendant, thie
school district of the eity of Omaha, Ite of-
cers and agents, be and the same hereby aro
perpatually  enjoined from maintaining a
teachers' training school In the said city of
Omnha and from entering into any contracts
for that purpose, and from expending or ap-
propriating any of the money belonging to
sald scheol district of the eity of Omaha for
the purpose of mailntaining, conducting or
ecarrying on the =sld tralhing school; ales
from emploving any teachers to CATTY Gn or
conduet the sald teachers' tralning school
or any department thereof, and from paving
out of the moneys of the gald school district,
derived from taxes levied upon the property
located within the said school distriet, or
from any other source, the wages or mlarles
of teacherns now or hereafter employed for
that purpose, and from using any of the pub-
e seheol bulldings belonging to the sald
echool district, or any of its other property
for the use of the sald teachers' tralning
school Or for the PHesese efdnadalaining or
conducting or carrying on the same, and
the defendant, Grace B, Sudborough, be and
hereby I8 enjoined from demanding or re-
celving any money from the gald s=chool dis-
trict for wages or salary as principal or
tencher of the sald teachers' tralning schaol
for services performed after the date of this
decree.”

The teachers' training schonol has boon a
hone of contention in the Board of Bducation
since Ita Inceptlon. Several attempts have
been made Lo dlscontinde the school, but its
supportera hpve always managed to defeat
all effcrts in thia directlion. In July, 1892, a
remolution was passed by the board, ordering
the school closed, and it remained In a dor-
mant condition for one year, but In January,
15863, a resoluticn was passed, reviving the
gchool again and it was reopened in the fall
of that year.

Last year the fight over the training school
waxed hotter than ever, Lut the advocates
of the gchool wero able to muster a majority
of the board members on thelr silde whenever
It became necesmary. Notwithstanding the
opinion of the state superintendent of public
Instruction and the ndvies of the attorney
for tha board, both of whom ruled that the
board had no authority to maintain sach a
gchool, it was kept alive, although its most
ardent advocates were compelled to admit
that such naction was without warrant. It
has been recognized by theze advocntes,
within the past few months, that the school
wio deomed and this fact accounts for the
action of the board in virtually instrueting
its attorney to allow the injunction case to
g0 by default,

The commencement exerclees Friday night
formed the wvaledicltory of the institution,
marking the eloge of the year and the close
of the school for all time.

BEGINNING MADE AT LABOR TEMPLE

Unll Will Be Issned for n State Cone

A new paliticsl party has been launched
upen the troublous political sea which s
deslgned to relleve the distress of the work-
ingman and bring about the downfal] of the
old parties. The Infapt was born at Labor
Templa In this city last night. There wore
In attondance about 200 workingmen when
the meeting was ealled to order by Organ zer
Waller, who, briefly stated the object of the
meeting to be the crganization of o pew party
to take steps to put a tieket In the field com-
posed of men who woeuld leglalate for the
laboring men only. He called on General
Kelley to explain the purpose further,

General Kelley made a short speech, saying
that the time hed come for the lahoring
[ men o make a deeluratlon of Independence
fand break away from thelr support of the
capitalisile class. It had heon asked, he suld,
why the werkingmen could not BUpport ong
of the parties, already In oxistence, but
b declared this to be lmpossibie as theme
pariles were not In sympathy with the in-
terests of the workingman. He appoealed
to his hearors to break awny from Lhe old
partles and gtand together for their common
goud,  He illustrated his point by refer-
ring to the fwportanee of electing men to
the eity eouncll who wonld protect the fn-
terecis of the workingman, and warned his
hearers agalnet the folly of supparting the
old parties only to be sold out.

Weller thon took the floor again and read
the following pledge, which he sald all would
be expectsd o sign who cxpeoted Lo become
members of Lthe new parly:

“Recognizing the necessity of labor crganlz-
lug for I's protection, we, the undersigned,
do pledgs curselves to support no political

party other than the parly of labor and
we herchy renounce any and all politieal
affillation with the republican, demooratio

end populist partle.,"

A recpss of Nfteen minutes was then taken
to give all un opportundty to slgn this pledge,
after which ths st of slgnatures was called
aloud ard each man required to step. to ony
side s iz rame was called. Thoge re-
malning after this bad been done wers glven
another chanea to get into the band wagon
and then the convention was called to order,
the 126 who had vigned tha pledge being
regiirded 25 members,

The following oflicers were elicted by ae-
clamation: T, P, Sturgls, president; 8. 3.
Goddard, vice president; Theodora Bernlne,
secritary. !

Weller moved that the convention go loto
oxacutlve sessicn.  General Kolley amended
to allow thoge In sympathy with the moves
ment to remaln. Those who had not signed
the roll but were In sympathy with the ob-
Jects of the erganization and desired to
remaln o the room wers thean required to
take the floor and declare themselves and
promige to Join the porty In the future, aftar
which they were allowed to remaln In the
room, all others being compelled lo retire,
