yonitions.  The troops pushed forward, how-
ever and when within fifty vards of the
inrurgent lines, the enemmy charged with
machetes, The Spanish cavalry had, in (e
meantime, been dismounted and pushed for-
ward as skirmishers, Keeping up a warm
fire on the Insurgent positlon, When the
Insurgents charged, the skirmishers were
calledd In and formed a =quare around their
hotsen.  The muovement was admirably ex-
evinted, and with two sides of the OIS
firing the enemy beat a hasty rotreat, lea ving
miny killed and wounded on the fleld.

L GOMBEZ REPORTED WOUNDED.

It is rumored that Gomez was among the
wounded, but the report has not been of-
fleally  confirmed, The retreat of the in-
surgents was the slgnal for the eavalry to
remount amnd push forward. The Insurg:nts
by ihis time had abandoned thelr positions,
und, dividing up Into small parties, began
retreating in all directionn.  They woere fol-
lowed until nightfall by the Spanish eavalry,
who killed many more of them and made a
number of prisoners,

Colonel Segura s continping the pursuit
Of the Insurgents. At & point near San Jose
e Las Lafas, a foree of 300 Insurgent
cavalry was met and Mepersod by a squadron
of Spanish cavalry.

The officlal reports confirm the news re-
oilved here concerning thees skirmishes, and
HLYsR thit the insurgents’ loss in the engage-
ment of Tuesday was clghty killed.

General Seranng Altomiro has engaged the
Insurgents under Manuel Suarez In the prov-
fnee of Sanfn Clarn.

The Insurgent lesder Sancher is rerurning
to Sanctl Spivitus, province of Santi Clary,
tuking with him a convoy of seventy-two
wolinded.

or TR EMPIRE.

Hohenlohe Ofers 0 Tonsi to
the Emperor's Henlth,
BERLIN, Feb., 20.—At a bannuet of the
Bundesrath tonight, in commemeoration of
the twenty-fifth anniversary of the empire,
Chancellor von Hohenlohe, In proposing the
haalth of Bmperor Willlam and the German
prineces, sald he was well awsre that an-
other, a better anidl a greater man than he
should ovccupy the position he himself filled,
the man whem CGermany, next to the great
Emperor Willlam, honoered ns the founder
of Ite uulty, For hMimself, he had only taken
i proeliminary share in the great work to
which the sacrifices of the German princes
made In the patrlotic deeclsion to Join the
empire had contributed. The national move-
ment of 1848 and 1870 had to reckon with
the locsl patriotism which had grown upon

Prince

the Individual states and which had been
strengthened by the course of history. It
was this feeling which the emperor, who

wlways upheld the rights of his federal al-
lies, had ever taken Into account. They must
always be able to count, he sald, upon har-
monioug co-operatlon of the different mem-
berg of the empire. He concluded by call-
Ing for cheers for the emperor and the
princea of the empire and for the free cities,

RENEWED ITS VOTE OF CONFIDENCE

Chumber by an Large Majority Sax-
tnins the French Ministey.

PARIS, Feb. 20.—The Chumber of Depu-
ties today by a vote of 309 to 155 affirmed the
vote of confidence whieh It pagsed in the
government on February 13. The vote on
Febroary 13 stood 326 to 43,

The moderates moved, In additlon, that the
Clhamber regretted the Interference with M.,
Ricard, the minister of justice, in the legul
procesdings  confided  to  the maglstrate
charged with investigating the Southe'n rail-
way scandals.

AMUSINGLY SILLY RATHER THAN OFFENSIVE

Catlegram=—S8pecinl Telogram.)—The eplsode
arielng out of anh address delivered in Muadrid
by Don Victor Coneas, a post captain in the
Epanish navy, appears not to be as rerious
as the press dispatches would make it. To-
plght's Madrid mall brings the text of the
addrees which ecems silly, rather than of-
fenmive,

Don Vietor went to the United Stntes as
the commander of a Columbus caravel dur-
Ing the exposition year, and delivered this
addrasa beforn  the Madrid  Geographical
society, He Is guoted In the report ns says
ing:

The Yankee's skull |2 similar to that of
the red Indian, In Americn there j2 no
tnmily; society goes on with no other ldeal
than dolars; without o thought of repre-
senting  anything In the hlstm'|y of the
worli, The  politles  and  administration
there are the most Immoral o the world—
to stuch an exteny that peopie do not care
to =it next to the politiclans at banguets,
It 8 o countey sithout rellgion, without
family, without Ideals, and will eollapse
the day  fts materinl  prosperity 1e lm-
poeriled.

There ie a good deal of vhls erude sort of
stull and some funny reminiscences of ex-
periences 1 the United States. Senor Con-
cas visited a *school of teachers, in which
some 4,000 strong, robust girle were ltarning
the carpsoter's trade and other shmilar pur-
sults, and who went through a military drill
for an hour.” On the other hand, In the
national military school at West Point, he
eaw  “‘eadets of delicate constitution locked
in coells, absorbed in =ublime mathematics,
carefully Keeping their elothes in cupboards,
and who did not venture to maveuver'” be-
fore Senor Concas and the marins cadets who
went thereg with  him,

When not ehildish, Don
leskly abusive of Amerleans, and Minister
Taylor addreseed a note to Premier Cano-
vag, pointing out the impropriety of such a
public address by a Spanish officer on the
retive st of the pnavy of his catholic ma-
festy: an ollcer who had been courtecusly
welcomed In the United States on the occa-
glon of the World's [fair. The premier's
diselahner geems to have been prompt and
courteous, and the Incldent, therefore, ap-
pears to be closed.

It iliugtrates the character of tlie misin-
formation about things American in Spaln,
and the World's Madrid correspondent thinks
that any day there may be an outburst of
national feeling against the United States,
arlglng out of the Cuban question, wh_h.-h
may lead to gerlous Internatibnel complica-
tions.

The Darlo de la Marina, the leading Ha-
vana newspaper and the organ of the reform
party, attacks the United States today edi-
tarinlly, It declares: It i time we should
exert all our encrgies to oppose the bhound-
less arrogance dsplayed by Yankeo officluls
whenever Spain or a Spanish subject is
concerned, and should teach those inflated
representatives of the neighboring republic
that they must keep their arrogance at
home; that they must restrict thelr actions
to their own countrymen—many of them
holding officlal positlons—who, In the senate
and house, In mass meetings and in Lhe
public streets in North American citles ln-
sult our flag and conspire against our na-
tlon, and in open violation of international
laws," ROEDER.

INSURGENTS ATTACK A CITY,

Insurgents attacked Jaruco Tuesday night,
Iiberated twenty-four priscners and set flre
to the jall, completely destroyving it,

Jarueo Is one of the most lmportant towns
on  the rallrond between Havana and
Matanzas, It {s about twenty-five mlles east
of here and has about 25,000 inhabltants,

Tho Insurgents entered the town at 9 p,
m., aceording to the cffelal dispatches, and
first attacked the small garrison stationed
there. After belng repulsed several times by
the garrigon, the Insurgents gave up irying
to take the fort and turned thele attention
to the prison. The five guards statloned there
promptly surrendered, and the rebels opened
the doors to the prisonere. Several houses
on the oulskirts of the town were also fired,

The rebele, supposed to belong to the com-
bined forces of Gomez and Maceo, held the
town all night,

ARMIES MEET IN FORCE,

General Ferpandez and hig command of
Spanish infantry, which had been ordered
north from Calalhua, reéached Jarruco at day-
break. Fernandez had been pursulng 1,000
mounted rebels who were on the way from
Moline to Guines. He attacked the Insur-
gents at Jarruco and they retreated, leaving
twelve dead.

General  Aldecca’s  column
Gomez Tuesday forenoon ot
Bugar plantation, near Guines, Some time
afterwards Genernl  Lipore's coluomn et
Gomez at Galves. There news was received
that General Aldevon bad previously engaged
Gomez, The Spaunlards pursued the Cubans
closely and the fighting became general
again when Ban Marce's stoek farm  was
reached. Then there was an encounter last-
ing two hours, In which artillery wag brought
into play, and the Bpanigh cavalry dle
mounted and fought on foot. The loss was
not heavy on elther side according to the
ofMcial bulletine,

There s o rumor that Gomez was wounded
In one ol these engagements, but It Is not
cradited in official  cirelée  Lere.  General
Pando has gone Lo the field. General Lugue
has beon assigned to the first dlvision of
the second army corps.  Generpl Canellas,
who detinguished himself In engagements
In eastern Quba in the early part of the cam-
paign and later in Pioar del Rio provinee,
has been preseuted with a tortolee-ghell cane
by his countrymen—Aurtriang residing In
Huvana., He salled lor Spaln today, as did
also Geperal Gareln Navarro and Jose Mocan,
The latter was promoted yesterday.

A Spanish soldler, supposed to be ipsane,

VERY FEW VICTINS WERE WHITE PEOPLE

Elght Carlonds of the Demdly Coms
pound Acceldentally Disehnrged
Reduce nn Entire Suburb
1o Chaotle Rulns,

JOHANNESBURG, South Afrlcan Repiblig,
Feb, 20,—Detalls ave reaching this city today
of what is probably the most disastrous
dynamite explogion on record in any part
of the world, Thousands of people have
been rendered homeless by the terrible ca-
lamity, about 100 persons are helleved Lo
have been Killed, some two or three hundred
men, womon gnd children have been severely
wounded, and many others have been more
or less InjJured.

Viedendorp, the scene of the calamity, Is
a suburb of Johannesburg, In It are huddied
members of the poorer classes of whites of
the Rand—Malays, Kafrs and Chinamen—
who subsist for the most part by do'ng odd
Jobe about the ploce, which g a rallway
transfer stutlon for the mining districts of
the sectlon,

Among the frelght cars standing on the
shunt lines at Viedendorp yesterdiy were
elght trucks loaded with dynnmite, The
deadly stuff wag hidden under canvas envep-
ings to protect it from the rain and sun,

As evening was approaching there was
an explosion near the treight depot, so awiul
in the fntensity of fte force that the ground
for mlles around was convulsed as if by an
earthquake. Houses roclied and fell, masses
of fron, stone, earth, wood and human ruins
wore hurled shywards, the windows of al-
mozt  every house In Johannesbirg were
broken, and people were blown through the
alr ke straws before o gust of wind,

The explosion lhad torn a hole 200 feet
long and elghty feet wilde over the spot
where the eight trucks of dynamite stood

but a few minutes before. The whole of that
quarter of Johannesburg wes {terally blown
to pleces. The effects of the explosion eould
be seen over a radius of more than a mile
and almost everything within a half-mile of
where thie trucks had been shuuted for the
night was razed to the ground and crushed
by the dynamite bevond redemption,  Iron
work was twigted and torn, stone destroyed
and brick work pumverized,
FEW VICTIME WERE WHITE.

On the grownd were blackened shapes of
human  remalng,  Hmbs,  heads,  tronks,
seerched and torn. The victims were mogtly
Malays, Koffirg and Chinamen, the whites
being In a mindrity ot Viedendorp, but in
spite of this, guite a number of white people,
including s=ix girls, are nmeng the many
victims of this tervible calamity.

In fifteen minutes after the explosion oc-
curred the bodies of forty dead persons, all
horritly mutllated, were pleked up and car-
rled away from the vcene, while the search-
ing of the ruins continued without fntermis-
sfon.  Over 200 of the most severely injured
peraons were also carrled away, and hun-
droeds of other wounded were taken to places
where they might be cared for, In addition
to the wounded, thousands of people were
rendered homeless by the explosion and are
belpg car=d for by the charitable, and will
recolve asslstance until they can_ begin 1ife
anew, "

In the
gally decorated club rosm are horrible lines
of memberiess, blackened trunks of bhuman
bodler, rowsa of charred arms and legs
erinched gnd burded heads hands, feet, pleces
of Hesh, ete., tied up In bage, the whole pre-
senting a ='ght a= blood-curdling as wis ever
witneesnd,  Around the club and scene of the
explosion the most sickening scenes are wit-
nesssd by fathera looking for thelr children,
wives staring blankly at what seemed to ba
the remalne of husbands, the Hving, many of
them  badly  hurt themselves, hunting for
traces of their dead.

Probably the heat fdea of the foree of the
explosion can be gathered from the fact that
the Iron axles of the tricks upon which the
dynamite waa londed were driven twenty feet
into the hard ground,

CAUSE 158 UNKNOWN,

How the explosicn occorred 1s not known,
but a belief prevails that a thieving Kaflir
feund his way to the shuntod trucks and that
In trying to bréak cpen one of the cas2g of
the explosive, belng In lgnorance of what it
obtained, he brought aboutl the disaster which
has caused so great a logs of life and which
has rendered 8o many people homeless and
pennlless,

The exact extent of the disasier will never
be Koown, According to the cstimoates, how-
ever, about 100 parsons have been killed and
about 200 wounded severely. In addition it
Is estimated that about 100 more have been
less sevarely injured. Several of the wounded
have since died of their Injuries,

All the hospitals are filled with sufferers
from the explosion and many private houees

hive been  turned Into refuges for the
wounded and homeless,
Most of the houses In Viedendorp were

bullt of eorrugated iron, as is u=ual in South
African saburbs, and of this material, any-
where near the spot where the explosion took
plinee, hardly a vestige remalins.

A popular subserigtion his heen opened
for the rellef of he wounded and homelegs.
Already over $300,000 has been ralsed and
this amount will reach 600000 before night,

In addition, #taps have already boen taken
to elear awny thie debris ftom the ground, a
portion of the money subscribhed. will be in-
vested In bullding materlals and the work
of reconstruoting Viedendorp will he com-
meneed as goon as the remalns of the dead
are nterred, which will probiably be tamorrow
and the aecaslon will be marked by a turp
out of almost the whole population of Ju-
hanneshurg.

The Boers and the Ultlanders are working
harmoniously In the suceoring of the wounded
and homeless. The disaster secms Lo have
dong a great deal toward healing the gore-
ness which remained from the Jameson rald
u:n! may do Il‘ﬁll'h 1o tement A new l.lll-l
belter feeling between the forelgn population
and the Boer rulers,

Presldent Kruger has  telegraphed  hils
gympathy with the people of Johanpesburg

in this emergency and he has been kepl
pested on all  the details of the great
ealamily.

The amount of dypamite which caused the
terrific disaster, the detalls of which have
already been sent, s ascertplned to have
been twenty tons,  This had been stunding on
the rallway switeh for a perlod of three
days exposed to the =un and alr, and this I
gupposed to have put it lnto the conditlon In
which Its chemleal composition wag very un-
gtible, 80 It was reéady to be set off from
the slightest disturbance,

It i now definitely Jearned that the num-
ber of deaths resulting from the d sster s
over 100, besides the  large oumber of
malmed and Injured.  The dislress which
has resulted from the aceldent is both keen
and widespread and a large puwmber of firms
both here and In London ere subscribing
liberally to afford relief.
