He gazed upon
his fallen foe for about three scconds and
then walked over to his corner and sat down,
Jullan, McCoy and Everhart erowded around
urging him to get up and fAght.

“Stand up, for heaven's sake,"

Get away from me,
I tell you,” snarled Witz. *It's all over, ha's
out,” and by the time ho had finished apeak-
ing Maher's champlonship was a thing of the

SHOOK MAHER'S HAND.

“There, didn't 1 tell you he was out?"* re-
marked Fltzelmmons, in a peevish tone, as
he turned to pull his bath robe up around
him to keep out of the enld, drizzling rain
that was fxlling. He sat for a few minutes
In his corner, looking across at Maher, and
then jumping briskly to his feet, he walked
rapidly acrom the riog and offered hia
gloved hand to Maher. Peter reached for
it, but Fitzsimmons drew it back with a
Inugh, and getting Jullan to untie the string
at the wrist, he walkeld back to Maher and
offered his bare hand, with the remark,
“Well, Peter,”

Maher reached for the extended hand and
shoolk (L heartily without rising from his
seat or ralsing his head to look at his con-
queror. Julian then calied to Filzsimmons
and the victor walked over ta the side of
the ring nearest the gate, where Julian
stood. The crowd was already beg.nning to
stream out, but loud calls of “Centlemen,
gentiemen' from Jullan, supplemented by a
few whacks on the gong, stopped them,
"Gentlemen," yelled the short and fat Mr,
Julinn, bulging himself out in a frantic man-
ner to make hils volee reach all within a
mile or two of the ring, *“Mr. Fitzsimmons
has now worked hig way up to the tcp and
Is now the champion of the world. He I=
now ready at any time and place to defend
hin title nzninst any man ip the world.*

The declaration was greeted with loud
yellw of approval from the crowd and Fitg-
simmons bowed and grinned his usual aus-
pleious grin, and then hurried away to dress
himeall.

Maher was unconsclous fifteen seconds and
it was fully a minute after he had been car-
ried to Lis corner before he fully regained
consclouknoss, He was not disposed to talk
much., He I8 no tnlker at nny time and
wonld have had little to eay if he had won.

WHAT THE FIGHTERS SAY.

“He got me good and hard and that was
all there wans to it," he sald. *'I heard the
referee counting and heard the me=n in my
coroper calling me to rise, but 1T could not
riza. When [ knew anything at all, T was
in my corner and they were rubbing my
face with water.'

Fitzgimmons was very modest, considering
the brilliant victory he had won. *1 could
have put him out the first punch,' he said,
“but didn't reach him hard enough. There
never was a minute since the match wus
made that I have anticlpated any other re-
sult than this. I was sure of him at all
stages of the game. He was afrald the min-
ute he put up his hands, and I knew it. It
wns just like the first fight T had with him
in New Orleans, 1 could have licked him
long before had I tried, and yet people are
paylng to this day that he had me nearly
out. I just got in on him with my right
and caught him squarely on the slde of the
jaw. 1 knew It was all over when 1 landed
on him. It was dead eany from the start."

After Fitzsimmons and his party had come
up to the railway station, Ernest Rector, the
kinetescope man, came to him with a proposl-
ton to fight Maher six rounds in front of his
machine, which would not work today, be-
caune of the dark weather. Fltzsimmonse
readily accepted the chance, but sald that he
must have $5000 cash in advance and 6O
per cent of the net receipts from the exhibi-
tlon of the plctures, This was carried to
the Maher party and in the carrying of It
was distorted so that Pltesimmons was made
to say that he would bet $5,000 that he would
stop Maher at any time within six rounds.
Quinn, the backer of Maher, came rushing
back to see Mtzslmmons about the proposition.
The new champlon dizclaimed having sald
anything of the sort and a war of words
remulted.  Challenges for all sorts of sums
were hurled back and forth, but by the time
the train had pulled out of Langtry for Bl
Pasy nothing had been done.

“I don't care about fAghting before the
kinetoscope,” sald Fitzsimmons. “"Every
time they want me to do it, they want to
give the other fellow all the money, and 1
want gome of it myself. T will fight Maher
again, of courss, If the money ts put up, but
I don't fight before thnt machine unloes 1
gel $5,000 cash and 50 per cent of the re-

ocipte.’”
B CROWD WAS SLIM,

The special cars awaiting to take the fight
apectetors at 181 Paso depot were attachad
to the regnlar traln on the Southern Paclfic,
which was forty-five minutes late coming latn
El Tasn.

Tha vilage of Langiry has one saloon—
the Jersey Lilly—and about fAfty  resldents.
It In 889 miles from Bl Paso and 23 from
San Antonlo, Del Rio s sixty-four mlles
Away. A wspecial train from Del Ris» and
Bagle Pars brought 175, whioh, with those
from K1 Paso, were all thers about tho
No more perfeot place for a fight
withomt Interferance could be devised. 11 s
Inaccessible, and from the Mexioan
tlde cannot be reached except by coming up
or down the stream for a long distance
Ones the banks weres roached the troaps
e uld fire from the clffs dpon those who
might be beneath, Two bundred Mexican
troops wers at Kagle Pass ready to move
upon adviee of the governor of Coahullia, In
which state the fight took placs, but it wonld
hnve taken them two days’ forc:d marching
to reach the spot of the fight. The weather
was threatening, and Just as the train pulled
Into Langtry the dr.ps began to fall,  Light
riln fell untll Just before the men entersd
the ring, when In practically ceased, but
came again In occaslonal spurts,

The general opinlon among the sporting
men who witnessed the fight was that It wos
a most brilliant and anqualified victory for
Fitesimmons. Maher may not have been
In as good condition as the Australian, but

no matter what his condition had be'n had
ha not been badly outclassed in point of
#ki. The general feeling wag that Fitz-
gimmons 18 tully capable of giving Corbett or
any other man on earth a desperately hard
fight at any thme, No welghts were an-
nounced at the ring side, but Fltesimmons
welghed 1656 and Maher about 180. The
orowid disappeared from Langtry almost as
quickly as it had come and it was not in
the neighborhood over two and one-hall
hours all told. Thes westbound regular train
for Bl Paso was held until 6 o'clock, and
when it left carried with it the pugilists and
nearly every person who had come down
to #ee the fight. The one special traln from
Hagle Pasn started on its homeward way at
the same time and the great fight was over
and done.

HISTORY OF THE MATCH.

NEW YORK, Feh, 21.—Fitzsimmons and
Maher were matched in this city December
b, 1896, After the Hot SBprings fAasco Dan
Btuart went back to Dallas and thought the
matter all over. He had not glven up the
idea of bringing the men together. He looked
for another place where a battle might be
brought off and found i near Bl Pasc, Tex.
He secured Fitgs!mmons' agreement to a
Oght for a big purse and then came north
to look up Corbett. Op arciving in this
city he learned of Mnher's victory over
0'Donnell and of Corbett's transfer of the
champlonship, Maher was then substituted
with Fitgsimmons' consent. Stuart then ar-
ranged for other battles, lutending to have
a fistle carnlva! on a large scale, In all,
six battles were to have been fought,

Maher went to Las Cruces, a Mexican town
about ffty miles from El Paso, and PFlta-
simmons located in Juarez, right across the
Rio Grande from El PPasc. Both went into
active training. In time the other pugllists
arrived and matters looked rosy for the suc-
cess of Stuart’s plans. Stuart had not di.
vulged the place where the filghts were to
take place, however, but Insisted that they
should be held withont Interference and
without braking any laws. In Washington
a few days ago a b'll was passed prohibiting
prize fighting in any of the territories of
the United States. This barred Stuart from
Now Mexico and was the first of his troubles,
Then Mexico declared against the Aghts and
troops were called out to enforce the Iaw,
Texas rangers were on hand to see that the
fighte did not take place In their s'ate,

Through It all Stuart steadlly maintained
that the fights would take place. Finally
Mahor's eyes became swollen and Inflamed
from dust which had fallen into them from
the celling of his tralning quarters after
dislodgement by a foot ball. He could not
fight February 14, according to articles of
agreement, and a postponeinent was made
unt!] last Mondany, and on that day a further
postponement until today was arranged.
Stuart then dsclared all the other battles
off and devoted his entire time and attention
to the big fight.

RECORD OF THE MEN.

CHICAGO, Feb. 21.—Peter Maher was born
In Galway, Ireland, March 16, 1860, and ‘s
b feet 118 inches tall. His first public en-
counter was with Martin O'Hara, whom he
defeated in two rounds in 1886, He beat
Tim O'Dougherty In three rounds and boxed
a four-round draw with Robert Har, an ama-
teur champlon of England, and knocked out
John Beean In five rounds. He won John
L. Sulllvan's competition In Dublin, de-
feating Jack Wallis, Tom Walters and Lary
Drew In three round bouts. He met Peter
Jackson in Dubl!n in 188%. They were to have
boxed four rounds, but Maher only boxed
two. He knccked out Alf Bowman in six
rounds and Gus Lambert In one round. He
arrived In New York October 7, 1861, and
defeated Davis In four rounds, Tim Daly
in one, Jack Fallon In two and Jack Bmith
and ESullor Brown in one round each on the
same evening. Beat Joe Godlrey In one
round In 1892 and scored a victory over
Val Flood. Maher wns beaien by Filizsim-
mons at New Orleans, but s!nee then has
knocked out “Coffee Cooler” Cralg and Steve
O'Donnell. He has never whipped a really
frst clags man. One of hils worst exhibi-
tions wias with Joe Goddard before the Coney
Island Athletle elub, December 8, 1802, Joe
knocking him out In three rounds.

Rebert Fitzsimmans was born In Cornwall,
England, June 4, 1862, His height Is 6§ fest
11% inches, His fArst Aghting was done in
New Zealand in 1880, when he won the ama-
teur championship by defeating five men in
a tournament managed by Jem Mace; one
of h's opponents on this occason was Herbort
Slade. His more noted fights were as fol-
lows: With Jin Hall, at Sydvey, February
2, 1890, four rounds, lost; with Jack Dempaey,
at New Orleans, January 14, 1581, thirteen
rounds, won; with Peter Maher, at New Or-
leans, March 2, 1862, twelve rounds, won;
with Joe Godfrey, Philadelphin, May 7, 1802,
one round, won; with Jim Hall, at New Or-
leans, March 8§, 1883, four rounds. wou; w.th
Joe Choynskl at Boston, June 17, 1894, five
rounds, draw; with Dan Creedon, st New
Orleans, September 26, 1804, won,

CORBETT CHALLENGES THE WINNER.

CHICAGO, Feb. 21.—Jumes J. Corbett was
out riding when the news of Maher's defeat
was recelved In Chicago, but an Assocated
presy man meol him immediately on his re-
turn and notified him of the event.

“Dao you challenge the winner?"

1 do,'” sald Mr. Corbett, “for $10,000 or
any sum he may name, but there must be
no long winded talk about It He must
come and make his mateh here in Chicago
in business fashion and it must be done at
once. This means business. 1 am right here
and Mr. Fitgsimmons can reach me any
mloute he wants to, 1 mean business. 1 will
g0 on the stage tonight and challenge him
In the presence of my audience. I will fight
the winner anywhers on earth, 1 will fight
him in Australla, his own country, If he
wanlg me to, It |ls mopey thut talks, Fitz-
almmony has money now; lel me see the
color of kis dust and 1 am ready. If be
wants the champlenship, let bim jump on
& train apd come to Chlcago and we will
fix up a fight in two minutes. 1 go away Lo-
morrow night, but will be back week after
next, I sent him word last night asking him
to meet me heré betwesen March 1 and 6.
He ean meet me here; then we can make a
mateh for sny plece, for any amount; but
It must be dooe promptly and by him in
aerson.”

Corbett had a big house at the Haymar-
ket tonlght, and le was wildly cheered when
he read the following telegram: “To H. L.
Roech, Awssociated Press Correspondont,
Laigtry, Tex.: 1 am in the ufice of the
Associated press—tell Fitzsimmons to come
to Chilcago a8 seon as he possibly can, and
I will make a mateh with blm for any
amount, to fight hm in eny place ou earih.
Arrangements can be made In the Asso-
clated préss oMee, Western Unipn bullding.
I leave here tomorrow nlght aod roturn
the l1st of March. Tell Fitzssimmons fto
name the day bhe will be here, belwesn
March 1 aud 6, and we will have no trouble
agreeing upon terma,

1t was a matter of temperament, the
Imitations of which no art, however perfect,
could overcome. It seems probable that simi-
| lar conslderations will place the Hamlet of
his gifted son, admirable in many ways as
the elaracterizat on s, upon a lower plane
of artistlc perfectlion than other parts In
which thig young actor will yet win renown.
It has been sa!d that no player of average
abllity can do Hamlet badly. Far from deing
it badiy, Alexander Salvini does it for the
most part exceedingly well. There are many
reminders in [t of the Hamlet of his great
father. and like that notable performance
It will fail of general aceeptation. That, too,
was a fler’h and blood Hamlet, n stalwart
prinee, whose gasp'ngs and whimperings sat
strangely upon his massive shoulders. The
father was handicapped In this part more
than In others by the necessity of convey-
ing the subtisties of thought, the beautiful
refinomenta of expression in which the play
abounds, by means of a foreign longue, un-
intelligible to most of his auditors. The
son has no such drawbac®, having mastered
the unruly English speech to an extent truly
marvelous, and only becoming incoherent in
the more strenuous passages, where, after
the sudden and quick southern habit, the
words seem to tumble over each other in
thelr haste. In the graver Hnes, however, his
enunciation (s admirably distinet, and his
reading throughout is studious and well-con-
sidered.  One does not remember to have
heard the sclllogny dellvered with finer ap-
preciation or greater depth of feeling. The
standing of the speaker before the drawn
and mysterious draperies at the back Ia
especially fore ble, and baautifully suggestive.

There are many Innovations in this Ham-
let and soma features which seem new but
are ouly revivals, For instance, the en-
trance of the king and Polonivs during the
“nunnery'" dinlogue and the discovery of
them by Hamlet {s a bit of business which
was alway: cmploved with fine effect by
Edwin Booth. It is In strongly emot.onal
scener like this that Alexauder Salvinl's
Hamict Inys himsell open to the charge of
boisterousness and of forgetting certain por-
tions of his own advice to the players. In
that wonderfully comprehensive code of in-
structions, which applies as closzly today as
it did in Shakespeare's time, there Is wo
rule regulating the recponse to encores; but
one marvels that so fine an artist as Alex-
ander Salvini should dllow applavse, however
loud, to tempt him to the Indiscretlon of re-
turning to the stage and Interrupting the
nction to bow his acknowledgements, nfler
his inflammatory parting with Opbella. If
audiences wlill eall for such unseemly dis-
plays they should be taught good manners
and sound art by those who by every right
of birth and training are fitted to lmpart In-
strietion,

Mr. Salvinl's supporting company, judged
by the arduous requirements of Shakespear-
ian tragedy, ls not consplcuously etrong.
Asglde [rom Mliss Fitz Allen, whose Ophelin
wns generally acoeptahle, the members did
not rise above mediocrity.
