National bank—Insurance rates are entirely
oo high., Seven or elght years ago wo paid
A rate of 60 conts on our bank bullding, but
when the riete wos rajsed, the agents wanted
to put (n an 80 per ceot clause, to which 1
objected, and in order to get fusurance with
thut clanse cmitted they made the rate 85
cents. The rates ought to be reduced, but
I don't sce juet how that Is to be ape-
complished, There might be a concerted
move to place Insurance with companieg out-
side the pool, but whether the businese men
of Omaha would stand together on that or
any other proposition s a question. It
wonld be an easy matter to foree a reduc-
tlon If buelness men would stand together,
but my experience with them has been that
they won't stand together on anything.

RESCUE WORK 1IN LONDON

Mrs, Chant Tells of What Has Been |
Accomplished,

CHURCH OF TODAY NEEDS ACTIVE WORKERS

Lnbors Shonld He Devoted to Fashe
fonnble Guorters, nx Well ns
to the Stums of Grent

Mre. Ormiston Chant, the English re-
former, whose wotrk has dttracted no little
attention In thls country, spoke hefore a
geod-sized audience laxt evening at Unity
church on “‘Itesore Work in London.'” Be-
fore the lecture Mrx. B, H. Whitney s=ang
a beautiful solo, “Emmanuel,’ In an mont

pleasing manner,

In her introductory remarks, Mrs. Chant
sald that 1t might be asked what relation
there could possibly be between resciues work i
In London and affaire in Omahn, In answer, |
the lecturer sald that she had observed a
nost eordinl Interest throughout this country,
no less In Omaha than clsewhere, in the
work of England, and especlally in what-
over concerned truth and rightsousness, 1
believe there is more Iiterest taken in the
work among the «lums in Londen In this
country than there s In many paris of Eng-
land itself,” added the speaker,

Mrs, Chant declared that as prevention was
better than cure, so the responsibility of
Christian  people became grenter. She as-
sertod that vice was by no menns confined
to the slums, and that there was dire need
of rescue work In the more fashionable guar-
ters of London, She thought that too many
churches were sleeping along the road to
heaven, while the worshippers slept In com-
fortible pews, The church of today, s=he
urged, needed to take a more active work in
regcue of the fallen, The church stood for
refuge for all men and women, a® o protest
against viee, and as a turnlong point in the
lives of men and women away from the dark
shadows of their own lives to the truer and
nobler lite, as found in the txample of
Christ,

A SOCIETY OF ONE MEMBER.

Mrs, Chant s=ald she represented a soclioty
which had for twenity-soven years consisted
of one member. That ane member bhad been
president, secretary, treasurer and  com
mittee and genera]l membership, She lind
never had auy experience in rescue work
never rend a book or heard a sermon on the
subject, But one night she wap golng home,
in London, when she saw a polloaman shak-
ing a girl roughly. She had bheen president
of the Londen Peace soclety, but her peace
hind always been of a vety aggressive kind,
When she saw any one oppressed her peace
wia apt to rise In arms. She and the police-
man had a =#cuffle, and In the end she had
the girl and the pollceman was gone, 8he
had the girl, but she didn't know what to do
with her, for she hereelfl was in lodgings,
not in her own home, Together they
wialked down the street, searching for
lodging for the night; and the only one they
could find to take the girl in was a blind
woman,

Soeiety had used more common sense to-

ward the man sinner than the woman,
Sveiety had glven him a chance to right
himeelf. That was the best way to help

redecm any pergon.  DBut eselety had always
banded itoelf to keep down the woman who
had once fallen down. She felt Hke a
hypocrite to make such an address, because
sha #tood lLefore the audience as If the only
sinners were among women. Sometime when
soclety came to a reallzing eense that sin
on the ode of fex wag just as debazing and
degrading to menl as to women; just as
lowering to the character, Just as great a
drag on growth and progrees, then mociety
would ceanes to be obliged to Aght the terrible
dunl standard of mornls, But for nineteen
years, s#'nee her marr.ed life, her door had
always stood open for the cuteagt. There was
a “prophet’s chamber” In that honsa which
waa seldom without Its occupant,

“T ofter wonder why men do not sce”
wld she, * what they can do for their wives,
They can make them =0 noble, or they can
Keep them in sueh a Hitle, narrow rut. 'm
not much in fayor of men =etting out to da
resaue work among women, They hal bet-
ter address themselve= Lo the rescue of their
own sopx, who, In truth, heed It greatly.”

Mrs. Chant then pave a descript'on of the
London slums. “Remember,”’ eald she, "“that
the people who go there to live don't muake
the slums, The people who own them end
who takz the rents for them are the peopl:
who make the slums. If yvou want to keep
Omaha free from sloms, you. wust Kecn ont
the peonle who make them: apd they nrs
the people who ecare for nothing but money,
ne matter wher® it comes from."

Mry, Chant then told of the long Ngh!
over the raising of ihe age of cons:nt,

“It has bean the deepest disgroce to Eng
land that, until 1872, the age of congent was
no h'zher than 13. If Stead did nothing
elue, he roused the whole of England with
his passionnte pen, £o0 that the criminal law
amendment wis passed,

WORK OF PREVENTION..

It !¢ net rescue work that counts; It s
preventicn work, And whlle T am dolng res-
cue work, and the women of Omaha are do-
Ing thelr work we have a right to demand
that the law : shall not be manufacturing
fresh victima for our efforts. Shame on the
one who eays that women who are dolng
rescue work have nothing to do with pell-
ties. When I am engaged In such werk Is
the thme when 1 should be In the closcst and
most Intimate connectlon with the political
life of my country.'

After the passage of the new law In regard
to the age of consent England formed a na-
tional vigllance committee to see that the
law was executed, The firet case, Mrs, Chant
took In charge, and golng to one of the gllded
and high-toned dens of vice of London, with
the copy of the new law in her hand, ghe
rescuad a child of 15, who had been Invelgled
fnto the place, The law made retention éjl
such a house a crime punlshable with Lwo
years at hard Iaber.

“London !s much Improved,” sald Mrs,
Chant. "It |s bad enough, but there hns
been an honest, ecagrpest effort to minim-

lze the temptationg which draw the girls
to the strecia’’

She spoke of the sweat shops, where glirls
work from 8 Ip the morning till 8 at night,
withcut fire in winter, for $2.26 a week. The
girls bad walked m!les, perhaps, to renoh
the place of work, probably In pouring rain
and snow, and then bad to st all day In
the cold. These poor girls sewed all day,
and they look=d at the other giris eich mak-
ing perhaps (9 & week In that other 1ife. Was
there any wonder that their strength talled?

o1 will not sny that girls are driven to sin
by low wages,'' suld the speaker, “‘because
it would be a libel and an Insult to the
thopsands of girla who meet their poverty
like heronies—the mute, suffering martyrs
of civillzation. But if a glrl has any weak-
ness in her nature, God must be pltiful in-
deoed to keep her from falling, Somethmes
they slip because of the temptations met in
their places of amusement, And It s
most abominable shame that young men an
women must be dragged to their death at
the places where they go to seek amusement,
For amusement Is such & necessity to the
young. They must have it, and they will

el SINS OF THE FLESH.

“Thig sln is no worse than any other,'” the
speaker continued, *‘It is no more sinful to sin
in the flesh than to sin in the intellect, and be
mean end dighonest, and cheat and rob, and
injure your fellow men, your community and
your country, This sin Is no worse In the
fndividual, but It Is worse in I8 effects on
the race, for It polscns the very font of life
ieelf, and harms generations living and to
come. The individual is po more sinful, but
the danger of sociely Is greater, and soclety
must in self-preservition combat this evil
You have here a larger, freer, purer social
atmosphere than we have In- London,
krow it, 1 pcknowledge it. Do not, for
heaven's sake, allow the conditions to ‘arise
which will moke such things possible as 1
