Thoe Cuban resolution of the United States
sgemate has had a mixed reception, There
has been considerable feeling In favor of
Cuban home rule, although many distin-
gulshed personages and Influential organs
are afrald to advoeate it for Tear of reawak-
ening the apparently slumbering agitation of
Ireland. The Echo, however, comes out flat-
footed on the subject and says: ““The reso-
Jutlon will be warmly approved by civilized
mankind. There is not a shadow of doubt
that President Cleveland will promptly act
in accordance, For more than & year Cuba
has boen a hell en earth, and the Spaniarde
and Turks are on a par so far as atroclties
are concerned.’” %

MUBT HAVE MORE SHIPS.

The forthcoming proposals of the govern-
ment for strengthening the novy cause the
greatest intercst on all sldes, Mr, Gosclen
will present the pavy statement on Monday
and the debate on it will take p'ag: on Thurs-
dny. The consensus of opinion on the sub-
ject s that there is an universal determinm-
tion to meol the necessary expenditure of
the moment and protect the country from
the perila of any possible comhination of
pu;‘he:s. new commander-in-chief, General
Wolsley, In the address wihieh he made on
Thursday In this city advoeating increasing
the navy as Great Britain's first line of de-
fense, oxpressed the opinlon  that in the
event of war it would be impossible to sever
the food supply of Great Britain, His chief
argument was that all the fleets in the world
would not prevent our American pousins, who
are always looking cut for money and who
have an eye to the main chance, ffom run-
ning into our harbors with cargoes of wheat
and flour.

The Britlsh and French negotintions at
Paris on the Niger guestion have been tem-
porarily suspanded. The French representa-
tives ncouse the British of trying to ac-
quire eontrol of territory within the French
sphere, and there the matter ends for the
prosent,

The newspapers of Madrld are getting very
wrathy at the action of the United States
sennte and the evenlng newspapers of that
city express themsclves In even more ¥io-
fent \npguage than their mocning contempo-
raries. . They say that, apart from the reas-
lution, the lingusge usged during the debate
in the senate has made a painful impres-
slon. Ii s averred ‘that the aHegations of

! the senators are wholly false and that the

fnsurgents have no organization, are not masg-
ters of a single town and as for their con-
duct, it is asserted that they liave massa-
cred the helpless and burned, destroyed and
plllaged plantations and railways. On the
other hand, it is maintained that the Span-
fards have respected all prisonera and to
call them barbarians {8 regarded as an un-
provoked and unjustifinble Insult.

There hns been a good deal of notice at-
tracted to the remarkably well directed man-
ner In which the Ashantes expedition was
organlzed and carried out. IProm the first
there was not the slightest hiteh of any de-
geription, even in the commissariat.

He welcomes the statement that the whole
expedition only cost £120,000 ($600.000), It
will, therefore, be geen that the Britlsh have
madea a pretty good bargain in Ashantee. They
have not only acquired a “protectornts’ over
Ashaqter, which meons practea’iy the anneya.
tion of that territory, but the unfortunute
king, Prempeh, has been fined 50,000 ounces
of gold In addition, so that the little Ashantee
“plenle’” may be looked upon as being quite
a sucpessful affair, and particularly when its
small cost 18 considered.

It is probable that today's debates in the
House of Commons were among the quletest
on  record, averybody felt sleepy, looked
sleepy and actad In a sleepy manner. As the
slow discussion of the new procedure rules
proceeded the house gradually thinned out
untd it presonted quite a forlorn appearance,
and everybody was glad when the dreary
sltting was over,

Politics during the week bave heen very
quiet, and there has been more attentlon di-
rocted townrd Washington than toward any
other capital, unless 1t {s Constantinople to-
day, where a fresh and apparently very dan-
gerous siatn of affairs suddenly blosgomed
out. Thus, strange to say, the poasibility of
fresh complieations at Constantinople ecomes
as a rellef to the greatly strained minds of
the political leaders here, for it distracts at-
tentlon In a certuin degree from the clpuds
hovering over the British empire,

NEW COMBINATION AGAINBT ENGLAND

It reporis from Berlin are to be believed,
Emperor Willlam of Germany s actively
engaged in trying to form a new Dralbund,
conflating of Ruesla, Prance and Germany,
and It Is intimated that he would not be
opposed to a proposition to unite the fleets
of the three ecountries Iin an attack upon
Great Britaln, which, If succe=sful, bher ene-
mies hope, should lend to the dig-
memberment of the empire. Of course the
plan is by no means a new one and has
frequently boen  previously considered by
much more experlenced men than the Ger-
man emperor. The fact remaics, however,
that the recent warllke utterances agalnnt
Great Britaln have had a healthy effect upon
her statesmen nand others, for they have
opened thelr eyes to the fact that the Hrit-
ish fleet, powerful as It s, 18 not as power-
ful as it ahould de in order to meet such a
combination as the one Emperor Willlam
Is credited with trylng to engineer, and
there I8 no doubt that considerable strength-
ening of the feet and rveorganizing of the
army will be carried out here.ln the prompt-
est and most effective manoner poassible. The
country unow sees clearly that there Is a
possibility that, some day or other, there
may be an all-powerful comblnation against
Great Rritaln, which may necesdtate the
gromtest struggle o the history of those
tolnnds: and the people, 1L secins, are ready
o ge down Into thelr pockets in order to
provide funds necessary Lo arm the nation
tn meet such an smergency.

The Sportsman's club's efforts to induce
the Loodon Athletie elub to reconsider its
determination not to ongage in international
aports for the present are not meeting with
much success.

1Big Liner New York Fast Agrounnd Near

Fort Hamilton.

George W, Clyde Beneheld to Prevent
Founderlng—=No Pascengers Lost

NEW YORK, Feb. 20.—This has Dbeen a
a day of dizastérs about New York harbor
Far nearly [orey-elght hours a denise  fog
has hung over the Greater New York district
Four
steamships, It Is reported, have come to
grief, owing to the mists that have spread
over the waters hereabouts, but fortunately
none of the socldents bave besn attended by
loss of lifa, The steamship Atlsa, bound
£r the West Indiea, was sunk in a colllsion
in thea Narrows this afterncon. A few min-
wtea aflter baing struck, It went Lo the bot-
tomn  and the passengers had an almost
mirncnlous  escape. The American line
astepmship New York is aground In the lower
bay, and though Its passengera werk landed
fonight, the vessel may remain on the shoal
where It now is Imprisoned for several days,
At duek tonight the OId Dominlon Hne steam-
ship Guyandotte, while passing In through
the Narrows, struck the steamship George W.
Clyde. The collision tore a hole of such
dimens'ons in the Clyde that It had to bhe
beached to prevent sinking, The Iatest report
from the fleel that ls groping about in the
bay l& that the steamsahip Advance |s aground
In the upper bay.
NEW YORK GOES AGROUNID,

Barly this morning, during a thick fog, the
fast ocean racer, New York, ran aground
on the tall of the west bank, a mile to the
south of Swinburne lsland, about a thousand
yvards wost of the  ship  channael
The Associated press sent a representative
on a speclal tug, with Inhstructions to locate
the New York, a tusk which wis no eisy one,
considering Mat one etuld searcely =ee two
hoat lengthe ahead through the rain and thick
fog, Shortly after 11 o'clock the lines of the
blg steamer loomed up dead abead, and It
was caslly seen that the Ameriean llner was
hard and fust in the =and and mud. It Iay
perfectly helpless, headed northeast, It drew
saventeen feet aft and Afteen foet forward,
lenving a space of nearly eight feet helow
the waterline visible, One of ihe blades of
the propeller on the port side was hall ex-
pmosed abovae water, and from the draught It
would #fem that the &hip 18 Imbedded about
five fest in the muddy and sandy bank.

The quickstep bell buoy bears east northeast
of the strunded steamer, and [t |5 just pos-
slhle that the pllot may have mistaken this
Lell for the ons whidh is placed at the june-
tion of the swish and ship chann=zls.

When the tug drew up alongside the voes-
sel the passengers crowded to the rails and
said they felt no uneasiness, and that there
was no excltement on board. Nane of the
officers, nor the captain of the ship ciuld he
induced te make any statement in reference
to the nceident. The name of the pllot, who
hall charge of the vessel, when It grounded,
wag also Kept a gecret.

One of the passengers, Mr. Robert Wood-
ltouse of Grahamstown, South Africa, said
that he was on deck at 3:30 this morning
when the pllot was taken aboard. About an
hoor later the ship eame to a sudden stop,
wiile he was in his berth. When he went
on deck ngain he was Informed that §t was
agrovnd. Tt was raining heavily at the time
and the ship wus enveloped in a thick fog,
which wag %0 dense that objects on deck
could not have been sesn more than twenty
feet away.

WRECKERS GET TO WORK.

The Mercitt Wrecking company's boat,
D. 8 Arnott, was the first to ‘reach the
atoamer this forepnoon, and Captain Grant,
in c'mmand of the New York, Immediately
dispatehed one of his officera on the Arnott
to Quarantine, to make arrangements for the
transfer of the passengers and mails to this
city. A number of bonts were hurrledly dis-
patehed to the New York. The work of
tranuferring the baggage and malls: wag be-
gun at 4 o'clock by wubout sixty men, who
had hean sent d:wn from thie city by the
company. As soon as the mails and baggage
of the cabin passengers had been lowered over
the side the frst and second-class paseen-
gers were transferred to the George S. Starr.
The ma'n gangway was lowered for their
convenlence and they left the ship quietly,
without the slightest exhibitlon of haste or
anxiely, The Starr proceeded to Quaran-
tine, where Dr, Doty was in readiness, and
then came on to this city, reaching the
company's dock at T o'clock. just about
-twelve hours later than If the acledsnt -had
not oceurred. The steamer John E. Moore
arrived at the same hour with the baggage,

After the steamer had left the New York,
the wrecking company’s derrick was planced
tlongside for the purpose of lightering the
vessel and at the same time four of the
company’s tugs had lines to the New York's
larboard and atarboard bow. The wind
changed at 5:30 from =outh to northeast and
there was a heavy swell on at that time.
The wrecking tugs are all In readiness 1o
attempt to haul the steamer off at flopd tide
tonight. Captain Hank Willlams of the J. D.
Jones said this afternoon that he was doubt-
ful if the ship could be got off without hav-
Ing Its cargo removed entlrely. 1f the at-
tempt tonlght Is unsuccessful, it = under-
stood the work of lightering will be pushed
ag fast as posoible, In order to try and have
the New York off In time to sail on lis re-
turn for Southampton on the regular sailing
day, next Wednesday.

Thie is not the firat time this steamer hae
been aground in the lower bay, as It was
stuck in the mud off Romer shoals about six
veara age and remained there six davs. At
that time It was owned by the Inman line
and was kopown as the City of New York,

When darkness set In tonight the vessel
was lying on an even keel and stood per-
fectly upright, without the slightest list.

RUN DOWN BY A FRENCH LINER.

The Atlas line stesmer Allsa was run down
at 2:30 o'clock today by a Freoch lipe
steamer, supposed te be La Bourgogne,
while anchored in the channel off Fort Hamil-
ton. The steamer which struck the Ailsa
pulled away from the vessel and disappeared
In the mist. The Allsa carried a crew of
forty men and there were fourleen pas-
pengers on board, three of whom were
women, All escaped without injury, owlng
to tha prompt arrival of a large tug belong-
ing to the Merritt Wrecking company. The
Allsa left the pler In this clty at noon,
bound for Kingston, Jamalca. It was heavily
laden with freight. A dense fog prevailed in
the bay and Captain J. W, Morris, as a pre-
caution against disaster, declded to anchor
his vessel until the fog lifted. He came to
a standstill about balf a mile off the Fort
Hamlilton shore, A pilot was on board and
both the whistle and the fogboell of the ves-
sel were kept golng at short intervals as a
wariing. The passengers had just finished
thelr dinuer when the crash came. There
was absolutely uo warning. The big black
bull of the French liner suddenly loomed out
of the mist apd struck the anchored ship
.1':10“‘ forty feet from the bow on the port
slde,

The greatest confusion prevalled among
the passengers apd crew, Caplain Morris
decided he would (ry to beach his vessel,
which commenced to W rapidly. While he
was prepariog to do #o the rescuing lug came
in answer to the Allza's whistles of disiress
and took off the passengers and . orew, who
had taken refuge ln the rigging. It was at
firnt reported that ane of {Le crew had been
killed by the oollision, but this was found
to bo umtrue.

Ten minutes nfter tho last persop had left
the Injured vessel and twenty minutes after
the eoilielon the Alisa sank. Ouly hor smoke
stack und spars are now visible. Some of
the passeagers were landed at Fort Hamil-
tonn amd retarned (o0 this elly by way of
Brooklyu, while the romainder came Lo New

York on the tug and were landed at the
barge ofMee,
Captaln Morris und the officers of the

Allsa were uncommunicative when seen at
the ufice of the company. George Murray,
the steamer's cook, was the only member of
the crew who seemied able to glve a con-
nected story of the diwaster. He was on
deok when the collislon occurred. He says:

BUCHET sSHopr MEN INDIUTED.

Civie Federntion of Chicago Secures
A Great Vietory,

CHICAGO, Feb. 29,—The grand jury today
voted true bills agalnst 282 persons accused
of conducting bucket shopa In Chicago. This
prictically covers every bucket shop In the
city, forty-pine in all. The grand jury's ac-
tlon is the result of an investigation carried
on by a committee of the Board of Trade
und was made under the direction and by
the ald of the body of public-spirited citi-
zans known na the Civie federation.

The committee of the Board of Trade was
composed of John HIN, jr.,, H. H. Leech, W,
H, Chadwick, 8. H. Greeley and D, W,
Storme, It gpent three months in collecting
the evidence, Not only are the proprigtors
of the bucket shops Indicted, but the chalk-
ers, telegraph operators, bookkeepers, por-
ters, in fact every one in any way con-
nected with the bucket shops Is included in
the Indictments.

The presentation of the evidence was & sur-
prise to the grand jury and there was op-
position on the part of geveral members to
taking the matter up, State's Attornoy Kern
informed the jurors that in case they re-
fused to take the bucket shop cases up he
would be compelled to call a special grand
Jury, It was declded after some consider-
atlon by the jury to hear the evidence.

Capiases will be lasued Monday for the ar-
rest of each person indicted. This wholesale
Indletment of bucket shop operators was
never before equalled In Chicago. State's
Attorney Kern remarked: *It |8 a clean
sweep of the bucket shops and people have
been demunding that the bucket shops be
wiped out, Many thmes belore Indictments
have been found, but Invariably the evidence
was weak and convictions could not be ob-
talned, Now I am assured the evidence
is strong and convictions may be had."
