Mr. Whltmore nald
that he would llke to sce a factory at Vale
ley, but that {t did not seem possible to
ot one there and he considered Fremont
centrally located and the proper place for
a factory, With a factory heore In the center
of a region that eould produce oxecellént
beots there would be a great saving on
freight tates.
