COMES DOWN FOR A NIGHT AND A DAY

Beason in  Most

For thirty hours mnow han been falling
In Nebraska, No section has been neg-
lected, though in the western counties,
whern the molsture Is most needed to place
the soll In good condition for wpring seeding,
It hitn boen heaviest. It averages from five
to twenty inches In depth. 1t is generally
pranounced one of the fnest snow falls of
yoars In this state. 1In addition to beling
timely, no deifta are reported and mild
weather prevalls throughout the state,

1t bogan to snow lightly in northwestern
Nebragka early Friday morning and the
storm rapldly ewept east, [ncreasing In
volume as it advanced, until the fall of snow
was %0 great that the whole sky was ob-
soured for hours,

The enthusiasm among Nebraska people
generally, and agriculturiets and cattle men
in particular, has reached an interesting
point.  The ground In most sections was
molet sifMclently for all practieal seeding
purposes before tho present snow and now
farmers are a unit In declaring that pros-
ecth for an abundant crop could not be

Stock of all kinds has cone ont of winter
quarters in exceilont condition, The greater
part of the time the range has been thelr
only feed required and they have kept fat
on it, the mild weather eontributing mueh
to thiz state. The even distribution of the
Enow makes the materinl benefit to agrieul-
tural interexte much greater than could
othorwige be expected. Much spring seeding
hao been done, which will be helpeld by this
storm, Indlcatlons are that the small grain
acreage In Nebraska will be epormous this
year, and land is in demand all over the
siate,

WHAT RAILROADS REPORT.

The roofe and platforms of all of the cars
of the Incaming tralng from the west wera
covered with snow,

The Unilon Pacifle reported light snow on
the first division In this state, from four (o
six inches on the second, and from seven to
ten on the third. On the Omaha & Ho-
publican Valley road there was lght snow.
Along the branches north from Grand Isiand
it was snowing. The hranches north of
Columbus also reported copslderable snow,
with plenty more falling. On the Wyomiing
division the snow was accompanied by high
winds., There Is but little snow in Idahu,
but cloudy weather gives some hope for a
fall of the beautiful. Utah reporiz mild
weather,, as usual.  Throughout Kansaw
snow, varylng in depth from four to fifteen
Inches, i= reported.

The Burlington reported heavy falls of
snow In the following places; Western di-
vislon, Holdrege, weighteen Inches; Curtls,
twelve: Holyoke, five; Cheyenne, alx; Red
Cloud, eight; Republienn, four; Norton, four;
Oberlin, four: Orleans, three; Wilsonville,
two; Arapahoe, ten; McCoak, five; Denver,
four. On the Wyoming divislon the heaviest
snow wag at Broken Bow, where there were
twelve Inches; at Dunning there were ten, at
Ravennn, elght, and at other points lesser
amounts. On thoe southern divieion, Bius Hili
reported fourteen inches; Fdgar, eight; Ches-
ter, elght, and Coneordia; six. At Kearney,
on the northern division, there were thirteen
inches; elsewhere on the division there was
a fall of from three to six inghes.

CHINA WILL BUILD RAILROADS.

Celestial Merchants at San Franclseo
Interested in the Project,

SAN FRANCISCO, March 14.—Ceclonel M.
R. Jeffards, an American rallway engineer,
who has an agreement with the econcesslon-
alres by which he is to have the contract
for bullding the Peking & Hankow rall-
road, provided he secures subseriptions In
this country of In Europe to the amount of
10,000,000 taels (about $3,500,000 in Mexican
money), I8 in the city. There are in Chinn
at present but two short railways, one of
150 miles and the other of slxty-two milea
In January Hsu Yn Talang, mayer of Kuang
Tung, was glven by Prince Kung, superin-
tendent of military affairs, permission under
the authority of the emperor to construct
a rallroad from Peking north to Hankow,
a dlstance of 760 miles. The right Is also
granted to build from Peking south to Can-
ton® a distance of 600 miles, upon comple-
tion of the Hankow road. * .

One of the conditions le that not lesa than
two-thirds of the capital necessiry, which
will amount to about 30,000,000 tacls, must
be subscribed by Chinese.

Colonel Jeffards, who was In China at
the time, secured the agreement from Hsu
Y1, and when he carries out the terms, will
give him the contract for building the road.
He cume to Californin to Induce the Chinese
merchants in San Francisco to eubscribe
and to use their influence to dispel the
prejudices of their countrymen against rall-
roads and show them thelr value,

ing thereon, did him an injustice, From the
evidence, I conclude thatithere was a want
of that degree of harmony, mutual con-

As .to the allegation of improper conduct
on the part of the commandant, the evi-
dence falled to establish the charge; nor
were any acts of the commandant disclosed
which might not be entirely consistent with
innocence of wrong doing on his part. To
arrive at any other conclusion would re-
quire entering a fleld of confecture and
speculation in nowise warrnnted by the
cvidence,

for the reasons above stated, T am of
the opinion that the charges made are not
Fllﬂlﬂ{ﬂl‘l‘ by the evidence.

The affairs of the home are found to be
in n most satisfactory condition, dise pline
belng well ma'ntained and the old soldlera
quite zenerally expressing entire satisfac-
tlon w!th the treatment accorded  them,
The llve stock and all matters perfaining
1o the farm were in excel’ent condltion.

Oongregational Oouncil Deliberating on the
Case of Dr, Brown,

HAS ADJOURNED OVER UNTIL TUESDAY

Several Nallots Taken—Reports thnt
the Accused Has Beetn Acquitted
of Immornllty=Likely to  Be
Convicted of Other Chnrges,

SAN FRANCISCO, March 14.—The Cone
gregational council, before which Dr, Brown
has been on trinl, chargad with immorality
and unminlsterial conduct, has adjourned
until Tuesday without finding a verdict, From
poveral Informal votes Iaken on  varlous
minor charges L 18 bolieved the council will
find that Dr. Brown has not been proven
gullty of Immorality, but will condemn. him
for unministerinl behavier. Such a verdiot
would cost him his present pastorate, but
would not debar him from preaching in any
other pulpit which might be open to him.

Two executive sesslons of the council bave
been held, but a verdict has not yet been
reached on all points Involved. The charge
of immorality, so far as Mrs, Stockton I8
concerned, Is not sustalned. An Informal
ballot was taken which showed that the sense
of the councll was that the evidence wns not
sufllclent to support the charge, The council
decided that Mrs. Stockton’s word, unotrs
robiorated, was not sufficlent to convict Pastor
Brown,

The second vote was on tha charge of in=
timidating a yomg lady member of the
church. The evidence on this charge was
heard Thursday evenlng and seemed to make
a deep impression on the c¢:uncil. This Im-
pression was confirmed In the execitive sep-
plon last night., The church was thoroughly
panvassed and various members oxpressed
themselves freely. One eclergyman, known
up. and down the const, |5 sald to have ox-
pressad the bellef that Dr. Brown ought to
have been shot for hie persecution of an in-
nocent girl, turning sn innccent eplsode tow
his own advantage. ] X

The deliberatfons of the council developed
the fact that the charges of intim!datio
made against the pastor by a young lady o
the church are among the most serious of all,
The eouncil is more nearly unanimous upon
this point than upon any other,

Stubborn efforts are belng made to convick
the pastor on the charge of Immorality, but
it 18 believed a compromise will be made on
a verdiet of unministerial conduct, though
Dr. Brown has several determined friends
who wish to have him vindicated on all of
the charges.
