The frequent
break-downs of the engineer officers of the
navy , attributable to hard work , resulting
from Insufficient force , promises , If not
remedied , to bring about the anomalous
state of affairs that the retired list of the
corps will soon become larger than the
active list. The Increase In the retired list
has become particularly remarkable during
the past ten years , or since the building ot
modern vessels , with their complex ma-

Peters had proclaimed officially that the
negroes alluded to wore hanged as spies ,

to do with a murderer. " Dr. Kayser
added that the previous evidence had not'
established the guilt of Dr. Peters in the
eyes of the law.
