SAW HIS HEART BEAT.
Singular Experience of n Survivor of
the Hoymarket Riot,

It must be an uncanny gensation to look
within your breast and see the pulsation of
your own heart, yet this has been the exe
perlenee of OMcor Charles W, Whitney, one
af the brave men In blue who was Injured
ten years agn durlng the Chicago Haymarket

riots, says the Chicago Neww,

Whitney's chest was torn open by the
explosion of a bomb, and as he lay in tho
hospital bed he saw, with the nid of a hand-
mirror, his own throbblng heart., What 19
still more marvelous, he recovered and s
today doing a man's work and commands
$110 a year more than an able-bodied police-
man travellng o beat.

Mny 4, 1886, was a bloody night in Chi-
cago history, One hunds=t and seventy
members af the pollee force marched from
the Desplaines streel station. They had
Leen held there for several days, anticipating
a erisis, and at 10:30 o'clock the order to
“fall In line' was given. 1If the big fel-
lows felt a thrill of fear as Lhey preparod
to face the danger that threatened a great
city, there was no manifestation of it ns,
shoulder to shoulder, they hurrled awiftly
to the scene of (he disturbance. The
whole waorld thrilled with the horror that
followed; their ineffectunl effort to disperse
the mob of frenzied anarchista. The throw-
Ing of the bomhb laft over sixty offteers lying
In & heap In Haymarket square. Ono man
died within an hour, two other men were
hopelessly  erippled by  hdving  thelr legs
blown off; others of them were eruelly
malmed, and fourteen of them are now
dead.

But, of all men, OfMecer Whitney stood
the slightest possible chance of life. Hiz
breast was frightfully mutilated and bits of
exploded bomb were {mbedded perllously
nedr the vital organs, He was taken to the
bospltal, and, after the necessary problng
the wound was sewed up, Just before taklng
the stitches, Dr, J. B, Murphy ingulred;

“My brave boy, do you want to ses what
no man ever saw hefore?

“Yes! What Is 1L
feebly,

“Your own heart!”

He handed his patient a mirror and Officer
Whitney saw his own heart. He now affirms
that the statements of novellsts are mislend-
Ing; that the heart Is not a movable organ,
for It neither leaps Into the throat nor de-
geends Into the boots. In fact, it does not
Indulge In any of the acrobatle feats gen-
erally ascribad to It by Imaginative writers,
but he frankly acknowledges that he s In-
capable of expressing hiz sensation as he
watohed the oscillation of hls heart,

Within a month he was able to return
home and was supposed to be on the road
to recovery. Later he suffered a violont re-
lapse, and after weeks of unparalleled suffer-
Itig Dr. Murphy decided to resort to one of
the most hazardous operations kKnown to
selentifie surgery In the h'story of surgleal
jurisprudence In the country, It was the
third timo it had ever been undertakoen, the
former ca=:s having proved fatal. A careful
examination Indicated that a piece of the
bomb casing penetrnted the breast bone,
passing about midway between the second
and third ribs, and was loeated about one-
elghth of an ineh from the pericardium.
Like a magnet cogquettlng with o bit of
metal, every throb of the heart brought the
plece of =hell nearer, untll the plereing of the
crean was nevitable,

The cperation was set for Friday, Novem-
ber @, 1880, Itelatives and friends protestod,
and, this coming to the ears of the Injured
man, he sald;

“I am going to make a test casg of this

asked the oficer,

and eeo If there 18 anything wrong with
Friday!”
The eventful morping came, Up to this

time OMcer Whitney had been exceptionally
hopeful and cheery.
