Seereinry Carlisle Takes n Precane
tlonnry Step to Prevent the Kxe
portntlon of Gald by Mals-

Ing the Price of linrs,

WASHINGTON, March 26 —The Treamury
department har lomeocted the New York
subiroasury to rales the premium on gold
bars from 1-16 to 816 of 1 per cont. The
depariment's purpose In the lssuance of this
order is to do what ean be done legltimately
to prevent future exporis of gold,

The order has A iriple purpose.  ¥iest,
it wili tend to ralea the L\rh‘f‘ At which gold
oan be exported profitably, the price of ex-
chiange now being dangerously near (he ox-
port point; second, It Is regarded as good
paliey to get rld of coin Instesd of bar gold,
beeause the former  frequently  has  lost
welght through abrasion; and, third, 1 |«
intendod to meet the action of the Bank of
England In raleing the price of gold Yars
to shitllings, 104, and thus practioally
Iowering the rate of exchange at whieh gold
can be shipped from the United States to
Great Pritain to about $4.85160041.58% . Troax-

\1‘\\ YORK, March 26,—The Evenlng Post
pays: At the price at which the bars couid
be taken up today there was a small profit
possible In shipping at the present rate of
sterling exchange, and the Increass In the
price offered In London, £3 17 104 per ounce
for American gold burs. That Increase wis
1 penty per ounce, Forelgn bankers, i Ip
eald, advised the government to this effect
Instead of taking advantage of the oppor-
tunity to mnke a emall profit on shipping the
gold, The present conditlon of affaits In
sterling exchange le due to the fact that a
large amount of European gold thaf wad
borrowed for elxty days for the purpuge of
paying for the government bonds has to b
repaid.  If sterling exchange could be pro-
cured below the gold shipping polnt with
which to pay for that gold, the geld wonld
nat be shippedd. The decreasing demand,
howover, for ‘eall’ money having brought
about a declinn in the rate at which money
can be employed, there I8 no Inducement for
Buropean cajpiltallsts to allow thelr money to
remain here, and &0 it has to be returned
to Burope.

would eall in gome more of the money in the
special depository banks, Twenty per cent was
called last week, the amount paid in being
about  $4.500,000. The special depogitory
banks hold about $22,000,000. Anpother eall
of 20 per cent would, therelure, reduce tho
associated banks surplus reserve to in round
figures about $15,000,000. Dut so far as could
be learned today the spesla]l depository banks
liad not recelved a eall for an J:Iu- payment,
and some of them sald they would be su
prised If they received a call this week.”

NEW YORK, March 26, —The committee
o international arbitration of the New
York State Bar aszsoclation held a meeting
today, Correspondence has already been had
with the oflicers of all the state bar ass
clations and It Is expecled they will co-op-
orate with the New York State Bar aeso-
cintion in the scheme. Soon afller conven-
Ing the committee went into executive sca-
slon, All the members of the committee
were present except Mr, Depew, When an
adjournment was taken subject to the exll
of the chalr, Secretary Emiih ganld the sub-
committee, consisting of W. 5. Logan and
W. Martin Jones, had presented n plan for
international arbitration, but that it had not
been adopted, and probably would not be
until several more mestings have been held
and all the Qdetails dizcugsed nnd fully con-
sidered. Belore the formal adoptlon of the
plan It will be eubmitted to President Cleve-
lund In a memoriel, bBut this will not be
done until a general meeting bas been held
of all the arbitration committee represent-
ing all the state bar assoclations of the coun-
Lry.
Some of the bar associations which have
correspondence with the New York assocla-
tlon and signified their intention to appoint
arbitration commiltees to net In bharmony
with the New York commlitiee are the stato
ussoclations of Malne, West Virginia, Wis-
congein, New Mexleo, Georgln, New Hamp-
shire, Connectiout, Missour), District of Co-

lumbin, lowa, Virginla and Michigan.
