Very few of the members are in invor of the
ordinanes, hut they say that when a mean-
ure has paseed the couticll ubanimously, It
would be no more than ofMelal cotirtesy for
the mayor to conler with some of the mem-
bera before vetolng It This, they assert,
the mayor has not done In this instatce, and
conseguently there In a disposition to refuse
to etand by the votn,

While thin s the explanation glven, It Is
well known that there are a number of
other matters In which the mayor has given
offeriee to certain members of the council,

At the beginning of the yenr Mayor
Brouteh had a solid majority in the council.
What he sald went. His veloes were sus-
tnined, and  his Appaintments confirmed
withont question. But glnce then the situa-
tion has changed, and an open  ropture
would not surprioe some who are familiar
with recent history. The maln cause [fer
tesatizfaction les In the superabundant
but aulekly forgotten promises made by
Broatch durlng the eampalgn.  Another s
the disporitlon of the executlve to dictate
who shall be apponted to the places I the
glft of bls subordinates. Not a single ap-
pointment has Broateh made unloss the ap-
pointee war willing to turn all the patronago
of bis pusition over to the executive.

HOGGRD THIE PATRONAGE.

Very soon aften W, J. Connell was ap-
pointed  city attorney he notified Special
Agent John Iutlor that ‘“‘at the roguest of
Muayor Broateh bhe had appointed J, W.
Furtan as his sucoezaor, Superintondent
Matthivsen of the city hall was reappointed,
on he was wiliing to allow Broateh to name
the men for the varlouw positions In his de-
partment. Even the junitora and elevator
men wore appointed by Hroateh. When Mat-
thiesen was asked in regard to his cholee
for a particular position he invariably ro-
plled thet he dld not know untll after he
had recelved his instructions from Broateh.
In severpl cas!s the man who was to be
appointed knew it befora Mdatthlesen did,

In the appointment of a sanitary Iinspector
Dir, Blythin exhibited a disposition to break
over the traces, but he was £ quickly and
vigotously eallsd dowa by the executive
thal he retractedoand slnce then has obedi-
ently bout to Hroateh's will, Clity Engineer
Howell ban publicly stuted thet he was not
allowed to name o single employe In his
dipartment except the nsalstant englneer, and
bofore Gus Horte was given his appolintment
as bullding Inspretor he recelved instructions
from the mayor us to whom he shopld ap-
polnt to the clerkship In the ofce.

This covers the entire fleld of muniolps
patronnge, #o faf an It relates to fppointive
offlcon. Counellmen assert that in fillng
these positions Broateh has only consult=d
his own Interaests and left thoso of ambitious
members of the councll to take care of them-
golves. They declare that the city govern-
mont has ben run  In the Interests of
Tronteh's gubernatorial boom about long
enough and that 1t {8 time the council had
gomething to may. The appointment of Char-
ley Johnson was distnsteful to a number of
the sdminlstration members of the. council
and others are offended at the manner in
which the confirmation of G. I, Franklin as
Inspector of welghts and men®ures wug se-
cured., Al the tlime of his appolntment
Frankiln was nes¢ssor in the Rifth ward.
The councll was assured that the mayor
had his resignation as aswessor in hip pos-
geunion, ready to be submitted to the county
commissloners when Franklin was confirmed
In his city positlon. As #oon as Franklin was
confirmed Hroateh tore up the reslgnation
and Franklin has antounced his determina-
tlon tn hold both offiecs,

Thesa are stancas which appear on the
purfoce, but it la doclared that there are
sevoral other points of diference which hava
never become  publie property. ‘““No one
knows all thar Broatch has done,' maid a
member of .the council this morning, 'except
the membern themeelves. They won't sgheal
on him heciuse he Is o republican ofMiclal, but
you may Llet that Broatch hasn't any ma-
jority In the council right now,”

In the meantime Waller holds the Labor
temnle, and membere of the committee ap-
polnted by the board of directors arfe also
talking of going to luw. They have made
saveral efforts to Induce Waller to get out,
bat have failed. It 1s understood that they
wre try'ng to dlrcover some logal means of
oneting him,

Waller, while he won't get out, seems to
be ready to compromise, Yesterday he
atated that he woe willing to turn over one-
hulf of the Labor temple property to the
union, but that he Intended to hold on to
the othor half, He alleges that he ls en-
titled to It as the rupresentative of tle
American  Rallway wunlon. HO Etnses hi
clalm on the statemont that the Central
Labor vofon did not create the temple alone,
but that it acted In conjunction with ‘*he
rallway union. “This Labor temple scheme,*
he eald, “was started In Ameriean Rall-
way unfon No. 341, of which 1 am a mem-
ber. We declded that we could not put it
through alone, and therefore determined to
ask the Central Labor union and the unlons
of the elty to go In with us. That Is what
was done and the minutes of the Central
Labor unlon will show that, Therefors, we
will hold on to one-halfl ¢f the temiple anrd
the other eide can do what It wants with
the other half.'

“They gay that there Is no Rallway unlon
No. 841, suggested the reporter.

“That's all poppyeock,” responded Waller,
“there g2 a No, 441 In exlstonce and another
one, oo, The membere of the unions would
by foolish, though, to say that they are
members becanse the tallrcads would at onoe
diecharge them., Members who are out of
work have no lnmilnnn)y in admitting that
they are members."”

Waller is holding the temple with might
and main, Yesterday he locked all the
doors of the offles and the committee rooms
and promised trouble for any one who tried
ta get in.

There will be a meeting thls evening
of the committee to which the chargea of boodl-
ling were reforred. T8 not expected that the
trinl will oceur then, however, bug that
time will be glven the accused to get
tustimony, The investigation proper may
not commence for a week.

At a meeting held last night at Labor
Temple, tn effort was made to bury the
batehet and settle by arbitration the dispute
boetween ‘the factions,

For over an hour President T. F. 8turgess
of the board of directors, J. 8. Tobias, John
F, Wittaell, J. B, Linberg and President
Hinchey of the State Federation, belng a
special committes of the board of directors
nppointed to get possession of Labor Temple,
remained elofeted with Waller, Waller made
overtures, offering to wseleet an ar-
bitrator, the eommittes to fe-
lert another man, thess two to select
a third. The eommittes tlien proposed that
ecach of the labor unlons of the city appoint
ong man, the body ko appointed to act as a
board of arbitrators, To this Waller ob-
Jected, oa he clalms he and his faction would
be outvoted fourteen to seven by this deal,
No agreement was reached, and varlous com-
mittees then met In different rooms to de-
Bate the subjeot in private, at which time
members aired their views, some proposing
one plan and some another. Some believe
arhitration will carry the day. Others claim
that just as soon #a a #cialist labor party,
as L e ocalled, Is onee formed, Waller and
hig followers will decamp without more ado
and abaodon the temple. When Waller clalims
that the American Rallway union has one-
half interest In the témple, however, Pres-
Ident Sturgesn says he Is altogether wrong,
as the Central Labar union s alone responal-
hle for the temple, as it procured the funds
to run it

Ha knew of in-
gtances whers money was returned only
n few days ago and he had evidence that
there were other cases in which money thus
taken was not returned.

The resolutlon was adopted without much
distnesion.

A resolution by Kilerstead Instructed the
counly attorney to obtain a walver of edm-
plete records In all easea in the criminal
court where he could secure the consent of
the defendnnts’ counsel. This applies to the
recard of criminal cages in which the county
Is obliged to pay s«ll the ccsts, Including the
fee of an attorney to defend the prisonere in
most coses, and 4 complete record s re-
quired to be made by the clerk, unless un
agreement to the contrary is made in open
ecourt. It Ig estimated that the walving of
this record in ecases where thers will not be
an appeal taken will save the county about
32,000 annually.

SOUTH THIRTEENTH STREET GRADE,

Hoeter  Introduced two petitions  from
property owners en South Thirteenth street,
arking that that street be opened and graded
to the Sarpy county line, without cost to the
abutting property and walving all damages
by said opening and grading. He moved
that the committee on roads be instructed to
Invite bids for placing a enlvert at Thirteenth
and M streets and grading the approachos
thereto, Hg explaingd that the petitions
contained the &lgnaturea of all property
owners between Missourl sveoue amfi O
street and egald that he wounld get the signa-
tures of all the other properiy ownera on
Lthe straet within the next two weeks. Wil-
Hams and Stenberg opposed the motion and
sald they were oppoked to doing any work
whatever on this street until the signature
to & walver of damages had besn secured
from every party interested In any way in
the property lying along this road down to
the Sarpy county line. The petitions were
referred to the committee on bridges, and
the motion was lost.

The beard spent over half an hour dis-
cugs'ng a report from the commitiee on
roads, favoring an award of $a5 per aore
to owners of property to be taken for open-
ing'a rond from a point east of Bennington
for a digtance of one mile, to gve a direct
easnt and west road between Bennington and
Florence.

The
county attorney was present and explained
to the boa:d the provislons of the etatule
bearing upon the case,

The ecounty cleck submlitted a list ehowling
the namea cof county officers who owe de-
linquent personal taxes, The list contalneil
the names of two of the commissioners and
membergs of the legal department, 1t
showed that nearly all of the Items had
been pald since the liat was made. The re-
maining items were ordered deducted from
the salaries of the delinquent officials.
