WITH THE HIGH WIND,

Fire nnid the Gale Wipe Out the Gold-
atein Hullding on Brondway,

“It was & naughty night to swim in,” as
the rfoo] sald in Lear, but It was a naughtier
night for a fire, ns the resldents In the
vidinlty of Broadway and Fourteenth strocts
reallzed yesterday mornfog, when Are de-
stroyed the big wooden bulld!ing belonging to
B. Goldsteln.,

The Goldstein building 15 a twe-story frame
structure, old and very dry, used as a feed
store and grocery. ‘The bullding was not
plastered, but was lined throughout with
bonrds of yellew pine, full of piteh and dried
out from years of sensoning. Fire was dig-
covered between midnight and 1 o'clock lssu-
ing from the north end near the roof. A
man passing along the street frst observod
the Mnmes and smcke pouring over (he north
gable end. The wind was blowing a gnle
from the north, and before the alarm could
be turned in the flames enveloped the entire
building, When the firemen arrived the blaze
reftched almost across Broadway, '‘gnlting the
cedar blocks In the pavement., Under the
stimulus of the high wind the fire fed on
the bullding, as It was composed of explo-
sive compounds.  Before the firemen could
Bet o stream turned on, the flerce gale was
tearing nway sectlons of blazing roof and
walls and carrying them to the southward a
distance of several blocks. When the first
stream was turned on it had but little effect,
but a moment later, when several other
streams added to the deluge, the progress of
the fire was checked,

Chlef Templeton had other streams playing
on the property on the opposite s'de of the
street, and the owners of overy section of
yard hose for several blocks to the south
were engaged In welting down their build-
Inga. By this means many inciplent fires
weorn extingoished, The Goldstein bullding
was burned to the foundation. While no
other damage was done than the destruction
of the bullding, the character of the fire and
tha high wind made It a very dangercus
blaze.

The fire Is supposed to have cavghi from
a defective flue, The bullding was worth
about §1,000 and was part'ally lnsured,
