man,” sald Mr. Willlams to the World cor-
reepondent. "We attended Misa Bates'
echool for chlldren at Alexandrla, Va.  Lee
afterwards went to West Point. He will
bring with him the friendly confidence of
the south and the respect of the north, 1
feal honored In belng succeeded by B0 a
distinguishied a man.

“T am confident that Geperal Leo would
not come here as consul merely to fulfil]
the dutles of the ofMeo,such as provall In times
of peace. He will speedlly grasp the mill-
tary situalton and will be entirely qualified
to Impart any information that Mr, Cleve-
dand desirea, 1 think that the president (»
already informed concerning Cuban affalrs,
but such statoments and doseriptions an
General Lee will eommunicate will be ac-
otpied by everybody In the United States
not led by seatimental Influences.

WILL, WELCOME LEE.

T am sure that the Spanish anthorities
will weleome General Liee and that he will
be granted every facility, He will ascer-
taln that insurgents hold no seaports or in-
terior towna, I he wishes to see the Insur-
gents he will be obliged Lo get permigdion
from the government to go outside the mill-
tare lines, and he might have difficulity In
finding what would appear to him Illke an
army. 1 presume that Genernl Weyler will
be favorably lmpressed by General Lea and
will do all for him In his power. Thers
Is nothing to prevent General Lee from going
about the lsland by all the open routes
He can wielt all the ports and the Interlor
citios, Some of the  rallway lines are
Hlocked by destroyed bridges, but most of
them nare open to travel Repeat for me
that I am delighted with the appointment.
It shows the president'es good sense.

“1 resigned in February, and have been
anxiously walting my succesaor. 1 =shall
return to my home and lbrary In Brooklyn,
but will probably travel through Eurepe
the coming summer, I have besn troated
hers with much courtesy and consideration
bty General Weylor, who hag always shown a
disporition to do what he conld for Amerl-
cing. He 18 a very able man."”

At the palace the tidings of the coming of
General Loe were recelved  with marked
favor, Atlvices had already reached hers
from good authority in the United States
on the subject, The peneral hellel in
offleial clreles is that the appointment of so
distingulshed a soldler means more than
the mere filling of a consulute. It has
been understood here that Prestdent Cleve-
land has coneldered the subject of a com-
mikslon, but that he hae not publicly men-
tioned the matter, the understanding being
that, rezardless of how the Spanlsh govern-
ment might view the subject, it would not
be agreeable to the Spanish peaple.
Prosident Cleveland has avolded the unpleas-
ant question In n successful and diplomatic
manner by selecting a brilllant and honor-
able soldier, such as Leo l& known to be,
and sepding him to Havana under circum-
gtances that cannot offend public sensibll-

fen.

WEYLER'S TRIBUTH.

“General Lee's military and subvequent

The
great reputation of General Hobert E. Lee
18, of course, well known to all military men
in Burope, and it is natural that one so
intimately assoclated with him ns Is Pres-
ident Cleveland's cholce, i a subject of in-
torost to myself. 1 have no doubt that 1
ghall hear from the Madrid government.
Personally I will welcome General Lee and
do all In my power to render his etay
agrecable, 1 entertald highly favorable im-
prevalons of Mr, Williams, who Is a man of
tact and judgment.'

Murguls de Palmerola, the political secre-
tary of thu‘m’brnlllenl. expressed interest
in General T4 e thought that everything
would be done to make Havana pleasant for
him and displays unaffected pleasure over
the appointment,

Alex Gollan, consul general of Great
Britain, evineed much interest In the coming
of General Lee.

“To Englishmen the name of Lee Is a
household word,”" he sald."Lord Wolseley
made me epecially acqualdited with the mil-
ftary greatness of the distingulshed Amerlcan
goldier, and It Is natural that one so clogely
fdentified with him as his chief of cavalry
ghould awaken muany thoughts. I am ploased
to have so distinguished a confers, but he
is coming at a bad season of the year'

The consul general of China beamod benevs
olently upon me through Immense gold-
framed wpeclacles as his satiefaction over
the prominent confare about to be esiub-
Hihed In Havana, The consular représenta-
tives of France and Ttaly spoke In the siame
friendly manner as the others. When the
fact of the resignation of Mr. Willlams be-
came known, the Amcericang here united in
paking for a certain appointment, neverthe-
less no one Is disposed to question the wis-
dem of the president's cholee.

MADRID, April 14.—(Neéw York World Ca-
blegram—3apeeial Telegram.)—The Epinlards
are o much engrossed In thelr electlons that
only o few papers have commented upon the
pppointment of CGeneral Flitghugh Lee
cansul  general Havana, El Imparcial
nione, in a telegram from Washicgton, chal-
Iengen the sxpediency of the pelection of wuch
n 1epremsontative by Prosldent Cleveland. The
Worid correspondent In able to =tate, how-
ever, that UGeneral Lee will certiinly be
granted the ordinary consular excqguatur by
the Madrld government, tinless the Epanish
minister at Washington finds grounds to ob-
Jeet to hix appointment. The colonial au-
thorities In Cuba will also afford General
Lée all the tacilitles usually granted to for-
elgn conmils, within the customary limits of
thelr consminr misglons and dutles, General
Weyler alone can determine how far the new
Amerienn consul general ean be allowed to
go over Cuba or report on the =ituation,

In any event, General Lee will probnbly
not be allowed to visit the Insurgent lines.
His predecossor, Coneul Willlams, has been
aoften bitteriy eoriticimed n the Madrid presa
for having exceeded the Instructions of the
Amerlean government to claim Indemnities
for Amerlcan citizens and to Insist upon an
exact fulfiiiment of the convention of 1877,
which expresely stipulated that Amerleans
wonld never be tried by courte martinl, but
slways by the clvil courts, with the as-
sistance of civil counsel, even for alleged
compliclty In the present clvil war,

Many of the Madrld papers today asked
that the Cuban and Porto Rico ¢lections be
onnulled, but the government Is not in the
feast likely to listen to |t

The liberals and the republicans and the
ministerial press again deny that President
Cleveland has taken any steps, by note or
otherwise, to sound the Spanish government
about Cuba,

When the World correspondent asked the
American minlster, Mr, Taylor, tonlght if
the Spanlsh government had iutimaied 1o
him that cbjections would he made to grant-
Ing nn exequater to Geéneral Lee, ho promptly
replied, “No," adding, with emphusis, that
ho could not imagine how many human bes
Ines could object to the appointment of one
of the noblest and most distinguistied cltizens
of the United States.

“I huve known Genera! Les for twenty
vears,' sald Mr, Tayler, “and I regard him
ap the Chevalier Bayard of my cauntry. He
I8 n man of perfect edueation, of wide ex-
perience in public affalrs, & model of courtesy
and the soul of honor. He wae one of the
heroes of the clvil war, and since then he
has been governor of the great state of Vie-
ginin. 1 ehall feel honored to have the as-
glatance of such n edlleague In my diplomatic
labore, If any ll-advised objection le ralsed
against the appolntment of General Lee, 1 am

FRAVANA, Cuba, April 14 —(New Yeork
World Cablegram—=Special Telegram,)—The
long dearth of news from Phar del Rio, bo
yond the military trocha, hae been broken
by a report of an affalr near Mariel, on the
north eoast.

Colonel Devos, with about 700 men of the
Alfcnso XIII battallon, went on o reconnlsance
from Mariel towards Lechuza. When near
Meanuelita they came upon 200 mounted in-
surgents, and the latter retired upon Lechura,
Colonel Devos pressad forward and occupled
the town. The Insurgents Iin large force,
#ald to be more than 5,000 men, under the
fmmediate command of Maceo, occupled the
hills in the vicinity, and they soon en-
fdeavored to surround the small Spanish force,
Coltnel Devos avoided belng outflanked by
falling back to San Augustin sugdr estatoe.
Maceo followed, and Devos moved on to-
ward Port San Claudlo, where he was jolned
by relnforcements  f{urnished by Generalp
Buarez and Ynelan. Maceo pushed his Im-
mensely saperior forcee clowe to the fortifica-
tione, and was shelled by a gunboat In the
harbor. Maceo's people were v foot, thus
provivg previous assertions 1 have made, con-
corning the graat loss of aulmals by the In-
surgents,

Colenel Devosr war out eolely for the pur-
pose of reconnoltering, and he engagel the
rebels only because he was pressed by them.
His battalicnn lost  elghteen  killed and
wounded., Maceo's large force suffered a
greater loss, the extent of which la, of
course, tnknown, Maceo fell back ‘nto the
hills when the relnforcements appeared and
l®# now close to the northern lne of the
trocha, with the evident Intention of foreing
hig . way through, If possible. [ learn on
good authority that the southern portion of
the military lne is too strong to be ap-
proached, and Maceo has eyidently sslecte!
some  point north of Guanajay for the nat-
tempt.

El Dlario de la Marina has been clamoring
on General Weyler to display greater severity
toward the rebela. Becoming annoyed, Weyler
gent work by an alde-de-camp that he would
forward a lst of people who deserved punieh-
ment to the editor of EI Dlarlo and

1 learn from Matan-
zas that many Insurgents are presontivg
themselves in  accordance with Geoersl
Weyler'a proclamation,

Shortage of the COrop in the Argentine
Fully Dizoounted.

LONDON TRADERS WELL PREPARED

Graln Neserves So Large that Prices
Unnnot Ite Further Appreciably
Ninlved Unless the Unexs
preeted Happens,

LONDON, April 14.—(New York World
Cablegram—S8pecial Telegram.)—The re-
ported fallure of the wheat crop In the
Argentine Hepublle, whatever may be the
gpeculation over the report In Chlecago, has
exclted no movement here,

Answering an Inquiry, Samuel Wood, the
editor of Dombusch's Clreular and recognized
ng among the most expert authoritios In Lon-
don, sald to the World correspondent today:
“"London has felt no effect from the bull
operations in Chicago. We bave known for
gome time that there wiil be a shortage of
about 30 per cent In the Argentine wheat
crop, which shortage has been fully dis-
counted. Anyhow the grain reserves are
s0 large that the prices cannot be further
appreclably ralsed. The shortage, accord-
Ing to my correspondents In Argentine, s
due to several causes, not simply to [fall-
ure of the crop. There are very large
stocks In local hands which bad weather has
prevented from belng  brought down the
country as yet, but which will be coming on
aw,

“The reductlon In the premium on gold
has also contributed to Induce farmers to
hold thelr wheat until the premlum rlses,
But, of course, they cannot continue to do
that, and all my informationg point to a con-
siderable increaxe in the rate of shipment
shortly. The actlon of the Chleago oper-
ators must be merely gpeculative. They
are entirely unjustified as far as the wheat
prospects here are, concerned. There la no
likellhood that prices heré can be aftected by
the Argontine output, the extent of which
hag now bean forecusl with praotical ac-
curacy." BALLARD SMITH.

FRARS OF A HINING IN THANSVAAL,

Should 1t Ocenr the Sttuntion nit
Buluwnyoe Won'd e Critieal.
CAPETOWN, April 14.—News has been re-
celved here that the naetlves are preparing
to rige nlong the Transvaal border. A rising
In morthern Transvaal Itself 5 also re-
ported to be Imminent. There 1o something
of a panlec manifest among the burghers,
who have appealed for arme with which to
protect themsglves, The threatened spread
of the digturbance along the Transvaal bor-
der makes the situntion at Buluwayo and
In Matabele much moere serious. The nu-
thorities have felt that Buluwayo was rea-
gonably safe If the food supply should hold
out, but the danger has been that Lthe
Mutabele would stop the wagon ronds through
the Matopops hille and to the south and thus
prevent supplies from getting through from
Mafeking, It is belleved that the' white
soitlorp seattered through Matabeleland are
in plices of safety by this time, in Buluwayo
or Gwelo, and the missionarie® do not feel
that they run any risk from the natives to
whom they are known, though there might

be danger from strange wandering bainds.

Only a part of the 600 relnforcements de-
slgned for Buluwayo have been. dispaiched
from Mafleking, the neareel point available
for that purpose, It takes four weeks hard
traveling by ox wagons to reach Buluwayvo
from there, and it {2 sald the journey cannot
be done In that time, except with very light
leads.  Transportation of supplies of ammu-
nitlon, which are needed at this time In Math-
beleland, must, therefore, be slow, and ths
new developments in the sltuntion threaten
to cut off, or 4t least to Interrupt, communi-
cition betwean Buluwayo and the on'y scurca
u; which It can look for o rencwal of its sup-
plies.

BULUWAYO, Aprli 14.—It hao been dis-
covered that somp of the Matabele who arc
employed as gervants here have been acting
as sples and conveylng Informatlon of the
movemenls of expeditions ta thelr friends in
outlylng districts. One of these traltorous
natlves was shot today.

He has slMo presonted n
few translations of documents Iheluded In the
mase of evidence preparsd Al Caracas and
transmitted to the commission through Min-
Ister Andrade. There Is mugh more of this
matter In the hands of the tfanslators and 1t
Is expected that at lenst two weeks' time will
be congumed in the work of preparing It for
the use of the commission. This matter
15 =ald to he very acceptable Just now, prom-
Iving aw it does to abridge oconsiderably the
wirk of maklng transoripls of original doc-
uments. Belig all certifled coples of the
records, the evidence ls of the hlghest order
legally and Is calenlnted to prove valuable
nlso as affording a means of echecking or-
rore In the iraneintions and excerpts as st
out in the British blue book devoted to the

presentation of the British case,

It appears that the Veneguelan government
has been engaged in the prepamtion of this
evidence for several years, and to that end
has had agents at work on original docn-
ments and records In Londen, Madrid, The
Hague and In the vatican, The result of its
presentation will be to redoce largely the
work before the commisglon.

Tre o will be Daugherty, Warner and
Thummel caucuses later. There (8 a good
deal of tulk about n Bixth district caucus,
und, in spite of the rapldly growThg Thummel
sentiment, there were many expressions last
night to the effoct that If the Sixth district
would agree upon a candidate the delegaten
of the remaining five districts would ratify
the cholee. It will be dificult, however, to
get the Bixth district into a caucus, and the
whole contest will lkely be rettled by a
roll eall, perhaps two of them.

WRIGHT HAS A ROD UP,

A. C. Wright of Cass county s on the
ground with his Hghtpning rod up, He ls &
candldate for delegate-at-large, but Is taking
no  particular interest in the big contest
between Daugherty, Warner and Thummel.
He is after the berth now warmed by T, P.
Kennard  of Lineoln, one of the three
predestined, foreordained and annointed
apostles of McKinleylsm, whose calling and
election Is looked upon as tolerably certain,
Tom Kennard wears the MeKinley halo that
had been ordered for Bditor C, H, Gers of
the Lincoln State Journal, Gere, howeyer,
migged the procession. He does giot desire
to contest Kennard's clalm to the position
of delegate, but Mr. Wright I moade of
sterner stuff and does not hesitate, He
cieims the support of the Fifth distriet, but
promiuent leaders from thet part of the state
way that there ie little likelihood that thele
delegates will solidly support the Cass county
man, althpugh be has a great many friends,

Mr, Wright represents the younger ro-
publican elenient, He was an active worker
In the general campalgn when Crounse was
elected governor, and duriug the latter's ad-
ministration was chief clerk in the chiel ex-
eeutlve’'s offlce. At the boglening of the
presidential eampalgn bhe was usslgned to the
position of organlzer or MeKinley clubs, and
he did wome efficient work in this line.

The state central committoe will mest at
2 o'clogk this afterncon. The contest from
Thurston county will be lstened to behind
closed doore. It §8 the only contest before
the gonventiun, and the recommendation of
the state central commitien will doubtless
be accepted by the coventlon, The Thurblon
county contest Is & hot one, even If it (s
small; but It will have ne bearing whalever
on the proper work of the convention.

In wddition to the work of declding the
contest from Thurston eounty the stale cen-
tra! committes will deelde upon the date of
the eonvention to bo held gt Lincolu for the
purpose of cominating the state ticket. The
