Empty Whisky Nottle Used to Blof
Hix Parsaers, but It Falled
to Keep n Pollee-
man Away,

Neln Peterzon, the rather smooth Individual
who succeeded In getting sundry advances
from merchants upon various specious pre-
tenwes, was land:d in jall yesterday after-
noon aftéer an exciting chase, partcipated
In by several hundred people, in addition to
the cofMeess,

Nels (s an Innocent leoking man of middle
age, and with a pecullarly honest face. He
brought his face with Him from Minnssota
and arrived here SBaturday afternoon. His
face was h'a only source of Income, and he
worked it #o dillgently that yesterday after-
noon four merchants filed Informations with
the olty clerk charging him with obtaining
money utider false pretenees, and soveral
athers came around and looked at him alter
he was locked up and sald he was the mano
they had been looking for for several days.
Nels first introducell Himeell to the Swanson
Music company managers within an hour
after he came to town. He bought a fne
plano and borrow $8 from the man who sold
It to him, Since then he hag been visitiag
all elnsxes of merchants and contracting for
big bills of goods, and treating them so
nicely that they were easy marks for his
honeet face.

The Rex Lumber company, Peterson &
Schoening, hardware dealers; L. Hammer &
Co., lumber dealers; B. M. Sargent, the shoe
man, were among those who were decelved
by the honest face of Nels and who are now
playlug even by putting the!r autographs to
Informations charging him with the felony
of obtaining money under fnlse prelenses.
Wednesday afternoon Nels obtalned $2.25 on
hig face from the manager of the Rex Lum-
bor company, and yesterday sfternoon he
came to grief by golng back to the vicinity
without changing his face. The manager
saw (he never-to-be-forgotten face and
started after the man that owned It. Nels
owned a palr of legs that were as efficient
as hig face, and although the lumber man
wag n good sprinter, Nels found no trouble
in keeping far In the lead, When the chase
was begun a call was turned in for police
nssistance, and Deputy Marshal Anderson
avcompanied the patrol wagon and waw
driven at a high rate of speed to the vielnity
of Main street and Eighth avenue. Officer
Murphy, who was in the vicinity tracking
Nels, joined In the pursuit, pressing into
service nll kinds of vehicles, but the flylng
Dane easily distanced all hle pursuers, which
by this time, amounted to an army of nearly
100 men and boys. Nels was go ng townrd
the river, and by the time he jumped high
board fences and dedged backward and for-
ward through a score of nlleys to elude De-
tective Murphy and reached the viein'ty of
the Northwestern railroad track he was out
of breath.

SJUDGE" ADLER IN COURT AGAIN.

Record of the Old Decelver of Men
and Women Heviewed In New York.
“Judge” J. K. Adler, who figured qulte

prominently In a social, financial and profes-

gional way in Councll Bluffs a couple of
years ago s agaln belng given sume news-
paper potoriety although an inmate of

Sing Sing prison, where he is eerving a long

term. His first wife, who is only ono of
numerous others, ig suing for absolute
diverece. Adler cut a wide swath here,

swindled every person with whom he had any
dealings, married a well fAxed widow, and
after a briel ecareer suddenly disappeared.
He procured entree Into social and business
circles here by means of forged letters. As
an Incldent of the magnificence with which
he did things at the time of his marriage
here he presented his wife a check for $50,-
000 as & wedding gift In leu of the dlnrgmul
necklace promieed. The New York World
adds another chapter to the many that have
been written about the fellow.

About ten venrs ago, when Adler made
his appearance in Fifty-seventh palice court
a8 @ lwwyer, the attaChes looked at him in
astonishment, For they remembered him
as a butcher, with & place of business at
No. 1093 Third avenue. Challenged as to his
right to practice as an attorney, Adler pro-
duced a diploma, which showed that he
became a member of the legal fraternity
through courts a1 Albany, No one thought
of looking up the Albany records Lo nscer-
taln whother hig diploma was really gen-
uine, but nine years later, when he was
arrested, it was discovered that the Albany
diploma wag bogue, About elght years nI:o
the World exposed Adler ng n straw bonds-
mian. While {n the butcher business he had

iven bunds to the amount of $102,000 for
different paving companies, The records
in the register's office were examined and
it wans discovered that of the fnrtly odd

Meces of renl estate which Adler claimed
e owned only one plece of pru!mrty be-
longed to him—at No, #45 East Eighty-sec-
ond street—and that was mortgaged to the
full amoun’. §12000. Adler remalned in se-
cluslon after the exposure, and the men in
the comptroller's office, who were to blame
for nct:es:llmr him, allowed the matter to
drop and Adler wag not prosecuted. In
December, 188, Adler represented to David
Keller, a jeweler of John street and Broad-
way, that o friend, Jacob 2. Solomon, de-
rlrmi a mortgage on 4 vajuable hrown-stone
dwelling at No. 31 Enast Eighty-second
street, He s#ald the property was worth
$46,000, on which there was i mortgage of
$10,000. Bolgmon, Adlér sald, wanted an-
nther mortgage of $,00 and Kellor agrecd
to ‘ake it, Before paying the money Keller
arked to see Solomon, who remained in the
bhackground, but Adler, after many excuses,
declined to produce him. Tt was then diz-
covered that Sodlomon did not own the
houge In question and that Belomon and
Adler were one and the same. Adler was
Indieted for attempled grand larceny and
for personating himself aa Solomon, His ar-
rest broke up & ﬁnns of real estnte sharks
in this eity. Adler furnlgshed ball and on
him releaks returned to the Yorkvile court.
There he got Into more trouble and was
held In 81, ball for defrauding a client,
When his cave wis called for trinl he was
misging and hig ball wae forfeited. He flad
to Milwaukee, where he Hved in grand miyle.
1e told a young womun whose acguaintance
he made there that he was o New York
brewer on a vucation and  Induced the
wiman to marry him, Afier he got what
money she had he deserted her. She caused
his arrest and when the Mliwaukee officers
fesrched hix trunk they found forged certifi-
cates for admission to the bar. Adler was
brought back to this city, and on hla plea
of guilty wae gentenced by Rocorder Goff
to two years and ten months, He has stil
elghteen months to serve. Adler I8 belng
sued by wife No, 1, whom he marrled twelve
yoars ago, ¢ ls o respectable woman
and had thought her husband a repurable
business man until his arrest,

the company who threatened to have some
stops talien to have the association's affalrs
placed In the hanids of a recelver, Danger
of such actien has been avolded, A Des
Moines paper containg the following report
of the meeting with the stute auditor:

The ofMcers of the United States Masonic
Benevolent association of Gounell Bluffs were
in the eity. yesterday In conference with
State Auditor McCarthy In regard to the con-
dition of that as=ociation’s affairs. The of-
flcers made a complete report of the prog-
ress which has been made, and the auditor
was greatly pleased to eee that they bad
dine 80 well. They have practically brought
the associntion out from under the shadow o
fullure, which =eemed to overhang It some
time ago, and the chances of the assaciation
oncé more beécoming the largest and best
known fraternal Insurance orgeuization In the
world are very good Indeed. The oflicers
are to be commended for the good work they
hivve done o bullding up the assoelation.

Last year the aseociation found iteell $190,.-
000 behind in the payment of death logses.
The officers realized that an extraordinary
assepsment to meet this deficit would be a
calamity, and go procecded to make a com-
promise with the certificate holders. The
pasociation offered to pay the claimants $100
cagh down for lmmediate expenses and In
addition to this 40 por cent on the fuce value
of thelr certificates, which, by tho way, are
all for $2,500, )

At the conference held with State Auditor
McCarthy yesterday the officers reported that
this compromise had been accopted by the
great majority of certificate holders and that
the way out of the temporary embarras-
ment seemed to be clear. The company last
year pald nearly $200,000 in clalms, and £o0
far this year has pald out over $60.000. A
compromife has been made of everything ex-
cept §63,000. Thie $53.000 Includes a large
number of claims that are fraudulent and
which would not be allewed by .any com-
piny, so that it is easily to be secen that the
organization ls rapidly ®:itting on Its feel
again,

The aessociation has not written any new
businesn for several months because of the
temporary troubles, but they will agaln com-
mence 10 write new Insurance just as soon
as the matter Is all settled up, and that at
the outside will not be more than four
monthe,
