Contrary to the plan outlined Thursday by
the county attorney, the identification of the
records of the treasurer’s office and the
lntrmllllvtlnn of the sahie in evidence, necunpied
all of yesterday morning in the trial of Henry
Holln, ex-city tredsarer, charged with om-
beszlement,

John W, Fend and B. J. Wuolhrlch, Look-
keepers In  the treasurer's office during
Bolln's Incumbeney, ldentifled the letter
press copy books of necounts current rea-
dored to the Board of Education, the origl-
nal rocelpts for money pald  for  llguor
leenwes which had been deposited with the
Fire and Police commiseion by the applls
cants for leenses, and the monthly reporis
rendered by the treasurer to the comptroliar,

Ex-Comptroller Theodore Olsen was cailed
to the sand to ldentify certain monthly re-

porta made by the treasurer to him  As
cumptraller,

Just before the lionr of the noon adjourn-
ment Louly B, Wettling, one of the four ex-
perts employed by the city councll to check
up the books of the treasarer's office, wns
called to the stana, The examination of
thie witness was objected to by the defénxe
on the ground that his name was nob cor-
reotly  gpelled on the Information, The
objection being overraled, the witness test)-

fird as to the exporience he had bad in
checking up accounts ne an  expert aec-
countant. He also testified Lo the
paEsage by the city couneil

of & resolution, anthorizing the employment
of four experts and the subssquent employ-
ment of himself, Charies F. Drexel, J. N.
Wise and George K. RAathbun, He further
testified that Jacob Lauer was present most
of the time as an expert accomtant In the
Interest of tho bhondsmen. The withess sald
he was employed from June 20, 1866, to
Janoary 17, 1868, Mr. Wike was employed
during the same time and Messrs, Drexol
and Rathbun had been employed from the
commencement of the Investigation until Oc¢-
tober 21, 1845,

Mr. Wettling testified that he had made a
pergonal examination of a large number of
books, recelpts, etubs, lleense records, bonds,
coupons, letter books, ordinanee records, war-
runts, ete,, which he named In detall, being
the records of the treasurer's office, for the
purpage of ascerta’ning the condition of the
affuirs of the office on the evening of July
10, 18056, the time when Bolin'a administra-

‘tion of the office ended, and for discovering

the wmount of the shortage, I any.

When court convened in the aftornoon Ex-
pert Waettling described the method ueed
in Keeping the records and books of the
treasurer's office.  He showed how recelpts
and disbursements were recorded, and the
part each kind of rocord played In the whole
ByMlOm,

MRETHODS OF THE EXPERTS.

The witness then described the method
adopted by the experts In checking up the
bovks,  The fired step taken by Lhe experts
wie to check the cash books aguninst the
tax recelpt stubs and the stubg of permits,
ete., Issued by the several eity departments.
After thiv work was completed all other re-
colpta of the office were carefully checked
up for Holln's entire term. The original
warranta rodecmed were then compared with
the entries In the “‘abstruct of warrants'
books. The 1917 bonds and #5712 coupons
which were redeemed and enncelled, were
next compared with the records, Every
ftem of the transfer of funds from special
bond funds to the sinking fund was ex-
amined and verifiod, an were the items of
nocount with Kountze DBros, of New York,
the city's fisoal agency. Bond wiles were
also checked aguinst the ordinances author-
izing the issue of bonds. In a few Instances
it was found that the sale of bonds did not
correspond with entries on the books, In
one cawe the treasurer was charged with
$1.600 for bonde evid for a bond buyer, a
trangaction which did not belong to the of-
fice, and the witnuess corrected the record,

The witness then testifed as to the con-
ditlion In which he found the books of the
tropsurer's office at the end of Bolln's first

QUESTIONED BY THE DEFENSE,

At this polnt the county attorney turnoed
the witness over to the defense for cross-
examination, Mr. West conducted the ex-
amination and elicited from Mr. Wettiing de-
tills as to the places where he was employed
during the seventeen yeurs he was chgaged
B8 & bookkeeper and expert accountant.

After trying, unsuccessfully, to tangle the
wiiness regarding certain small items about
which he testifiod, the attorney uasked the
witness It he had not clufmed that Bolln
wrongfully teok credit ence too often for an
ftem of §77,700, The witness replied that he
did o clalin,

He was then asked If the shortage for
Bolln's firs term would not be decreused by
this amount i the books were taken to be
correct as they stood. To this he replied that
this would not be the came, as this error was
taken into conelderation o computing the
phiortage for the first term,

The witness furiher testified that he was
compelled o rely upcn the bauks In two in-
stances for information regirding certifcates
of deposits. It was the oustom, he sald, for
the oftice to carry checks which had been
entered an cash and afterward “thrown out"
by the banks. The checke were carried
until they were made good In some In-
slances, aud I ponie Instances they were never
pald. Iu some cases corrections were made
In the records of these checks, and In other
cases no correction was made, The witness
Wiy examined at grest leagth on his tes-

Reforring to John Lauer, the sxpert eme
pleyed by Bolln's bhondemen, the witnesn sald
that Laver hud sald, at a meeting betwiken
Hy experts and a oommittee of the bonds-
men, that the Invest'gation had been fairly
and limpartislly conducted,

The dofepre thop attempted to Impesch the
copetency of the withess by arking him It
le hiud not left former placos of smploymaont
becniwe of mistakes made by him In book-
keeping, bt there questions were met hy
flat and polnted negatives from the witness

Thomue Swobs testified to having taken
tharge of the oMce in Juno, 1R85, in the
Interest of Bolln's Hondemen, He ldentified
a lint, made by himeelf, showing the checks,
Uelipe dus bills, eto., which were In the
cash drawer when he took charge, and which
werg cartied as cagh, The witness read in
detail from the memorandum the names and
amoutnts horne on these checky and slips, de-
veloping nothing awide from what appeared
in fall In The Bee at the Ume of the ex-
poKyre,

The total of these

checkn aud slips, which were ocarried as
carh, the witneks found $1.554.23 tn money,

A fire o the Clifton housa this afternoon
caused mueh excltement among the guests
and curlously prevented a sufelde, When
the fire broke out the employes of the hotel
ran from room to room to awaken any of
the guests who might be asleep. In one room
they found J. I, Hustead of Ridge Farm,
111, uneconscious from asphyxiation. He had
turned on all the gas Jetgs and then lald
down on the bed. A letter was found on the
table requesting the hotel clerk to notify J.
A. Fowster, cashier of the Farmers' bank at
Ridge Farm, 1, 111 health was given as
the reason for the deed, He will probably

recover, Tha damuge by the fire was nom-
inal.

Gonoeral Manderon eald: 1 shall
endeavor to have Attorney General Harmon
abandon these sults, because I am con-
vinced that the government cannot expect
successful resulte, and further progress in
the sults means only a wasteful expenditure
on Its part,

“These sults have caused a great amount
of worry and trouble to the owners of farms
throughout the state who are in dally fear

of loging thelr property. To make matters
worpe, the loan and trust companles have
withdrawn thelr loane, not only from lands
involved In the suits, but from hundreds of
thore Involved in no manner In the present
litigetion,

1Nf|s in loaning money on any land granted

to any rallroad company in the United Siates
I8 perfectly groundless and ls causing much
real saffering throughout the state. 1 hon-
ostly belleve the conussquence of this action
on the part of the trust companlies i more
fatal to the welfare of the progress of Ne-
braska than any drouth we ever had.

“Here I8 a letter which Is a fair sample
of many 1 have recelved. 1 wshall present it
to the attorney general In order that he may
know something of the feellng about the
matter In this state, Among other thigge
the writer mays; ‘I doubt If you realize the
great anxiety, worry and busihess trouble
that this very wijust and unreasonable =ult
s cansing. 1 have bean living in county
for the past elghteen years, and am a large
owner of real estate, the ttle of which comes
through your company. Some time ago |
negotinted a loan of $25,000 from a mutual
life insurance company. My title had heen
pusaed upon and the money was ready to be
pald me when this suit was commenced, 1
had anticipated this motey and in reality
spent It, whin I was suddenly confronted
with a communication from the Insgurance
company, to-wit: **As the titles to large
quantities of land coming through the Union
Pacifie, the B, & M, and the Ohleago, Bur-
lington & Qulecy Rallway companies are ns
guiled by the United States, and as the title
in thia cnse, though oot now (nveived In the
gults brought by the United States, has |ts
gource In patents and In conveyancts from
the rallroad companles mentioned, we do ot
fell at liberty, In view of the uncertainty in
relation Lo the possible claime of the United
States a® to other iands having the same
aource of title, to procead further with this
foan nt present.’

“rAe you see, they admit my fand Is not
involved in these suits, but still, inasmuch as
my title comes through your road, they de-
cline to let me have the mocey, being in
deubt if they will be =afe In loaning on any
land granted to any rallroad company in the
United States. 1 regreg to say that I am put
fn a very awkward situation In this matter.
Further, I know of over $125.000 In loano
varying from $1,000 to $5,000 each that are
tied up In this same compaty for the same
reagon as mine' "

All those who knew him while
ho was in this city entertained the highest
regard for him and en all »idées was heard
the earpest hope that none of the injuries
inflicted by him might prove fatal.

Assistant Auditor Frank W. Hills sgid:
“Kennedy must certainly have  been
inmine al the time he tried to
ecommit thin awful deed. He was as fine a
man as I ever knew and would never have
done such a thing had he been In his right
mind. The poor fellow has been suffering
from (11 health for several years, and I pre-
sume his flinese has weakened his mind,

“1 gave Kennedy his first positicn in the
Union Pacific system. ‘That was back in
1883, I think. He came here from New York
City, where he had been a proofreader on a
metropolitan dally. e was engaged as n
stenoerapher at fArst, and later wae pro-
moted to recorder of agents' bonds. In Oc-
tober, 1880, he was promoted to the position
of travellng auditor, He held this until De-
cember 17, 1888, when the Denver & Gulf
rond went out of the Unloa Pacific system.
He was appointed travellug auditor for that
rond, but reslgned hils poasition in 1884 on
account of his falling health, which would no
longer allow him to travel, Since then he
has been In the audiior's oilee of the Gulf &
Denver,

“In this ety he was & member and & regu-
lar attendant of St. Barnabas cbanel. He
was a consglentious fellow, a hoard worker
wnd was liked by those with whom he came
into exntact. He was a consumplive when
he came here, and [ suppome the dissuss hiax
finnlly conguered him."

We have
luborsd earnestly and Industriously to make
corlain the passage of such legislation as we
believed could Lie put through, and have held
out no hepeg to you of any greater results
than will be accomplished by the pussage of
the genate bill, So far us I am concerned, 1
have felt at all thmes that it was my duty to
dlgcourage your expectation of any more
favorable legisiation at the pressnt time,
slthough | have been fully aware that T have
been publicly eritigised by members of your
organization because I did not hold vut to
you promies or encouragement of & much
greater appropriation than there wss any
poesibility of securing under existing condi-
tions. It Is also true that at cne time cer-
taln reported politieal negotintions between
your representatives and the people of some
other states threatened most seriously the
defeat of any leglslition at the present gos-
won of congress, and under the clroum-

I have been writ'mg an article on
the great differcnce of oplifon amopg mans-
kind on almost any glven guestion*

“How much of an edocation have you had,
Morgan?"' was usked, "

“I have o fairly good education,'” he re-
Hed, “1 attended the High schoel at

loomington, 1L, and spent twa years at
the State University of Illinojs.”

“Have you any family?” was the next
question.

“I have a wife and twa children at
gvergreen, 111, but 1 haven't seen them for
slx or seven years, I recelve letters from
them at short Intervalse' .

In reply to questions as to why his family
had mot been living In Omaha with him, he
returned no answer, and indlcated that he
had talked all he ecared to,

Morgan shows little change a» a result of
hia long vonfinement. He s neat and care-
ful about the arrangement of his scanty
tollet and glves no Incllpation of worry or
uneasiness,

HOOVER BAYS LITTLE,

te Hoover, in the 1pom next to
Morgan, disclosed that  individunl In a
solitary cell, with no company except a
few books. The contrast between the two
men 18 great, Morgan ¢ a large man of
fine phyeique and with Indleations of In-
telllgence in his general appearance. Hig
bearing is that of a man confident of the
final outcome of his case. Hoover's ap-
pedarance, on the contrary, I8 that of a
whipped cur, whining and crouching at one's
feet. He war crabbed and surly and looked
nt hig visltor with scared eyes, vouchsafing
no satlsfactory reply to questions beyond
saylng thay he “guessed It would be all
right,”" referring to the actlon of the supremo
pourt in his case. He declined to discuss
his case or to say anything about himse'f.

Hoover stands convicted of the deliberate
murder of his brother-ln-law, Bam DuBols,
Décember 13, last yenr. He was convieted
December 20 and has appealed to the supremo
conrt on several grounds of error and aluo
on the ground that he was temporarily in-
sune and that the presiding judge, Scolt, ex-
cluded evidence tending to prove that con-
dition.

When the denth wateh was removed from
Hoover's coll he was placed In the “ball
pen’ In the wesy wing of the jall at his own
request, but wuas afterward returned to the
solitary cell in the cast wing.

His case wos fully submitted to the su-
preme court and a decislon was confidently
oxpected by his attorney at the last eltting,
but no action was taken by the court,

Now that the dsy fixed by the lower court
for the executicn of these men hag passed,
they are sure of at least 100 dayp of life from
the day of sentence In case the findlog of
the lower court Is not reversed,

If the supreme court refuses to Interfers
it will then remain for the crimipal judge
to eall the prisoners into court and £
gentencg upon them, fxing the day of exe-
eutlon at least 100 days from the day of sen-
tence.
