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ATTACK 1S STILL FEARED|

People of Bulnwayo Consider the Eituation
a4 Extremely Alarming.

NATIVES MAKE A SUSPICIOUS MOVE

—_—

Enemy Hos Left the Clty, hnat Gilves

Slgns of Mischiel to Come—
Alurming Storiey Are
Denled, ‘

———

BULUWAYO, April 10.—So far as the sit-
untlon 1 Improved here over that of yoster-
day it Ix due to the depariure of the ehemmy
wElch hny beon massed to the north of the
town for several days and [from which an
pltiek  hax boon almost hounrly  oxpectel.
Thik movemont, however, brings Httle com-
fort to these In Bolowayo. The exeited mon-
per In which the natives quitted thelr posi-
tions Indleated a confidont purpose of mis-
chief. There le no evidence that they were
alafmed Friday at the demonstration of the
patrol of forty-two men from Buluwayo
agiainst thelr vanguard, Although this van-
guard wag driven back upoh the maln baiy,
the patrol did not dare to place iteelf within
reach of the overwhelming numbers of the
main body. The direction taken by thin
great body of hostile natives after quitting
the position to the mnorih has not boen
lentned. But it s feared the purpose of the
mevement s to try to effect A  Junetion
with the rebels in the Matoppa hilis and thus
siver communleation to the southward. The
rosd runs through the Matoppo hills to the
south of HBuluwayo and 18 n diffoult and
dangerous one for fifty miles from here, ot
wlifch digtanee the road reaches thie Mangwe
pass.  This angular and preatpltons dofile, It
1% felt, must bo held, It is of such a char-
aeter that 1t can well be made impregnablo
agninst the attacks of native warrlors. Bat
for the wame reason, I allowed to get into
the hands of the natives, It would he ex-
trenely difficult and perhaps Impossible to
dislodge them with any foree at present
available. To leave thig jase to the enemy
wonld effoctually cut off the intercourse of
Biluwayo with the outélde world, To hiold
the piss and to patrol the rond betwoeen it
and Buluwayo, measures which are felt lo
Le imperatively nevessary for the snfety of
this place, requires a latge pregortion of the
avialluble foree, less than 1,000 men in Balu-
waya. The threatened movement of the en-
emy upon the line of communieations per-
plexes the autharities with the probiem of how
far they ean further denude Buluwayo of lts
flghting force to guard the road. The lack
of certainty as Lo the whéreabouts und the
frmediate destruction of the great mass of
natives moving so0 near the town cause
much dréead and anxiety,

PROTECTED BY DYNAMITE MINES.

CAPETOWN, Aprll 19 —Advices recelved
here from Buluwayo are thnt the numbers of
the Matabele ardund Buluwayo and threaten-
Ing that place continue to lnerease, =o they
now form a formidable force, AE a moeazure
of defense agalnet the expected nttnek upon
the town dynamite mines have been laid in
the outskirts of the town and in the ground
over which an attacking party wonld neees-
sutlly approach. These mines have been
wired and connected with instruments in the
central langer, which will be the point of
retreat in case of attaek. From (he eentral
loager the ground in which the mines have
been Indd 8 in full view and the mines ean
be exploded by eleetrieity at the moment re-
quired, An explogion at the moment an ad-
vanelng horde of nativen is over the mines
would do tremendous execution among them,

LONDON, April 10.—The officers of the
Chartersd South Africa company here are
persistently representing that the aituation
ft DBuluwayo i® not as serious as repre-
gented in nen-official dispatches and that
the town s not in any real danger. The
Chartered company today announces that it
tearned that the ofclals of Buluwayo ure
confident they ean hold the town and that
the town of Sallebury 1o alge sale and 18
organlzing Its defensive foree.

SUPPLY OF PROVISIONS IS SHORT.

The tone of monofelal dispatehes from
South Africa reflects a contrary tone and
continues to represent the situation st Bulo-
wiayo as blarming, and the condition through-
out Matabeleland as growlng more and more
threatening. KElaborate preparations for de-
fense, indicating ¢ momentary fear of over-
whelming attick, are reporied from Buln-
wayo, and grive apprebensiong exist thore
that communications with the settlements to
the south will be cut off. The supply of
provislions is diminlahing In Buluwayo, In n
censtantly  Increasing ratlo, owlng to the
large number of refugece, and, what Iz more
serjoue, doubtful natives that are coming in.
The dread is abroad smong the white (nhabi-
tants that these natives are hostile Maotabele
ccming under the disguise of friendlies, but
maeditating a treacherons outbreak in co-op-
eration with an attack from without. The
diminishing supplics make the keeplng open
of communication to the south doubly im-
portant, aw it ie from there that supplies for

Buluways must be looked for, Fears
are  entertalued  for  the  s=afely of
the reinforcements now  on  the  way,

and even should these get through to Bulu-
wiyo they are only sufliclent to temporarlly
relleve tha necersity of keeping these roads
open to the pasmsage of the friends of the
people in Bulnwayo,

The Dally News says that military author-
fties consider tho appointment of General
Carrington, British commander at Gihraltar,
who has been ordered to the cane of Gocd
Hope to tnke command of tne British forces
In Matabelelond, ok a measure of precaution,
and that it wil probably be followed by the
dispateh of more troops,

“The War ofMee Is oxcepdingly busy mak-
Ing arrangements,’” the Datly News con-
tinue#, “and Is placing stores In readiness
for being transported. Telograme have boea
sent summoning every officer en furlongh
in Great Hyltain from the Cape to the re-
turn to duty without delay. The milltant
soation of the torles are In active revolt
pyalnst the policy in Afriea of Coloplal Bee-
retary Chamberlain and Governor Sir Her-
cules Robinson of Cape Colony, and they talk
of adjourning the houso oy tne subject.'

The Chronicle (iberal), commenting upon
the eltuation In South Africa, docs not aw-
sume that it I Mr. Chamberlain's policy,
but It gays: “If the government deliberately
fntauds tho subjugation of the Dutch race
in South Africa In revenge for the defeat
of Dr, Jameson it 1s timo that Engllshmen
were up apd dolng' The Chronlelp sug-
gests the formation of a waiehing committes
of leading men,

A digpateh from Mafeking, Cape Colony, o
the Times, says: There l# a native discon-
tent through DBeehsanalond and the adjoining
dintricls, More pollee and  military  are
needed,  Barl Gray hos arranged for o dully
coach service from here to Buluwayo.

The Dally Teléegraph has a dispateh, dated
Buluwayo, Frigey, via Pretoria, which sayw:

Meporis from Coban of Yalanhle Vie-
torles by the Spanish Troops.
HAVANA, April 19.—The Epanish troops
have had an engigtment with ths numorous
forees of the Insurgents, which have been ad-
vaneing westward to attemplt the reilel of
Mageo, and the eMclal reports show a acvere

reverss for the Cubany,

Licwtenant Oolonel Blota, wiih the bhattalion
of Luzon, engaged the Insirgents near Clen-
fueicon In Santa Clara provinee.  The Insur-
gent band was a jarge one, and hot Aghting
pposdily eneusd. The reports ghow that the
Spanfards took the insurgent position by a
brilliant bayonst charge. The enemy lefi
on the fleld elghty killed and carrled off
more than 200 wounded, The amotint of the
Spanish toms I8 not stated In el bot It
s reported thit Oaptaln Laso, a docter, ong
leutonant and elght guerrillas were woundad,

The next news f(rom Plpar del Rio 12
awaited with eager interest, both by the Span-
Ity anthorities and by the sympathizera with
the InMurgents. In splte of the numerous
Instances in which they Tinve been di=ap-
polnted, the government expresses s com-
plete ronfidenes that now thele oparations
againgt Maero are to by crowned with =sue-
cods,  The ecolumnx within or without the
milltary line suth of Mareel have besn
lrgely relnforesd, and the militsry Author-
ities announce thelr intention to fores Maceo
to flght or to come toward the line. The
Mne Vaey consglder mpregnable, and they be-
llove that they will thus entrap Maceo,

Colonel Aldea and the battalion of Valenela
have fought the insurgent® under Lacret and
Collazo at the great Zaptu swamp, the In-
stirgents having twelve killed and carrying
away uumerous  woanded, The insurgent
loader, Junn Sunrsz, and an aide-de-camp of
Lacret, wers among the killed, In both
of the enpgagemonts above reported, several
prizoners were captured, ns well as arma and
ammunition and Important documents,

LONDON, April 20—The Standard’s cor-
reepondent at Madrld says: “Doxpite the
pereistent offiolal denlals, both from Waoh-
ington and Madeld, It 18 now an open eserat
that both govertments have freely discussed
thofr attitude toward each other in the Cuban
affaie.

Spain Abont Ready to Give Its West
Tndian Dependencies Relief,

WAITS ON WEYLER'S RECOMMENDATION

Date for Putting Into Effeot the He-
medinl Mensnres Depends on
Future Conferences with the
Governor-General,

MADRID, Spain, April 10—(New York
World Cablegram—Special  Telegram.)—The
government of Spain has comploted lts prep-
arations for putting Into shupe the contem-
plated colonial reforms, Colonial Minister
Castellnnos asserts, on the lnes traced In
the BIH framed by his predecesvor, Beoor Abars
guza, and pasesd March 12, 1805, But no
definite date Is yot fixed for carrying out the
reforms, The government will cnly declde
upon dates after again consulting General
Weyler, The colonial minister gays that his
frequent interviews lately with Premier Can-
ovas were chiefly regarding statements to be
made in the royal gprech on the meeting of
the Cortea in May, with a view to exhibiting
to the country the real state of affaire In
Cuba, the cost of the campalgn, the inten-
tlone of the cablnet respecting colonial au-
tonomy and the relations existing betwaen the
Madrid government and the Washington gov-
ernment, Much stress will be lald upon the
necessity of continuing the efforts to improve
the const defenses of hoth the mother coun-
try and the colonles, and aof placing the
army and navy on a better footing.

Theke declarations of the minister of the
eolonies are much commented upon. The
Madrid presa, the liberals and the republicins,
freely express the oplilon that the Cuban re-
forms are hot Hkely to he satisfactorily car-
ried out by the conservative party, which hns
always fought them and contributed to the
fatllure of the first and more compreheneive
neme rale bill of 1893, La Epoca and the other
ministerinl organs have heen Instructed to
nay that this evolution of the colonial policy
js not due to American interferénce, but Is
purely spontancons. Anylow, the reforms
conld hardly be put into foree during the
rainy season, which menns n elgnificant de-
sire to giin time by postpunement for sev-
eral months,

It I Interesiing to obeerve how the jdea
i& gaining among all classes that the present
Cuban war will be brought to a clise by
some concessions thnt may lead to honorable
arrangements for the submiesion of the in-
surgents without too apparent mediation or
pressure on the part of the United States
It Jo significant indeed that La Epoca now
admita the feasibility of making extengjve
concosgions to pacify, and that El Imparcial
pays today: ‘It is evident that we must go
heyond the reforms already mentioned.” La
Epoea observes: “The Spanish nation alone
might bargain or not upon the basis of capit-
ulation to put an end to the painful war, but
on the condition that thie would be In ne
wise due to an Incurslon of foreigners in our
affairs."”

All this confirms what General Calleja,
lately the governor general of Cuba, ‘®sid
on returning to Spain when superseded by
General Campos—that foree alone will not
put an end to the present rising.

HOUND BY A PLEDGE TO SPAULDING.

Huwalinn Government Chnnot Act on
the Cable Questlon for n Year.
HONOLULU, April 12.—(Via 8an Franelseo,
April 19, per steamer Gaelle.)—Colonel
Spaulding's friends here are not pleaged
wlith the report of the senate committee on
forelgn relations on the cable bill They
take it for granted that the present congress
I£ not disposed to aid the eompany of which
Spaulding Is the head. The Hawallan gov-
ernment allowed Spaulding eighteen months
in which to launch hig scheme. The option
will not expire for nearly one year, and In
the meantime the handse of this government
are practically tled. No preposition can be
entertalned from any other company. 1I con-
gross should refuse to grant a subsidy to the
New Jersey compuny this government is
asanred that Spaulding will aselgn his con-
tract and option to any company that might
be able to secure the desired aid. Cable sap-
porters here would be glad to have the New
Jersey and New York Cable companics com-
bine, If such a combination would Insure
the boilding of the cable; It has been stated
that congress will not act on the cible ques-

tion unless the Hawallan government opens,

the feld to any Amerlean ecompiny having
approval of the United States congress. In
regard to the foregoing, a cablnet minlster
stated thls morning that much as they would
lke to see the cable built, no offers from
any other company would be congidered until
it was known definltely whether or not con-
gross would ald Spaulding. If the ald was
rofuseéd then they would consider the latier's
optien as ended and other companies would be
dealt with,

Seven Weeks of Rain Makes th

MUCH SICKNES3S AMONG THE EUE

SAN FRANCISCO, April 19.—Tho steamer
Gaelle arrived today from Hong Kong and
Yokohama, vin Honolulua, Owing to the
prevalence of the black plague at Hong Kong
tho steamer was sent to Quarantine lsland,
The cabin passengers, fifty In numbor, wore
allowed to land, bul the 200 stearage passen-
geras were Kepit on board. A cawme of small-
pox developed during the voyage from Yoko-
hama to Honoluluy, and there was a case of
black plague Just before the steamer left
Yokohama, There was no sickness on board
wlhien the steamer arrived today, and, after
the steerage passengers apd thelr baggage
bhave been fumigated, they will probably be
allowed to land.

The plague news from China i@ not alarm-
ing. There s a great deal of gickness among
the Burcpean celany st Heng Kong, but
nothing very serious, It has rained there
constantly for seven weeks and the elty is
In an unhealthy state. A fatnl cattle dis-
eanse hias broken out which has almost rulned
the dalry business. Up to March 20 there
had been 264 cagos of plague in Hong Kong
gince January 1. Most of the south China

(and {gland ports have deeclared a guanantine

againet Hong Kong,

A ctase of plague s reported from Singa-
pore.

The German officers engaged in organizing
and drilling the new Chinese army ot Nin-
king were attacked and badly béaten by a
Chinese maob,

News from Corea states that the Corean
king Is still domileiled at the Ruesian lega-
tion, but that the Russiane are endeavoring
to persuade him to return to his palage. Out-
breaks among the Coreans against the Japan-
ene are &till frequent and a number of Japan-
e3¢ have been killed.

The Gaelle brings nows that Admiral Me-
