Resolutions condemning the Western La-
horer for publishing advertisements of firms
handling goods that were belng boyeottsd
by members of varlous trade unions were
revelved from a local union of brewers. The
recelpt of these caustic resslutions precipl-
tated a discussion that strayed asg far away
from rules of parllamentary order as It did
from the question Involved, Representnotlves
of the striking brewers were present and
asked that the Central Labor union demand
that the publi=ation of the advertisements
In question cease. Bdltor Kennedy of the
Western Laborer wae not pressat and some
membera declared that it was unfalr to him
to procesd In the matter without allowing
him an opportunity to prisent bhis side of
the cpse.

When they expressed a desirs Lo have the
eonurt’s  Instruction  still further elucidated
Bolln and his attornevs, Messra, MeFarland
and West, and County Atthrnesy  Baldrigoe
were notifisd and the Juty was brought bBack
into the ecourt room ut 9 o'elock. The fore-
man  stated that the difficulty had arisen
over the meaning of the word “intont” awm
used In the three instructions, as  they
seomed to conflict and contradidt sach o'her,
According to the Instructions given at the
requesg of the defense “cmbezzlemont means
that the money was secretly and franda-
lently taken with the intent at the time of
defrauding the owner.” The jury was not
Clear upon the point thay Bolln hnd intended
alt the time he approprinted the money be-
longing to the city to permancutly apply it
to his own usea, but might have thought ta
roplace it

Judge Baker held that the mere act of
the appropriation of the funds by Bolin as
A city ofelal proved his intept to defraud
and embexzle, and further Instructed the jury
to the effect that "the word ‘embezzlement’
tmoeans that If any oMelnl eharged with the
colleetion, =afekesping and disbursemoent of
funde of the eity shall convert to his own
uae, or to the use of others, any mongys, or
any part of such moneys, he shall be deemed
in the eye of the law gullty of embegzle-
moent, and the lnw presumes that he did such
seerotly, with the Intont to deframd.'”

The jury was then sent back to its room
amd at a late hour had glven no lodicat.on
that it had agreed upon a verdiel,
