yports were current ag to the towa of life. De-
fore midnight It was known ‘I‘.ml six were
Killed and elghteen ®jured, bt the work of
removing the debris nad proecsdel sa elowly
that the goteral estimate of the killed and
wounded greatly exceeds this auamber. The
bullding geamed to have collupse] i mioh a
manner that the pile of debris was covered
by the tin roof, and after several honrs it
wins found that the only way
victima wae to remove e immense maza of
brick and timber, Accordingly workmen
woere put at it, as many of
work m It. The debrla nas being shoveled
by one force out into stront and Gnto
the rear alley, and all avallable teame were
gecured for anothor foree of men to load
it up and get It out of the way, Thla lx
found to be the only practical menns of rench-
fng those who were on the lower floors. Al
these who had been redeuel have been on the
upper floors, exeopl soime W10 woere thrown
out Into the strect,

A most teuching gcene occurred when Fire-
man Johin MeCarthy found his brother pin-
foned wnder a heavy beam and begging the
men above o kK him. MeCuarthy sald there
were three other men pear him and they
wore alive, The most herole efforts to lib-
erate these sufferers were made up to mid-
night, Herman Nolte, jr., was sitting by a
barber shop pole In an adjoining street when
struck by some debris and suffered a broken
leg and other injurles. Many who suffered
plight Injuries were taken to thelr homes
and their numes cannot be learned. Some of
those who were In the saloons were thrown
out on the stdewalk and suffered =light In-
Juried.  Among them was M. B Healy of
the Alme hotel, He was in Fey's place and
reports that about elghteen or twenty were
In that resort when the bullding went down.
Mr, Drachs beng among the viethms, i fs
probable that It will nover be known how
the pxploslon came about. He had Just been
down i the basement experiment'ng with
the gasoline engine and had poured a barrel
of gawline Into the tank. Among the guests
at the Gibson louse across the street were
the Doston base bull team.

OUCCURRED AT A BUSY TIMBE,

At 8 v'olock toulght the five-story hulld.
Ing, 430 aud 432 Walnut street, between
Fourth and Fith strests, was blown 1o the
ground by an explosion of gasoling. The
shock was so terrifie that it was felt all over
the city and not one brick upon another I8
lef} In the front and rear walls of the buylld-
ing., while the adjacent bulldings are badly
damaged and the glass In the windowe In
the Gibson house and the large Johnson
bullding across the strest (» all  broken,
The glass was hroken vut of wireet cars that
were paselng ot the time and one of the
cars was badly wrecked, but nene of the
Passengers were  eeriously  hurt, Al the
horses Jo the luinedlate nelghbarbhood broke
from thelr fastenings and ran away, and
there was not only intense exclitément, but
the greatest eunlusion,

The exploslon took place four doors from
the litersootion of Bifth and Walnut streets
whers the portoMoe §s located on one side
and Fountaln square op the other. No part
of the clly Is crowded more at that time
of the eveulng, and there were s00n many
thousands of people wbout Fountaln square
and the ypace around the government build-
Ing, while Waluut atreet was  complotely
blockaded. There were at first roports about
fireworks Leélng stored In the building and
also about dynamite and ammunitlon, so that
there were several stampedes In the Im-
mense crowda on the reports about other ex-
ploslons belng likely to follow, Several peo-
ple were alightly hurt In the stampedes,

The ground foor of 432 Walnut street was
necupled by Adolph €. Drachs for a saloon.
Heo owned (bhat part of the buflding sod the
other part wag owned by M, Gollsmith, and
the frat foor of this bullding st 480 Walnut

ASSASSIN WAS A WELL KNOWN AGITATOR

Hnd Twiee Neen Imprisoned for Trens
son, hut on Noth Ocenslons He
Had Deen  Pardoned
by MHis Vietim,

(Cepyrighy, 1684 By Use Assoclited Presa)

TEHERAN, May 4.—It haw Leen definitely
nseerta'ned that the assassin of the late shah
of  Pevsin, Nozir-ed-Din, who was fatally
shot uear the hedrt during the afternoon of
Friday last while entering the Inner part
of the shrine of 8halh Abdul Azin, Is Millah
Reza, a follower of the well known agitator,
Bhelk Jem Alledin, who was exiled In 1861,
aftor having been convieted of high triaron.
Later Reza was al=o Imprisoned for tress o
bt eulisequently he was liberate). Afltor
his release from prison he continued hig nt-
tacks upon the government, was again Im-
prisehed, wae once more exiled and wae
actilly granted a pension by the shah,

In spite of the clemency rhown him, Reza
contiiued his agitation against the govern-
ment, and when warned that he would again
be arrested he suddenly left this eity. He
wis next heard of at Censtantinople by a
police report sent here and ‘vatructlons were
telegraphe! to that elty to have the Perslan
agitator closely watched., Additional reports
frem Constantinople advived the governnat
here that Rezxa waw corresponding  with
Shellke Jom Alledin, There the plans for
the assassination of the shah are belleved to
have been nid. About two monthe agoe Hesza
quietly  left Constantinople and for some
thie all trace of him was Jest. Hut re-
cintly his presence here has boen known to
the pollee authorities o] they are now
biemed for not having ecaused his arrest
They excuse themselves on the ground that
the late shah’s clemency to the assa=sin was
exerciged under the beliel, founded on the
reporte of physiclane, tlhat Reza was of ui-
sound mind and not responsible for his aes
tians, and It was eonesguiitly belleved that
even if he were taken into cugtody once more
he wonld only have been agnin released by
the shah's orders. The police. therefore,
contetited themselves with watching the con-
spliator,

MURDER WAS WELL PLANNED,

Since the arrest for the murder of the
shiah, Reza Nag boen eloesly queationed by the
Judicial nuthorities, At first he professed
to have acted entirely on hig own aceord and
in the interest of his people to whom, he
clalmed, reforms to which they were justly
eptitled bad been refused,  Later, however,
the prisoncr confessed that the a=saksnation
of the shah was the outcome of a deliherately
and lopg-planned conspiracy and that he
(Reza) was chosen to do the deed. He added
that he waited two months for a favorable
chanee to shoot the shah, which confirms the
authorities In the bellef that the conspirucy
was hatched In Constantinople, as it Is ahout
two months since Reza left that city for
Teheran,

The nesassin has also admitted that wpon
minny occasgsions he has succeeded in ap-
proaching the late shah under various dis-
gulsen, but It was net until Friday last in
the mosque of Shah Abdul Azin that he got
near enoueh to fire the fatal shot.

The murderer I8 belleved to have a number
of accomplices, He has already admitted
that elght persona were In the conspiracy.
Two of them who have been arrested nre
the prisoner’'s nieces, They are baoth
domesties, employed until made prleoners
in the harem of the shah. Heed has con-
fersed that the girls Kept the consplritors
Infermed regarding the movements of the
ghult und on Friday morning the chosen as-
eassin was Iinformed that the siah Intended
to visit the shrine of Suwltan Abdul Azin.
Reza then deckded to make another attempt
to get near enough to his majesty to shoot
nt him with no riak of misging his vietim
Finally Reza had Informed the authorities
that he intended to commit sulelde by blow-
Ing aut his brains ag soon ns he was certaln
that be had killed the shah, but, he added,
he was selzed and disarmed before he could
earry out his Intention,

NEW SHAH PROCLATMED,

The enthronement of the new =hah, Muzi-
fer-ed-Din, at Tabriz on Saturday was oe-
complished without any disorder belng re-
corded, and his majesty started soon after-
wiard for the elty to attend the funeral of
hls tather, whose body had been embalmed
and will be interred at Koom,

The now shah has also been proclaimed by
the ehief priest by order of the grand vizier,
who has guaranteed to mainiain order pend-
ing the arrival of his majesty.

Telegrams announcing the allegiance of the
governors, prinees, ministors and officlale are
being recelved from a1l parts of the country

The new shah's elder brother, Mawmoud

Mirza, governor of Ispuban, wuas one of the
first to profess alleglance to the new shah,
No ground has ben found for the report
taat Masgoud Mirza was In apy way cop-
nected with the futal conwvpirncy. He sent
a socond telegram of congratulation to the
shah wpon being notified that he is con-
firmed as governoer of Ispahan,

The grand vizler has also been confirined
and with the exesption of some disturbences
on the part ef the troops st Shirsz, who
aiked for thelr arrears of pay, there has
been no digorder and none s apprehonded,
The prisoner later made a further woonfes-

sion admitting that conspirators  had  alsc
planned to murder the geand vizier. It is
also balieved that the plot was much more

wilespread than Reza even now admits and
that scme time mugt clapse betore all the
facts In the case are made vublie,
