VEST AND COCKRELL SPEAK FOR SILVER

votoe of 61 to & the sonate todey Inaugerated
an Investigaticn to be conducted by the neg-
ate committee on finance Into the facts and
clrenmnstancen connected with the msale of
Ueited Siates bonds by the seéretary of the
treasity during the last three years. The
eli alverss votes were cast by Senntors Cafl-
fory of Lomislana, Faulkoer of West Vir-
ginia, Gray of Delaware, Hill of New York,
Mitehell of Wisconsin and Palmer of 1ilinols,
All demdcrits. The fesauticn directing the
Investivation Is very explicit.

The bond remolutlon came up Immedately
after the morning business and Mr, Palmer,
demcerat of Ulinols, took tho flor.

PALMER IN OPPOS{TION,

T oppose thig resolution,” sald he, *be-
cause I regard 1t as an MNegitimate means
of procuriing materinl to affect and Inflame
the publin mind.*  The ssnator went on to
say that he did pot suppose nny senntor, ex-
copt piesibily the senuator from South Dakota
(Pettigrew) queationed the Integeity of the
macretnry of the treasury, The socrotary's
Judgment porhapa might be dlsputed, ths
correctness of his acts might be questioned;
but thero was no question of Integrity in-
vulvesd, Mr. Palmer reviewed the platform
utteranes of the parties, citing the old aduge
“the world do move.” Mr, Palmer sald the
Qountry had moved since the platform declar-
ation of 1802 and ft was evident that the
financinl planks made at Minneapolis and Chi-
cago were nol eatisfactory to the people In

the coming electicns, In montioning Mr,
Cleveland's return to the white house in
1802, Mr, Palmer sald the president had

ealled to s ald that able statesmen, *‘that
pure and honest man, Johkn G, Carilsle.'
Palmor reforred to the cowardice of candi-
dates for the presidency and for congress
in not being specifie In thelr financial views,
and in‘this copnectlon the esuator had an
artiele read from the desk arralgning Gov-
ernor MeKinley for his “Janus-faced atti-
tude'” on finance, A yer,” added Mr
Talmer, “all Indications point to the fact
thut the subject of that eriticism will be the
Fepublican enndidate for the presidency.

A senator acress the aisle whispered to
Mr. Palmer the substance of the bulletina
from the Iidlanapolls canvention, whoreupon
Mr. Palmer ndded: “In fact 1 undenstand
that the opasition to hlm has broken down.”

Mr, Palmer waa spesdily drawn Into 4 hot
ceolloquy with the two Missourl senators,
Mr. Vest and Mr. Cockrell. The former
wanted to know what Mr. Palmer meant by
“snap conventions favoring silver.'”

“I mean,' replled Mr. Palmer, *“the con-

ventlons held last yeur In Missourl and
1linois,*”
“What wna the ‘snap’  foaturs of the

IMlinoly conventlon?"

“An unnecessary convention ls a ‘soap’
convention,!”” declarsd Mr, Palmer.

These convenllons were called to eommit
the demoeracy in advance to the free silver
dogma.**

COUKRBELL DEFENDS MISSOURI,

Mr. Cockrell anpswered sharply that the
Minsuorl convention was one of the most
ropresentative gatherings ever held. It was

called hoeanse the democracy was belog mis-
represented and an attempt made to commit
it to geld,

Mr. Vest declared thot the Missouri con-
ventlon wius a rosponss to the peuple.  *"The
people lead,” addad Mr, Vest, “the people
gssemble conventions, and any man who
atops them will be erusled.  Manhood and
decency will no lohger permit us to stand
here anid be accused of advoeating ‘unsound

money' and of asaembling ‘snap  conven-
tlons.' ™
At thig point Mr. Vost branched into a

gonsational recltal of peraonnl history. He
spoke of the order just made publie by which
this odministration extended elvil service.
It was one of (he tonela of thls school that
the patromage of the government shad not
bo used to influence politles.

Mr. Vest went on to telk of the president’s
removal of United Btates Distriet Attorney
Benton of Mimsourl. When Mr. Vest first
read this announcement he immedistely
started for Wasbington and asked “'hls ex-
sellency” what had led to the perpotration of
this oulrage, the removal of 4 man of un-
impeachabls  charscter and ability. The
president brought out a newspaper para-
graph charging Colonel Benten with per-
niedous activity. Mr. Vest had shown the
sharges to be wofounded and the president

wias Just enough o revoke the ordar after
piving to the public a letter apenly lecturihg
Colonel Benton again® any participation n
poidtien while srving Lhe government.

Mr. Cockrell Interrupted at this point to
oek aw to the resont Miohigan democratio
convontion at Detrolt declaring that fedoral
officers had gone there ax delegates Instruoted
for wilver and had voted against aiiver

Mr. Vest, proceeding, sald he referred to
e prealdent's  Iettor 1o Colonel Benton
against “dabbling’’ In polities, Decawms (his
administration had of lats given ts whole
InMuence and powsr to Mfluence the political
sentiment of the people, to Influence these
wo-onlleld “snap’” conventions

Mr, Vest referred to the Nehraska conven-
tinn, whera, he said, ofMce lolders, postmas-
ters, collectars of Internal  revenue, their
lutigh Biled with the alr which ecame from
the tressury, wors in eontrel. The senator
mpoke of cabinet officera speaking abont the
vountry, and addod that he had “not heard
a whisper of oriticlem from his excelleney.”

Mr. Vent next turned his attention to the
recont Michigan democratle state eonventlon,
reading from an artlele written by one of
the delegates who had participated In “that
shameiul scene,” The article detalled the
action of “"backsliders and trattora’ who had
been Instructed for sallver and voted agalnst
It. Tho senator sald he had many letters
from men of Bigh stending detalling the eir-
cumstances of the Michigan econvention as a
“shame and disgrace to American publie

life.'"
WHERE VEST STANDS.

After further denunciation of the Influonces
brought to bear on conventions Mr. Vest
closed with a startling declaration as to hia
aown pomtion.

I am a delegatoe to the national conven:
tion,"” sald he, “an unwilling delegate chosen
by my people, and 1 merve ootlee now that
If that convention at Chleago s to be mado
up of oMechollera to stiMe and preveut the
oxpronsion of the will of the people, then it
I* no democratle convention to me. The
lomooratie party is the party of honorable
oxprossglan, not of federal patronage.”’

Mr., Vest's cloaing worda were made with
his characterintic vizor and explosivencas,
Mr. Hill at once took the floor to close his
speech In opposition to the bond resolution,
Hy this time the gullorles wers erowded In
antlelpation of the final vote on the boad
resolution set for 4 o'clock. Mr, HiIl re.
ferred samilingly to the recent speeches as a
“prelude’ o the democratie national con-
vention, ""As to ‘snap’ eonventlons, how-
ever,” procceded Mr. HIIL, T appeal to sen-
wtors to let me mpeak as an expert.'

The HNlowis and Missourl conventions had
not been snap conventions, They had been
regularly called by the regular officers of
the party. Mr. I4ll closed with a reference
to the surfeit of Investigationa threatened
by the precedont the sonate was ahout to
make, Mr. Hill said he expected to be over-
rulden, He had performed what he regarded
as a duty to oMelals whom he had not helped
to put in power. The Investigation might be
justly eonducted, wet this siiver question
warped men's mhvls and made them hate
each other. He had stood alone before and
eould do so agaln.

“1 have performed a doty,” he concluded,
“and with that I am content.”

HILL HAS FIVE FRIENDS,

Mr. Hill closed at 4 o'clock and voting be-
gan at once, after Mr. Lindsay, demograt of
Kentucky, had offerod and then withdrawn
an amendment striking out the third section.
There was keen Interesy In the progress of
the wvolte, although the result was a fore-

The endorsement of the gubernatorial can-
Midacy of Jack MacColl by the Yoong Repub-
lioans' Thurston club Wednesday night was
the fimt outward exprogsion of the favor with
whicth a latge proportion of the Douglas
eounty republicans regard the Dawsgon county
man. The fact that the resolutions en-
dorsing MacColl were passed without a dis-
senting vote and by a club’ which includes
among Its memberm about 150 of the most
active young republloans of the clity, (ndl-
cates that this sentiment Is likely to cut a
wide swath in the aspiratdons of other can-
didates who have relied on Douglas county
mupport,

It iIs well unflerstood alko that this is not
the anly political organization in this county
thut s huwtling for MacColl,  More than a
month ago a meeting was held which In-
cluded thie politiclans from the country pre-
tinets anil a pumiber of Omiha leaders
There wers over 200 voters present, and
when a straw vote was taken it disclomed
three men who expressed a preferetioe for
Droateh. While preferences waore divided, a
large majority favored the man from LDaw-
gon, The opposition to Broutch has been
materially alded by the desperate offorts of
Broatelh to foree lccal workers Into his line
of march. Facts have leaked out in regard
to several (nstances where the executive
whip waa usadl.

Some tme ago Droatch was told that Fred
Anderson, who i a bookkeeper In the eity
treasurer’s office, was not on his side of the
fenoe. Broateh Immediately went to Treas-
urer Bdwards and demanded that Anderson
ghould be whipped Into line., Edwardas re-
fused to coeree his employes sl a day or
two after the threat camoe from  Sources
plose to Broatoh that an ordinance doubling

Bdwards® bond was to be pusted through
the ocouncil, Put so far Anderson s still
holdirsg  his  Joh. The only satisfaction

Droateh and his followers obtained was when
Kennard succesded in getting an ordinance
through the council which purported to
“oqualiza® thoe salaries in the treasurer’s
oMice. Tt may he notieed that thi= ordinance
made n reduction in the salaries of Ander-
son and one or two othier employes whose
fidelity to Broatch was doubled and In-
erepced the salaries of others, whom It was
Eelleved could be relied on to talie off thelr
conte and work for hia Intorests,

Deptity Sheriff John Lewls is another man
whosa support was demonded by Hroateh.
Johpn has not been conspleuous b Broatch's
caompaign and recently he was given a hunch
that If he did not get into line very soon
there would be a vacancy at his desk, This
was altogether the wrong sort of a pre
seription to effect a cure In Lowls' eade
and he promptly gave It out cold that if that
was the sort of a game that was to he
played he held a few tromps of his own. It
oocura that Lewls has several warm fricods
who have bewn among Broateh's most ardent
supporters,  Sinee the effort to  Intimldate
Lewla they have Jumped out of the band
wagon and are openly glving aid and comfort
to his ndversaries

A fair sample of the Broaich tactics Is in
evidence In the ity hall these hot days.

Jans Larsen, n barkeeper In a saloon vear
the corvoar of Seventh and Masin atreata,
stated that he bagd known Hansen siace he
arrivied In the city over elght years ago,
He was a bachelor and had made a living
by dovig odd Jobs around the elty, Durlng
the latter part of January Hoansen had been
on a prolonged spree and doring his Ioeid
intervals had appeared half demented. 1le
had the reputaticon of being an heneat, hard
working man with the excaptions of poriods
when he wns addicted to drink, At these
times he woas not rezponsible for his actions,
Lareen was of the opinfon  that ha had
drowned himself in the river. Hansen ‘a
gaid to have relatives still flving in the old
eountry. His money and clothing has becn
turned over to the police.
