At the ruins of the furniture factory, at
Sounlard and Brondway, a larzo elty gnng
is at work clearing the streets, Ita efforis
are supplemented by those of a crowd of
volunteers who labtred with the expectation
of recovering the body of Charles Hergest,
4 deiver for the concern, which Is suppozed
to be still In the ruing,  Around Lafayette
park, oast, west, north and south, the
nvmber of ruined houses Is leglon. Chim-
neys are being robullt, miesing roofz re-
placed by tarpaulins, walls patched and
roums cleaned. Home persons have got as
far as putting in window panes, bot they
are few. Some of the street rallway lines
that suffered from the storm have resumed
operations, and are hesieged by Immense
crowds of sightaeers vigiting the ruins. The
remaining lines will be In shape for service
next woek. The magnitude of the eity's
misfortune in losing the city hospital 8 be-
coming more apparent daily. Only aciual
experience In attempting to care for the
unfottunates made doubly homelesa by the
storm has brought out the full extent of the
calamity, The work of bullding a new hos-
pital will be begun at once.

STRANGERS IN THE CITY,

The storm has attracied to St. Louls an
enormous crowd. The strects are thronged
with strangers night and day, The hotels
are taxed to thelr utmost capuclty to care for
their guests, Some of the hig downtown
hostelrien have had w put cots in  the
mand. For the past three days all the rail-
rooms to accommodute the extraordinary de-
road tralns Into 8t. Louls from every direc-
tion have been loaded to the guards with the
pussengers, Unjon statlon fa jammed con-
ptantly with & moving, eager, rostless maes
‘of humanity. In the rush of visltora there
are aboul as mapy women as men. Ap-
parently all the towns within a mi'e radlus of
100 miles of St. Louls have emptied their
populations here and thoumands have come
from far beyond that Hmit. Most of the
atrangers are drawn here by morbid ou-
rlosity, but many of them came to look after
relatives and friends, »

The devastated dlstriet In St. Loule han a
peculiar fascination for visitors. Theousands
of them throng the Lafayette park region
and really impede the work of rescue and
repair by crowding the wrecked bulldings
and eclimbing over the tottering walls and
heaps of debris that the rescuers really fear
te appronch top near,

The scene throughout the wrecked Jdistrict
Inst night was a pecullarly weird and dread-
ful one. Up to 10 o'clock It was uwnbruken
darkness, save here and there where a dim
Inmp sent falnt gleams outward, indlcat-
Ing the few houses which had not suffered
to such an extent as to be uninhabltable,

These seamed but to accentuate the gloom |
of the surroundings. Constantly passing tu"

and fro were shadowy forms, sometimes
alone, but more often In twos and indicat-
ing thelr progress could sometimes be heard

endd of the mllitia. Natlonal gusrds
Lo the number of 1600 men  were

patrolling the distrier bounded by Chotean
and Geyer aveous from Grand aveaue to the
river, They had recelved explicit orders to
halt overy one they met to demand explana-
tlons of thelr presence on the streets, and
if these were not entirely satlefactory wand
above susplelon they were to arrest the sus-
pecls. In the event of resistance they were
to use thelr rifles firat agd If they would
nat then move to use cartrldges. The de-
mennor and determipation of these militia-
men was encouraging. It was evident they
folt the responsibility which devolved npon
them and they were determined Lo prove
warthy of their trusts, Every nook which
might prove the hiding placo of those on
evil misslon bent was minutely examined,
and it would have gone hard with any one
caught committing a orime,

A lurge number of hard looklng char-
agters with appearances against them were
bhaulted and given explicit orders to move

on.
RESCUERS SEEK RIEST.

In passing the more noticesble wrecks a
most upcanny fesling came over one that
It might yet be the funocral pyre of somo
unfortunate whose life had been crushed
out. Rellef und rescue work had been en-
tively suppended and even relatives of per-
gong for good reasons supposed to be under
some particular chaotle mass had gone to
gome hospltable roof to seck rest afler the
fatigie of the dreadiul day.

AN who had a room habitable had freely
offered ft to the poor outeasts. Rank and
wtation were entirely forgotten, sach remem-
bering that he was but a member of the
great buman famlly, Vacant houses waere
thrown open, and cots and bedding furnished
by nelghbors,

The frequent rapping of night sticks in-
dicated the presence of the regular police,
whose numbers had been Increased as far us
possible consistent with the adequate pro-
teotion of the ba ance of the city. The two
elements of protection were on very good
terms, stopplog whenever Lhey mel and ex-
changlng reporis and advice.  The pollce
betng the more acoustomed to such dutles,

One Batimnte Which-Nrings Down the
Totnl to Under Flve Million.
8T. LOUIS, May 80.—The Post-Dispateh
this afterpoon prints A statement wihleh very
materially moidifies all provious eatlmites of

o aggregate losa, The article sayo:

“No estimate of the financinl loss suatained
by thils clity from the storm approaches the
correct flgure mearer than several milllons
can be prepared for at least o weak, but L
ip wlready evident that representationo of
losts equalling and gom®iimes exceeding $50,-
000,000 wre as unfounded upon fact as the
reports printed by many forcign papers that
the loss of life would reach thousands, Thase
statementa made In the midst of the welrd
and imperfeet Impressions of the nlght of
the storm and the succelding day might
temporarily be allowed to pass uncuallenged,
but now that St. Louls has partlilly recov-
ered Ity composura and set Itsplf to the task
of resteratlon exoggerstion @hould be don2
away with and measures of relief fitied to
actual conditions,

“With thig end In view, the judgment and
advice of prominent eltizens with both knowl-
ofdga and experience In such matiers have
beittn seught and oblained with the result
that tha enormous total heretofors sel up
has scaled down to a more probable aggre-
gate.  Very carsful consideration of faets and
flzurco justifies the ass=artion Imat the hitherto
goncrally accepted figure, 350,000,000, must
ba divided by five to glve the maximum loss
sustalned. In fact, conservative and well
informed businsss men regard §5,000,000 as
belng nearsr the proper smount.

“In arriving at thls concluzlon all the
hoaviest losass have been consldered and the
figures have been obinined from prrsoie in
peEsession, In almost every instance, of sgpe-
cltl knowledge, The following is a tabla of
The principnl loesea;

To this, however, must be added
the damage done to the residence property
throughout the eity, which, while It will be
very large, cannot In the nature of the case
amount to as much as that done to business
property, as shown above.

“Viewing the sltuation In this light, It
will bo seen that $10,000,000 should be nmple
to cover the actual property damage. This
estimate hns not inecluded the loss and dam-
age to furniture. This will never be known.
The groaler part of the damaged furnliturs
will be repaired and made to suMce, Hipe-
clally will this be true in the homes of the
poorer clasgen. On the whole, while the loss
will he enormous, it will fall mostly upon
labor to replace it, a condition not without ite
fnnquruemml for the prevention of suffer-
ng."

During last night three persons
taken from the Tremont house ruins, They
wero only slightly injurcd, but  terribly
frightensd. Many dead bodies are thought
to be In the ruing of the Tremont house
and as some have besn taken out alive the
pearch for the othera is progresving more
rapidly in the hope that others in the rulns
are wtill allve and can be saved,

The burlal of bedles still eontinues and
every kind of a vehlele in which a coffin can
ba placed (s being used Lo earry the hodies
to the cemeteries. The bodies of all the
clerks In the Vandalla freight house have
been removed from the roing,

In the opinion of Mayor Bader the total
loss of property in Hast St, Loula will nnt
exceed $2,000,000, while 1t 18 true that It will
take more thap that sum to replate the
bulldings destroyed.

John A. Lawe is npt one of those who estimate
the damage of the storm as lght and who
thinka that 8t, Louis |s amply able to relleve

the distress unaided.

Mr, Le¢ hos gone carefully over the
wrecked districts with Chief of Pollee Harrl-
gan and examined the conditions - closely and
intelligently. He sald this mornlng:

“1 think the foolish false pride which has
prompted the argument that St Louls needs
no outside ald and can take care of her own
Qistress and ruin ls we!ll deserviog of gen-
eral denupclation, The men who have an-
nounced that we need no outside aid do oot
know or appreciate the gravity of the situa-
tion and represent only their own well fed,
comfortable and well housed personal views.

“I have very thoroughly explored (he
ruined districts with the chiet of police and
