HIEAVY TRAINS COLLIDE FORL FUN,

Hend-End Collision at Columbus, 0O,
to Enferinin a Crowd,
COLUMBUE, 0., May 31L.—The 10,000 p2-
ple who gathered at Duckeys park, on the
Columbusg, Hocking Valley & Toledo rall-
road, yesterday afternoon, have n pretty
well defined ldeq of a rallroad eollision.
Two forty-ton locomotives, to each of which
were attached three conl cars and a ca-
boose, were run together at a speed of
forty miles an hour. As one of the engines
was a 1ttle faster than the other prelim-
Inary trials of speed were made to be sure
to bring the collslon at a eertaln polnt,
The engine, . W. Fisher, was sturted
2,000 fest south of the point of meeting and
the Al Strecter 3,000 feet north. The en-
gines were started on the main track and
ran together on a slding at the pnrk. Both
ongines were started at the same time,
the engineers jumping after opening the
throttles. The collision occurred at 4:10 p.
m., the engines meeting within about 100
feot of the calculated polnt. “The Immense
erowd was sllent with awe as the engines
steamed inlo aight, each running at the
rate of forty miles an hour. There war a
tateific crash and a roar of escaplng steam
as the englnes ecame together and thay
reared up in the air. The c¢ars behind
them were telescoped, but the cabooses wore
only partly wrecked. As the eclouds of dust
nnd steam obscured the wreek there wns a
tremendous shout; then when the escaping
steam eubsided the people clambered over
the wreckage and every loose bit of Iron
that could be found was carried away as
& relle. Both engines were a complete
wreck. Kinetoscople views of the collislon
were taken by New York experts. The
only thing to mar the success of the affair
was the accident to T. C. Peck, chlef elerk
In the general paesenger office of the Hock-
Ing Valley. A flying bolt struck him on the

right leg below the knee, breaking the
bone. A plece of iron alsoe punectured his
thigh. He was brought to the city on a

special train.
