TOOK HIS MONEY,

Mr., Culbertson Badly Treated by
Thieven nt Onawa.

H. M. Culbertson, a travellng salesman
for 8St. Johin & Gllinsky, was the victim of
a highly sensational highway robbery that
occurred at Onawa last Saturday night,

Mr, Culbertson had been out on the road
during the week, made a number of collee-
tions, and had $£261 in bills safely, as he
thought, etowed away in a blg pocketbook
in his inside pocket. He arrived in Onawa
early in the evening, and, after transacting
some business, started to catch a late train,
As he neared the depot and was passing
along & dark street he heard the whistle of
the incoming train. He started on a run
and ran (nto the arms of two men., One
of them caught him and threw him into a
mud hole pear the side of the street. The
mud was deep and Mr. Culbertson landed
in a pool of water that threatened to sub-
merge him) One of the men caught his
right band and beld it. Mr. Culbertson was
compelled to make good use of his other
band in keeping his head above water,
While the smaller of the robbers was hold-
ing Mr. Culbertson in the mud the other
ran a hand into his pocket and seized his
pocketbook and the two men disappeared
into the darkness.

Mr. Culbertson at once summoned help
and a number of citizens and the town mar-
shal joined In the pursuit. The searching
party found the two men bhiding in a box
car, They were taken out and started to
the town jall, On the way up, with a half
doren men guarding him, the larger of the
robbers sald “Good night, gentlemen,” and
took a side shoot and disappeared. The
smaller of the thleves was hurried to the
lockup and the searching party, reloforced,
started out for the blg game. About mid-
pight the robber was found in a box car
fn hiding and was placed under arrest.
He remonstrated against going to the cala-

CAUSING A BITTER FIGHT

Petition, |

HEARING NOW ON BZFORE JUDGE SMITH

Testimony Megarding the Affalrs of
the United States Masonle Henevo-
lent Associantion and Applicant's
Connection Therewith,

There s plenty of Bilter feeling between

the oppoxing forces in the applleation of
George J. Craune for the appointment of &
receiver for the United States Masanic

Benevolent assoclation, now on for a hear-
Ing before Judge Smith, The feeling
cropped out early in the procesdings yester-
day. Attorney Shea, on behall of Crane,
attacked the association in a bitter speech,
in which he accused the officers with hav.
ing misused and misappropriated the funds
of the association. He charged grosa mis-
management, and predicted final ruin and
further losa of the funds of the association.

Attorney Burke, representing the associa-
tion. replied, and pointedly expressed tils |
opinion of the man and the motives behind

the amction against the assotiation. He
charged that Crane was sctuated by malice.
After he had been discharged e manager

of ageticles for the company, Crane, €0
Mr. Burke charged, retained some of the
stationery of the assoclation, and later

went to J. . Mitchell, the present treasurer
of the assoclation and demanded $2.000 as
the price of his silence, saying he would, if
réfused, publish the association In the
papers and apply for a receiver. He wik
refused, and tried to secure the publication
of a false article in one of the Omaha
papers, and failing in this, secured its pub-
lieation in a Des Moines paper.

Mr. DBurke charged that a sample of
Crane’'s work was the insuring of a dying
man for the benefit of his Masonic lodge,
with the understanding that he was to re-
celve half the insurance. “There 1 a color
in the cheeks indieative of health and vi-
tality,”” sald Burke, “but there Is also |
another pinkness, which fs indicative only
of digsase and death. Whiatever appearances
may bave been there never was and never |
will be any sitality in the membership any
Insurance company may ever secure through
the efforts of George J. Crane, anywhere on
the face of the earth.”

“That's not so,”' shouted Crane from a
back seat.

Burke sucld that Crane had done an fir-
reparable infury to the gssociation by the

mere fillng of such a sult, and charged
that Crane knew this and that the suit |
wns begun for this purpose solely. He said 1

that Crane wias not Snancially or morally |

responsible, and the most that could be
done was to try to have him punished, as
nothing could be collected from him if a
verdict for damages were obtained. Mr.
Burke also sald that Crane had been dis-
charged by the association for doing things
that he should not have done.

The opening firing between the attorneys
was not concluded wuntil noon and in the
afternoon the tsking of testimony coin-
meneed, J. E. Hichardson, secretary of
the company, was on the stand all the
afternocn and will continue his testimuny
today. Mr. Richardson’s testimony was
statistical, for the ‘most part, being in e
pnature of a verification of the published ic-
ports of the asscclation, made public from
time to time.:

Mr. Shea took up the clreular letter whick
was issued by the uwesoclation under dall
of May 21 last and sought to have adll-
tional light on the figures shown in the
report. Mr. Richardeon explained the dif-
ferent statements of the financlal conditiou
of the company and fully verified the show-
ing made in the circular. On the guestion
of the guaranty fund notes Mr. Richardson
explained that the notes were put in e
assets at thelr face value and that Inter-
est was not computed in the published
statement, Mr. Shea asked if a member's
note was still listed as an asset after the
member had lapsed, and Mr. Richardson
said the notes were considered as assets
until an unsuccessful effort had been made
to collect them.

“Ig {t true that you tried to collect on

some notes of this kind in Nebraska and
Richardson replied that such was not the
CaAse.
The cash assets of the assoclation, Mr.
Richardson explained in answer to a ques-
tion, consisted of cash on hand in the vari-
ous banks in Council Bluffs and $1.000
that was deposited with the insurance de-
partment in the state of Missouri, in com-
plience with the laws of that state. On
the question of the death claime, Mr. Rich-
ardson testified that the claims sinee Janu-
ary 1, 1805, reported as pettled, bad not
been pald, that most of them had been
compromised for 40 cents or &bout that on
the dollar. Some claims had been settled
for & lese sum, but these were clalms that
wore not considered strictly legal

Mr. Richardson testified that the aseocla-
tion had pald out In sctual cash in death
Jossce 1n 1885 about $170,000. Bince January
1, of the present year, lo June 8§, the asso-
elation had pald out $82,200 in losses. In
sowe of the claims a settlement had been
made, and a partial payment made. In
guch cases the losses pald were reported as
only the part paid, and that the delerred
parments were not a llability of the asso-
ciation, as the settlements bad been made
eon n wrilten sgreement that the deferred
paeyments would not be made untl]l usscsse-
ments had been made for that purpose.

Mr. Shea wanted to know how many &s-
gesaments would be necessary o wipe out
the apsroved claims, and Mr. Richardson
replled that he thought all claims that had
been allowed by the board of directors could
be paid by two assessments.

On the question of outstandiog claims, Mr.
Hichardson stated that the amount w==
$93.750. Of this amount, $15000 was due
on May 1, $37.000 was for claims renarted

and not adjusted, and #1750 wes for
clalms resisted and not settled.
The question of the salary of F. H.

Brown was taken up.  Mr. Richardson tes-
11he4 that Mr. Brown's salary in 1585 was
$2,600, Ipstead of $25,000, as had been
claimed by some of the enemies af the as-
soclation. There was also $1.000 a month
set aside for field work, as was customary
with all companles.

The case will be on trial for several days.

to furnish you with ample
proof that this request s founded upon
facts, not malice. We further ask you 10
appoint & commissioner that will not mis-
treat us as men, and will not ask more
than we can do for m day's work.”

The - petition s signed by about forty
workingmen and le officially endorsed by
the Workingmen's Friendly club, The mat-
ter bhas been turned over to the committee
of the whole for investigation.

The workingmen charge that Commis-
ploner Morris has been entirely too mevere
and arbitcary in his treatment of the men
whom he has employed, and that he bus
discharged good men who were in sad need
of employment szlely for the purpose of
glving work 1o some of his favorites, and
that he has kept somé men at work every
day who did not need the work, to the ex-
¢lusion of others who had families on their
hands suffering for the necessaries of life.

Commiesioner Morriz talks very plainly
about the matter, and declares that he has
no defense, to make for eny officlal sct of
hiz ndministration. He says he hae no fa-
vorites except the taxparers, and that it in
his eforts to protect these that have se-
cured him the enmity of & number of work-
fng men. He save he has not discharged
a single man but for cause, and good cause.

111.; thet they had been working on a farm
at Storm Lake, and although they had
money, they thought to save it and beat
thelr way home. At Fort Dodge a man got
on with them named Hewling., from this
eity, and as the train slowed up at Carbon
Junction a number of tramps jumped on with
them. When near this city the tramps
began to quarrel and Adcock heard a shot
from the middle of the platform.
