treasurer.

Wilile this year's sessfon s held at the
extreme wesiorn boundary of the territopry
covered by the order, a very large attens-
anee s auticlpated, The local commit-
tevs ot Denver have mmle every arrange-
ment that cun add to the pleasure of thelr
Enests, und the delegates Jook forward to
their sojourn there with more than the op-
dinary enthusiasm.  The counecll will con
vene Jane 10, and In the evenirge the visit-
Ing delegates will be tendered a reception
ot the Broadway thenter, On the evening
of the following day theore will be a grand
slrect parade, ending at the city park, where
a band conecert will be given.  On the sue-
cepding days varlous pleasure excuirslons to
the many points of Interest surrounding
Denver will sorve to relleve the monotony of
the business procesdings.
