The law under which this
company will be incorporated §g stringent
and affords every siafeguard, protecting all
interests. All persons insured become mem
bers of the company. The intrgduction of
capital loto the insurance business is a
modern fdea, as the oldest and largest com-
panles in the world today are conducted on
the mutual plan, which is that all benefits
beleng to the contributors,

<, J. Green reviewed at length the causes
of buglness depression and the changes In
our svstem that will be necessary to bring
ahout a revival of our monufacturing in-
dustries. He quoted statisties and history to
show that the present depression is no new
experience in the country, but that there
have been several perlods when business has
suffered as much or even more than during
the past three years. In every case these
periods of commeéercinl disaster have fol-
lowed cloge upon the adoption of low tarilf
laws, wlich have flooded the country with
the products of cheap foreign labor, and
have closed American factories. From that
the speaker drew the conclusion that among
