WHALERS' DESPERATE TRAMP.

The five whalers who desertod their slilps
In winter quarters at Herschel island sue-
ceeded In reaching the gold mines of the
Yukon. They staggered into Circle City,
after having tramped for nearly a manth
over the mountaing snd trackless snowy
wasdes of the Arctic. The five were Ander-
won, Hae, Schultz, Jorgensen and Watson,
The story of their harduhips in crossing the
unknown northern part of the Slaskan terrl-
tory, says the San Francisen Examiner, was
brought down from the uerth by the minors
who relurned from the Yuaon en the Bertha.

When they escaped from thelr pursiters
they were undecided abou! venturing luto
the barrin country that lay between them
anil the gold fields. For a day or two they
remained in camp, deliberating on a plan
of action. While thus engaged a deer atum-
bled &lmost on top of them. Two or three
riftes cracked and the animal fell, It mean
A faler supply of meat to begin the journey
with and it declded the guestion. As soon
as the carcass bad been cut up and each
man had shouldered 2s much of the meat
as he could carry the deserters atarted for
the Yukon.

It wan almost in the middle of an artle
winter and the men had nearly 00 miles
to travel to reach thelr goal If they went
in a direct line, Over mountain ridges and
gloclers they tramred and made falrly good
progress (or & woek., Then they were caught
in a bllzgzard that provemted any traveling
for a week, The cold was Intense and the
men burrowed In the snow to keep warm
They were unable o cobk any of thelr
froaen deer meat, and hunger compelled
them (o eat It raw. By the time the biizzard
had subsided thelr stock of provisions was
almost exhavated and two-thirda of the jour-
ney was yot before then,

Andurpon was half drenming, benumbed
with the cold, when hie saw a pair of eyes
glisten thrcugh the darkucss no' over twanly
fext from bhim. Cautlovily he raised his
rifle and when It cracked o large wolf fell
In death. Eagerly the mon skinaed the anl
mal and soon its steaks were brolliug over
A moss fire. That wolf lasted four days,
when another wus killesd. The meat of 1he
secondl had been ecaten for two days when
from the crest of a steep ridge the mep
saw a blue curl of smoke rlsing (rom the
bottom of a valley beyond.
