The few hundred rooters who came
over from Cambridge to cheer the crimson
on to victory are sail , and jet they have
cause to rejoice. For where Is the man , be-

ho ever o partisan , who says the sons of

fair Harvard did not go down with Hying
colors ; that they did not die game. Cruel
fate Boomed to follow Harvard , but even
In the face of the moat discouraging cir-
cumstances

¬

, they never faltered , their only
thoughts apparently being the prospective ,

In fact , almost-certain defeat , for their lined
were fast becoming weakened by the terri-
ble

¬

battering of the heavy men of old Penn-
s > lvanla and the pangs of defeat which
would come to them should their efforts
fall. Every man played as though his
life depended on the result of the game.
there waa that unison , which comes only with
thorough teachings ; each man trying to help
the other. Harvard's defensive work for
a time was superb , but the awful battering
their lines rocelred from the heavyweights
on the Pennsylvania team began to tell
before the first half waa finished and many
a delay wna occasioned by a crimson war-
