All the testimony was of the same charae-
tor, corroborative and not contradictory in
any particular. It was shown that a palr
of gloves were atolon from Mallan in Hed
gren's saloon; that he acoused Joe Colllas
of the theft, and Collins denied It; that the
two mct agaln in the saloon at Metz hall
and Mallan agaln spoke to Collinsg about
the matter; that Colllng steuck Mallan in the
mouth, and then rushed wpon him; that
Mallnn backed away, but was apparently
unable to get clear oti actount of the crowd
that presscd about; that Mallan struck Col-
lins twice with a knife, and then found him-
: solf clear and ran away, and that then Col-
ling, after making another effort to go after
Mallan, dropped on the floor dead, his last
words belng “you got me right that time
didn't you "

The Inguest was heard by a erowd which
packed the room In which it was held, The
parents of Mallan were present, and o were
gome of Collins’ relatives, Mallan was also
e attendanco with his attorney. The proge-

COLLINS STRIKES MALLAN.

Willlam Roesig, who lives at 1308 Center
street, was one of the eve-witnesses to the
tragedy, He wis in the saloon at Metz'
hall with Mallan, both Dbeing seated ot a
table, when Collins entered and took his
stand by a radlator. Mallan at once argse
and went to him and began to speaic to him.
The couple were about five feel away, After
a fow words Roeelg saw Collins sirlie Mal-
lan in the mouth and rush toward him,
Mallan backed away some seven [t
ling beipng all the while In pursuit,
apparently could not 2 awny, In:.m}u of
|{I|. crowid that pressed about. As Caollins
came up Roeslg 3 Mallan strike Lwide at
him, but 4ld not a knife In his hand
‘1:1I.-m by that thwe el a celeasrad spoee
behind him and he turncd and ran Col-
s followed for some leet and thea tarned
to the saloon counter. Ile tried to pick up
a mateh eafe, and once more siscled alter
Mallan. As he passod him Roesig as
vhat the trouble was und Colllns answeradl,

apparently trying to get away from Colllus,
but could not do 80 because of the crowd

Anton’ Kunesh of Fourteenth and Conter
sireets wias anolther eye-wiloess examined.
He was In the saloon when Joe Colling en-
tered alone and noticxd Mollan go up to
him, They had some wou and Nnally he
overheard Colllus 3 ‘SWhat are yin go-
Ig to do ubout 7 Mallan made somoe
response and then Collins siruck him, and
as Mallan backed away followed him. Then
Mallan struck and ran away. Caollins fell
to the floor, As Collinsg fell he sald, “You
got me right that time, dldu't you?"

ETADBED TO THE HEART.

City Physiclan Blythin, whs had made a
post mortem examinoetion of the body of the
deoe 1, testifiod that tho fatal wound wan
extornnlly but five-elghths of an Inch in
lengih and was apparenstly made by a small
knife Wade., It had peoetrated the heart,
cousing Internal bemorrhage. Death must
have ensued a minute after the blow wa
struck, The wound would not have Dbeen
fatal, the plysiclan gadd, If It had not strack
the heart or a large aviery. The other
wound in the left arm was gMght. Both wer
made by staba of a knife and were not cuts.

Aftor nil the testimony had been taken,
the Jury rentdered Its verdiet, reciting the
moanner In which Colling came to his death,
and setting forth  thay “the blow which
canzed denth was dellvered In self-defense’”

County Attorney Day cald he did not be-
leve that Mallan wis Justifiable In using a
knife In self-defense gince Collindg had no
woeapon. He sald a complaint charging man-
slaughter or possibly murder in the second
degres would in wll probability be filed
against Mallap today. Murphy will not be
hald aw an accamplice,

Mallin was slck Sunday nlght. He had a
Wigh fever and thought he was going to )
Hoe called for a prigat, who respontded. A
physleipn was also  calivd  and iribed
pomae medjelne. Jt le believed that this sick-
ness was tha result of Mallan's worry over
tho case. He was woll yesterday and for
some time consulted with an attorney.
