with a view of consldering the advisability
of éntdbliehing It here. The eystem was in
pugurated scme thoe ago by the Pootofice
department as an experiment, and It has
proven #o secoeskful in the places where the
experiment was mede that it Is apt to re-
mein n permanent feature of the postal

aervice,

When the systom was first proposed It was
thought that it would require a great deal
more Hime from the carrier, but results have
shown this ldea to be largely erroneous, In
a majority of the cases It has facilitated the
carrier In his work. The system can be o8-
tablished In any city where there la a free
delivery scrvice when the people there want
it and are willlng to comply with the re«
quirements necessary 1o secure It

The principal requitement iy that those
who wish to be benefited by its operation
must procure s letter box of the design pre-
feribed by the departmeni and post it In
such a plaee that it can be readily seen by
the carrier as he passes hy on the sidewalk:
These boxeg have an antomatic attachment
by which a signal g ralsad for the henefit
of the carrler whenever i detter Is dropped
Into It for malllng., [t i= this signal which
roquires the consplouons posting of the box.
If the carrler hns no muail for the house, yet
notices that the signal 18" raised, he will
gtop and open the box with a key he has for
the purpese and remove the letter, which he
mills when he reaches the poatofMoe. These
hoxes also have a compariment for the re-
ception of mall which the carrler moy bring.
The boxes cost about $3 and must be pala
for by the patron.

It 1 estimated by Mr. Martin that the car-
rlers In the reeldence portlon of the city now
récelye aboutl 90 per cent of the mail pre-
pared in that distriet, all of which requires
tine from him, as it Is necersary for him to
walt thll the letters are brought te him. Un-
der the syetem propoeed by (he departmoent
the tiwe taken for this work would be ma-
terially reduced.

STAMP SELLING ENVELOPE.

The department Is algso experimenting with
& new device known nz a “stamp =elllng en-
yolopes”  One of these is presented to each
person having one of the foregoing letter
boxes, On the face of the envelope la an
explanttion of how It Ig to be used and what
wark the postefiea will perform when ecualled
upion, On the reverse xide Is a blank order
for stamps ns follows:

O venis to pay for 5 one cent etamps,

256 cents to pay for 20 one cent stamps,

100 cents to pay for & two cent stamps.

6 conts to pay for 25 1wo cent stamps;

10 cents to pay for 2 five cent stamps.

There Is also a place for the signature and
address of the owner of the envelope. When
it Is to be used the patron marks an x in
front of the order desired to be filled,
places the amount of money necessary on
the [nside, turns over the lap at the end
and fastens [t as preseribod. It I8 then
dropped In thp letter box as s done with
other mall miiter,

The envelope s made of transparent cel-
Iuloid, and when the carrier” takes It from
the box he ecan tell at a glances if the
amoynt of money contained agrees with the
ameunt checked on the outside. Tf It dooes
not he replaces it In the-box. If it is all
right he will take it with him. Upeoen reach-
Ing the peatofice it I8 turned over to a elerk
provided -for the purpote, who removes the
money and puts In the stamps ordered,
When the earrier next makes that territory
he will return the envelope with |is stamps
to the box at the house from which he
touk it.

It 15 elalmed for this contrivance that It
will Inerease the sale of stamps, and save
the carrler the annoyance of fnvesling bhis
own money In stamps which he carries with
him for the sccommodation of the patrons
on hig run. These envelopes are to be fur-
nighed fres of cost only to thoke who have
the letter hoxes before desceribed attached
to their premises.

These ndividual letter boxes are protected
by Lthe government the same as is done for
the puble boxes: but they are nol supposed
to take the place of the regular letter
tioxes, The Intier will still bhe used for the
department at no Ume expectg all the pat-
rons. of the postoffice to have the smaller
boxes attached to thelr residences, and therp
are of course¢ a great many demands upon
the largor Loxes which cannot be supplied
by the new lnnovatlon.

Omahn Carriers Hoplng the B May
e Passed nt Onee,

The Omaba letter carrlemm are very much
concerned just now over the fate of the
bill In congreas providing for an inorease In
thelr saliry, The Bill provides that In cities
of aver 75,000 population carriera sbhall be
pald $600 for the first vear of thelr service,
800 for the s=econd, $1.000 for the third,
and 31200 for the fourth and each siibse-
quent yoar; for eitles under 75,000 the pay
shall be 00 for the first year, $800 for the
peivond, and $1,000 for the third

The bill passed the senate lest June, and
Is now only walling actlon by the house
The seaslon (s rapidly drawing to an end
and every day which passes without the
bill being called up Increases the anxiety of
the oarriers Just that much.

OMAHA, Feb, 8.—To the Editor
of The Bes: Until yesterday I felt that the
money invested In the services ol the lm-
ported experts on exposition siies was thrown
away, but after reading the report as pub-
lighed In The Sunduy Beeg 1 thought It won-
derful that so0 much Information could
cmanate from one pair of brains. To think
that ouch an ideal exposition site should
exist within five miles of Omaha and a
couple of Chilcago park employes be the first
to dlscover ! It scems this particular
place was created expressly for exposition
purposes. Everything seems to be just right.
In all the suggestions there appears not a
fault or objection.
perfect, although the tracks are several miles
distant. It s suggested, however, that the
lines can be extended, It I worth something
to know thls, as it would probably never
have ocenrred to an Omaha man!

The repont also Infoirms us that a greater
quantity gf watcr can be eecured here than
elsewhere.  This is imporrant. Some of us
thought that we could get sufficient water
at the other sités.

FIRE  DEPARTNENT ~ FUNDS

Sentiment in Favor of a Sufficlent Levy to
Maintain Present Efficiency.

SITUATION DISCUSSED BY BUSINESS MEN

S———

Nothing Shonld fe Done that Wounld
in the Lenst Impair the
Efficieney of the Pren-
ent  Foree,

_——

The most important guestion that remains
to bp seltled when the olty councll meets to
complete the annual levy ordinance this
evening Is the amount that shall be levied
for the gencral and, This fund usually
aniswern the purpose of a sort of balance
wheel In municlpal financlering. It must
e sufficienly olastic to provide for what-
ever deficlencies are left In other funds, i
addtion to its natural use for salarles and
other general expenses. This year there is
n decided difference of opinion among coun-
cllmen ns to the demand that the fund will
bave to meet. It is generally conceded that
It will be necessary (o reinforee the sinking
fund to some extent, and some eounclimen
contend that the general fund will have to
be drawn on before the end of the year in
order to satisly a deficiency in the judgment
fund. But the maln lssue Is In regard Lo
the transafer for the benefit of the Are fund,
which Is necessary dn order to maintaln the
department as It is now organlaed. The
Bemill levy, which Is the maximum allowed
by charter for fire purposes, has already
been decided upon. The revenue which
this levy will produce is entirely Inadequate
to support the present department, Last
year the proceeda of 2 mills were transferred
from the gencral fund, thus glving the fire
department the revenue of 7 mills, This
vear the revenue from each mill of levy ls
elightly le=s than last year, Consequentiy
the cost of the department must be some-
what reduced even If an additional 2 mills ig
lavied for the general fund with the purposc
of transfer when the fire fund s exbausted.
PROTECTION MAKES THEM CARELESS.

But the freedom from destructive con-
flagrations which the clty has enjoved during
the past two yeara has led several council-
men to the conclusion that rome of the
money thaot has been  expended In the
tnintensnes of the fire department has
beon wasted., They now propose thiat no ad-
ditional levy shall be made for the general
funl on thix account and that the fire de-
partment must be maintained during 1807
on the proceeds of the original G-mill levy.
Taking into consideration the decrease in
the valuation this would contemplite a re-
duetion of fully 30 per cent in the running
expensszs of the fire department,

One of the councllmen champloning this
reduetlon explning his position by saving that
the Board of Fire and Police CommIissioners
cught to be able to save enough from the
police fund to keep the fire department on
its feet, He cltes the fact that the full levy
of 6 inlils has heen made for the police de-
purtment and that by reducing the police
force the proceeds of at least 1 mill of this
could be applied to the fire departiment.
With this he thinks the two departments
coutld be kept on & safe basis.

That any cutting down of the present fire
department would be regarded as an out-
rage by busiress men Is certaln. A large
number of the leading wholesgalers, retallers,
bankers and representativezs of other lines
of busingss were asked yesterday what
they thought of the proposition and without
exception they declared thelr emphatic
opposition. Most of them had not heard that
such o plan had been suggested and they
regarded it as extraordinary that
any councllman should suggest such
a thing. They were unanimous
in declaring that the plan was the
most dangerous economy that could be. sug-
gested. They sald that the lessons of a few
years ago should not be so easily forgotten,
and now that a fire department had Dbeen
secured, the efclency of which could not
be questloned, It was Important  that noth-
Ing ghould be done that would even tem-
porarily Injure it. 'The Interviews obtalned
were ull along the same line, the only differ-
ence belng in the degree of vigor with which
the game ideas were expressed. Those which
follow are fair expressions of the sentiment
encountered:

W. R. Beomett—I am emphatically opposed
to retrenchment on that line. 1 believe that
the fire department should be the last part
of tho Mty governmens to be made the sub-
ject of such measures, EByen if we could
save 20 or 30 per cent of the present cost
of the department, we should remember that
one big conflagration wonld wipe out 6N
per cent, The economy represented by this
propesition Is only a drop In a blg bucket
when compared with' the danger that s
Invited.

Continental Clothing Company—There can
be no difference of opinion amoung busineva
men and property owners on this subject.
We have been demanding more efficlent fire
protection fon years, and now that we have
secured It, It would be the most inexcusable
folly to sacrifice it in order to save a few
dollars, We could spare anything else better
than any part of the efliclency that sur fire
department has acquired,

SACRIFICE ANYTHING BLSE.

Paxton & Gallagher—We are certalnly
mest vigorously opposed to any such propo-
sitlon. We do not see how it could be con-
§ldered. The fact that we have had no
serious fires durlng the past year or two
I8 the very reason why no change should be
made in the department. It ls the very
efficlency of that department that has pro-
tected us, We may have been lucky, but
there Is more than luck in it, The big flres
are not big fires when they start. They
apring from small beglnnings, and the man-
ner In which the prégent department Las
gquelched these [nelplent conflagrations by
its promptuess and eMolency s largely
respongible for our freedom from heayy
The fire department should be main-
tained, no mattor what elge is saerifleed.

B. B Bruce—] am not sufficiently familiar
with the situation to speak competently,
but if the proposed actlon is to interfere in
any partleular with the efficlency of the
department 1 am emphatically opposed to it
The department that Is glving us the beat
service {8 the last that ought to be sacrl-
ficed, I n department Is oot doing good
service 1t may be Investignted, but It would
he bad judgment to interfere with one Lthat
Is admitiedly efficient to a remarkable de-
greo.,

Ralph Kitehen—I don't know much about
this proposition, but It Is at the best a doubt-
ful experiment, M we could be assured that
we would be ns free from fires this year an
we have been in lhe year just past we might
safely retrench a 1ttle in the fire depart-
ment, but If we should have one or two big
fires we might be Inclined to regret such
actlon.

John H. Evans-—I have been too busy with
othér matters to think much of this, On
general principles T would conslder It a
dangerous experiment to do aonything that
might affect the eMelency of our fire depart-
ment.

F. P, Kirkendall—I am scarcely competent
to disenss the fire department, as I have
not pald much attention to the subject lately.
I do not know whether It would be possible
to run the department with any less ex-
pense or not. Dut | am certalnly opposed to
any proposition that will In any way lmpair
Its eMelency. Apd, mo matter whether it
sonld be malntained at a decreased expense
aor nul, ¥ am afrald the proposed actlon
would serve as an excuse for even higher in-
suranee rates than those which we have to
PaAy DOw.

OPPOSES THE MQFfoR TRUST PLAN.

Her Not in Pavéitiof Delng Away with
Coopermgpe Charges,

Peter E. Ilor of 4le Willow Springs dis-

tillery, which & mtt a member of the
Whisky trust, ix nos 'in secord with the
mewesat schome thatubae been sprung by the
trust officialy Lo contedl the liquor products
of the world,
! Prealdent 8. M, Mikee of the American
Spirits Mauufacturing company 's working
up the scheme. -Ibvpréposes to modify the
revenue nws so thet distillers can store
alcohol In huge tamks and ship the spirits
In tank cars, all fhesoperation belng under
governmental supervigfon and the spirite re-
malning In bond. At present the Iaw pro-
vides that spirits shall be put up In barrels,
which are sald to cost In the nelghborhood
of $1.45 each. 1If this cooperage charge can
be done away with the trust afMcials al-
legge that It will be possible for American
distillers to compete with. those of Ger-
many, Hungary and Roumsnia in foreign
markets. The convequence would be an in-
creags in the comsumption of corn, and a
consequont Inerease in the price of that
cereal,

“I do not belleve that it would afford an
apportunity for more competition In foreign
markets,” said Mr, Her. *If the cooperage
charge wonid be taken away and distillers
allowed to ship in tanks, thus decreasibg the
cost to the distillers and allowing export,
forelgn countries would at once put a pro-
hibitive tariff on American spirits,

“The propoted plan would be undoubtedly
of advantage to the distifers, It would do
away with the ecooperage charge and lessen
the cost of making spirits, It would heip
our plant, hecause we are compelled to im-
port barrels to thie city from other states
But the plan would abolish a good many
barrel factories and throw many men out
of employment.”

Mr. Iler is of the opinion that congress
will ultimately pass the law. He urges that
the trust has a great influence In the na-
tional legislature. He looks upon the whole
gcheme ad one which will redound more to
the benefit of the trusts than to anybody

else.

CITY COMPTROLLER HAS A SCHEME,
Wonld Issne Time Certificates to
Cover Flonting® Indebledness,
Clty Comptroller Westherg has devised a
plan which he b#élievés to be the best pos-
gible solution of tRe pfoblemsa connected with
the floating debit &f the clty., He suggests a
charter amendment by which the councill
shall be authorized té empower the comp-
troller by ordinamce fo lssue certificates of
indebtednese to ecovet adimitted liabilities
which there are no furds on hand to take up.
These certificates are to be for ameunts of
$500 each and to run for a specified time,
They must not exceed in aggregate 90 per
cent of the levy for the particular fund on
which they are & draft and they must be
vedosemed not Jater than November 15 of the
samo year in which the levy is made. They
rannot beflpated at less thanparand accrlmd
interest. © They bear intersst HT 6. per cent.

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MURRAY SUES FOR HEAVY DAMAGES

Wnnts Pay for Bulldings Condemned
and Torn Down.

Judge Powell s hearing the case of
Thomas Murray against J. F. Tilley, ex-city
bullding inspector; J. J. Galligan, ex-chlef
of the fire department, and A. Rosewater,
ox-city engineer,

These defendants, during their terms
office, constituted the board empowered to
examine and condemn unsafe buildings, In
such capacity they conaemned flve houses
at Fourteenth and Jackson streets, owned by
Murray, and the Louses were torn down by
men employed by the bullding inspector for
that purpose. Murray has sued these ex-
officlals for $8,600 damages alleged to have
been sustained by the destructiion of his
houses, He alleges that the houses were
worth $4,300 and were rented for sums
varylng from %6 to $26 per month, He says
In hisg petition that the men employed by
the bullding inspector descended upon hls
houses “like a wild and Infuriated mob,” and
proceeded to tear the same down without
giving the tenants motice or time to move,
He places his total loss, lneluding rents,
“te., nt $8,600.

The houses which formed the basls of
this sult were situnted at the southeast cor-
ner of Fourteenth and Jackson streets and
formed one of the landmarks of that sectlon
of the oity. They were decidedly pletur-
esque in appearance and were excellent ex-
amplez of the blighting effects of time. They
wers somewhat below grade, except whore
they had been elevated and placed on pins,
and were In advaneed stages of decay.

FELT THAT IT WAS HIS DUTY

Vision Whioh Told Him His Home Was
Filled with His Enemiea,

MURDERER RASH DISCUSSES HIS CRIME

_—

Tells of Having Killed His Wife and
His Three Children After His
Return from n Relig-
lous Meeting.

Ed Reynolde, sheriff of Wayne courty,
ttopped In the clty a few hours vesterday
while on his way to Lincoln, where he was
taking C, K. Rash for safekeeping. Rash
murdered his wife and threo children on
Thursday night of Iast week. Sheriff Roy-
nolde says that a mob of about sixly men
gathered at the jaill In Wayne last Batur-
day night, and It wae reported that a larger
crowd would assemble Bunday night. Fearing
for the safely of his prisoner the sherift
took him out In the early evenlog and drove
him around the country, arriving at Wake-
field in time to take the train for Omaha
yesterday morning. The priconer had his legn
ehackled,

Rash I8 83 years old. He has a sandy
complexion and appears to be a man of
a falr degree of Intelligence. He has lived
in Wayne county over five years, being a
renter. His home at the time of his crime
was about ten miles from the town of
Wayne,  He had been married about twelve
years. He bhad no hesitancy In talking of
his orime, although his conversation wis
disjointed, and it was somoewhat dificult to
follow him. He sald:

“1I must have been losing my mind. 1 had
been attending church and felt that I was
ecalled upon to do it I had been reading
tloo much. On Wednesgday night I was al a
haystack on a hill near the house and had a
vision. 1 thought that there was golng to
be a battle and that my house was filled with
my onemies. There were great odds against
me, but 1 felt that God was on my &ide and
that I could win, I went down to the
house and looked In the windows and saw
no ane there but my wife. I went in and
told her of my experience and after that
went out and put up my horse,

“The mnext night 1 went to the church
agaln, The preacher called upon me to
pray, then another man prayed, and the
preacher prayed also. . Then I bhad a burn-
ing sensation between the eyes and 1 got up
and went and stood near the preacher.
After the services we three sat down for a
while, The other man got up and went out,
I atepped around the stove and saw a warm-
Ing ktone belonging to the preacher. I
pleked it up and concluded to take it with
me. I saw In the stone an instrument
sant me by God and with which I was to
conquer my cnemies. The preacher told me
I must not take the stone, but 1 sald I
needed It and went out with it, T put It
In my buggy and went home.

“Upon arriving at the house I knocked at
the door and my wile wanted to know who
was there. 1 told her and she let me In.
1 had the stone in my hand and I told her
ghe must die. She sald she was not ready
to die yet, but I told her that God had
ordered that her time had come. Then 1 hit
her with the stone and it broke in two pleces,
falling on the floor. There was a scramble
hetween us to see who should get hold of the
pieces, but I secured them. Then I hit her
aghin. 1 think I struck her turee times be-
fore she fell. I don't know how many times
I struck her after that. My children were
in bed, but my lttle boy and girl awakened
and the boy came running out and called
upon me not to hurt his mother. Having
killed my wile I felt that T was called upon
to Kill the rest of them, as It sgemed they
were a1l a part of the enemy which I was to
overcome, [ then killed the childven, using
the stone with which I had killed my wife.”

When asked If he thought now that he
had made a mistake, he replied that he
thought he did. He sald he felt at the
time that It was a duly he had to perform,
but that he wouldn't do it aghin for any-
thing, as he thought a great deal of his
family, and that he had three very nice
children. He said he couldn't explain the
feellng which controlled him at the time
the crime was committed, except that there
appeared to be something drawing him on.
Asked If he realized the punishment the
law was apt to Infliet, he sald he dld, but
he felt that he was prepared for It

The prisoner at no time showed any feeling
indieating that the borror of his erime trou-
bled him. He was calm in hls conversa-
tlont and actions, and dlscussed the tragedy
ax If it were an ordinary transaction of
evervday llfe. He repeated every lew mo-
ments the statement that he had  been
converted, and It was a question of going
back to his evil ways or sacrificing old
friends to live with what he called his new
Christian friends. A declslon In favor of-
the latter led him to murder his family.
