CHILD'S CONFESSION 1S THROWN OUT

Justice Burke Declines (o Admit the
Sjory and the PFnther Fasily
Shows Hise Innocence
of the Crime,

The prosecution of John Wealey Dungan
and his two sons, aged § and 16 years, on
the charge of being implicated In the Fair-
mount park burglary, c¢ame to a sidden
termination yesterday., All were arralgned
in Justice Nurke's court and all but the
B-year-olkl boy pleaded not guilty to the
chatge, Police offfeers and  others gave
testimony tending to connect the two elder
Dungans with the crlme, and repeated the
confesslon made by the little boy. The
ehild was put on the stand by the defense
and told a rather wensational story of the
means used Lo extort his confession. He
declared that “the sheriff” took him into a
Iitle room by himeelf and told him unless
he told all about his father's connection
with the erlme he would “eut off his head
or send him to the reform school!  Chief
of Follce Cannlug and otheér officers who
were present when the boy told his story
contradicted this evidence. The court ruled
that the evidence contained in the child’s
confession of his father's gullt could not
bhe mimitted under the rules of Towa practice
or the statutes of the state, and he ex-
oluded all of {t. Dungan then showed that
nt the time his bhoy had sald he was en-
gaged in stenling the park property he was
really cight mileg In the country husking
corn on the Johnson farm. Upon this evi-
dence the court discharged Dungan and his
older boy, and Asslstant County Altorney
Smith dlsmissed the case agninst the little
boy.

GRIEAT DESTITUTION IN INDIA.
I"ecople In Some Sectlons Resemble
Animnted Skeletons,

(Copyright, 15857, by the Assoclnted Progs)

JUBBULPOR, Feb, 6.—0n his way to this
city the special representative of the Asso-
clated press who I8 examining Into the
tamine situation In Indla visited the poor
houses of Bylaspur and Katnl. The In-
mates were found to be o & deplorable
condition. The bulldings were overcrowded
and medical attendance was lacklog. A man
outsdde of them was dead and another was
dying. A girl of 6 years of age welghed
only ten pounds and several adults were
under ffty-#lx pounds in welght. The skiy
in all casen was drawn over the face, show-
ing the outllne of the skulls, and the limbs
and joints had the appearance of those of
articulated skeletons. There I8 an Immense
migration to the Assan tea gardens, 1,600
persons golng there weekly, deserting thelr
wived and familles.

This place is the worst of any part of
central Indin, It s estimated that the
prexent famine I the grentest of the cen-
tury and will greatly surpass that of 1876,
both in area and severity, The famine
belt extends to Rawalpiod! and Bellarl god
I 1,300 miles long and 400 miles wide. This
Is apart from the scattered districts. In
all the rice distriets there Is no chunce of
a food supply until Septéember. The gav-
ernment will be forced to support nesrcly
all the population for six monthe and many
of them for elght months, Whole villages
are deserted, The government's polley at
firat rather lgnored the famine. It Is now,
however, alive to the famine and strenuous
efforts are made to allay distress., But it
will bave to recover lost time and owlng
to the scarcity of the previeus three years
the people will easily suceumb. Out of the
750,000 Inhabitants of Jubbulpor about 120.-
000 are now recelving rellef. By the month
of May thig number will be doubled. The
aorresponident has just heard that the Cural
poor houses In the western part of the dis.
trict bhpve been burned. Twenty-five per-
wons porlshed. Cholera I8 repurted to have
broken out in the Maindad district relief
works.
