Thin, how-
ever, will not be the cuke, The governor
has econclided to appolnt the republicans
from among those who supported MoKinley
and have been entifled with the state cam-
paign of the republicans, but he has also de-
termined to rely wholly upon his own judg-
ment as Lo which republicana he will chocse,
