NO CONCLUSION ON THE TREATY.

Sennte Committes Dincuspes the Con-
vention with England,
WASHINGTON, March 12—The senate
committee on forelgn relations has been in
scasion today conaldering  the arbitration
treaty. Two members of the committee,
Gray and Mills, have nct been pressnt, The
guestion of amendmenta to the treaty con-
sumed mont of the time, the contention belng
whether the treaty should be amended ag it
wins when reported In the last congress, or
whether the Turple amendiment, referring all
atrbitration agreemonts back to the senato
for ratificution, would cover all objectlons
ralsed to the treaty. It s probable that the
eommittee will have the treaty under con-

sideration several days.

The committee adjourned at 7 30 p. m
aftor a three hours' gession, to meet again
Monday, Chalrman Davis would make no
announcement concerning the day's work
beyond saying no concluslon was reached,

It Is the expectation of a majority of the
committes that they will be able to conclude
thelr work on the treaty at the Monday sps-
slon and that they will be able to report to
the senate at the firat executive sesalon after
that date. The retirement of Senator Cam-
aron reduced the opposition in the committee
to two members, Messrs, Morgan and Danlel,
who today manifested just as strong feeling
on the subject ns they had formerly displayed
and while they did not indieate an intention
to deluy a roport to the senate for any great
length of time, they made it quite clear that
they would conlinue thelr opposition when
the treaty had been taken up In the commlt-
tee. It wau stated In the committee that the
present administration wac just as anxlous
aw Ita predecessor Lo sscure thoe ratification
of the treaty and to secure it promptly, It
18 understood that the treaty will not be
reported without amendments, but the mem-
bors of the committes refuse to divulge the
chné'ncm of the amendments which will be
made,

THRELR COMETS COMING,

Flery Visltors Likely (o De Visible
This Year,

The year 1807, according to the caleulations
of astronomers, will witpess the appearance
of three comets. To a single comel super-
stition votes a conslderable Influence upon
mundane affalye; three of them may be able
to terminate the war in Cubs or settle the
trouble In Crete or arrange an arbitration
treaty or determine some other and equally
lmportant matter. In the eyes of most per-
eous, however, there is little of moment in
thelr appearance beyond the fact itself.

The first of the comets was discovered by
the famons astronomer D'Arrest at Lelpzig,
June 27, 1561 It will be due lo perihellon
durlng the aspproaching spring. According
to the figures of its discoverer and the ob-
servations of later lnvestigators, the comet
completes a revelution in slx and one-half
years. It was obaerved in 1867, 1870, 1879
and 1590, In the last of Lhese years it passed
lta peribellon on September 16, The exact
time of Its appearance this yedar It Is im-
posaible to foreiell.

The second comet was discovered (n 1860
by Temple, who, however, remained Ignorant
of the faot that it would appear perlodically.
It Is generally known as Swift's comet, after
Prol. S8wift, who rediscoversd it in 1580 and
detectod ia periodicity. The perlod of this
ecomet lm about five and one-halfl years. It
epcaped observation In 1876 and again In
1864, but in 1581 the ar.ronomers had betler
luck, 1ts peribelion pa e ge then ook place
in November, and calcuatlons show that it
will appear this year in April or May,

The third is of more recent discovery, D,
Spitaler, now of the Pragus Imperial ob-
servatory, found it in 1880, It was then but
falnilly seen and bas not since been visible.

PUGILISTS FINALLY  AGREE

Corbett and Fitssimmons Acoept Silar’s
Interpretation of Rules.

WINDY WAR BETWEEN JULIAN AND BRADY

Mannger of the Red-Headed Singger
Holds Ont for n While and Then
Glves in with "

Poor trace.

CARSON, Nev., March 12.—A long con-
ference, which at times nearly resulted In
the epoillng of all chances of the big fight
being pulled off, wan held this morning be-
tweon Martin Jullan, representing Fitzelm-
mons, and Willlam A. DBrady, for Corbett
over the conutrudtion put upon the Marquis
of Queeneberry rules and the end was that
Julian, after objecting sironuously to the
rlght of the referee making any rullng what-
ever before the men entered the ring and
against the hitting with one arm free and
In breakaways, gave way entirely and con-
wented that the men should hit with the
obe freo arm and on the breakaways. The
Nght will, therefore, be fought In accordance
with the Interpretation of the Marquls of
Quernsberry rules made by Referee Stler. It
wan at times o stormy conferénce, and time
and agaln the smashup were pertlously near,
and time and again it was only averted by
the most narrow of margine,

Brady at the outset took the stand that
Corbett was willing to ablde by the decision
of the referee, no matter what that declsion
tight be. The champlon, he sald, was will-
Ing to fight just as Siler sald,

Jullan, on the other hand, maintained that
there was no right vested In the referee to
make any ruling whatever until the mean
were all rendy to fight. He clalmed Fltzeim-

mons had always fought a "good, falr, squire
fight”" In all his fghts, hitting  with
both armx free, and that all the hreak-

aways should be clean. Corbett, he sald,
had won the championship of the world In
a fight condueted under such conditions and
moethods, which, if they were good enough
to win the champlenship, were sufliciently
kool to defend it

“EPitaglmmona, 1 say frankly,” sald Julian,
“In not experienced in hitting with one arm
free. He has alwavs made hisn battles falrely
aad he wants to fight this falrly., We can-
not give In on this proposition and it Cor-
bett will not agree to fight with clean break-
aways we are willlng to fight him under the
rules of the London prize ring.'”

“That I8 a good thing,' broke In Drady,
"You say IMitzsimmons Is not nceustomed to
fighting In anything but the most open
fashion, and vet he I willing to fight under
the London prize ring rules, which allow
wrestling, hitting with one arm free, biting,
gouglng, and heaven knows what. 1f he |s
not willing to fight with one arm free, it I8
queer that e should be willing to fight under
riles which allow that and a great deal of
the same kind that |s worse,'

“We want It one thing or the other," €ald
Julian; “vot o mixup of Queensberry and
London prize ring rules.”

The argument went on and on, each man
firmly intrenched In his position, while Dan
Stuart sat listening, his hair turning gray
as he saw nll the chances of the great flght
being pulled off Hkely to vanish Into thin
alr time and again as the argument pro-

coeded,
SILER TAKES A HANID,

Siler took part In the argument, and he
and Jullin went over the same groumd that
Brady and Jullan had traveled before. Over
nnd over it they went, always in a cirele,
and winding up at exactly the same point
every time—Jullan Insgisting that hitting with
the one free arm and in the breakaways
wis not  strictly  Marguis of Queenberry
rules, and Sller insisting that it was the very
essence of the aforesald rules,

Finally Jullan sald: “Well, T will make this
proposition. 1 am willing to leave it to Mr.
Stuart and abide by his declslon.”

“I don't think 1 am capable of declding
f technteal ‘point ‘tn prize ring rules' sald
Stuart, “and I Hardly care o undertake to
make the declzlon.'”

“Then I am willing to agree to leaye the
mautter with you and Silgr,” sald Jullan, “al-
though Siler has already declared himself
on the question.'

This suited Brady and the jury retired,
returning shortly with the announcement
that they had declded to uphold the interpre-
tation of the rules made by Siler. Jullan
hesttated for a minute and then gave way.

“1 want to say, gentlemen,'' he said, “that
in all his Aghts, Mr, Fitzsimmons has always
given up everything, and he will do it now.
We will fight under the rules as Mr, Siler
construes them, cven f we don't llke it.”

It was after 3 o'clock when the conference
opened. Three wus the bour set, but Julian
was somewhat late In arriving.  Stuart’s
offlce was found too small to accommodate
the members of the conference and the cor-
resprondents, so an adjournment was taken to
Odd Fellows' hall. .

1 don’'t know why it should be expected,
sald Jullan mfter the conference, “‘that Fitz-
simmons thould always give away everything
in all his fghts, 1 don't consider Siler's
ruling as according to the Marquis _n! Queena-
berry rules, and 1 think as 1 told Hrady, that
the rules that were good enough to enabli
Corbett to win the champlopship ought to be
good enough for him to defend it under
We want nothlng but what s falr to both
men, and although he la not good ot that
gtyle of fighting, and we know that Corhett
1o good at it, we are willing to glve Corbett
all of that chance, and then wa will huve
him lleked just the game.  Fltzsimmons may
not be as good as Corbett at just that par
ticular thing, but 1 guees he 18 enough better
in other ways to more than offset the ad-
vantage Corbett will have in this respect,
Fitzslmmons will win sure enough, no matter
what the style of fighting Is."

FITZ 18 CONFIDENT.

The red-haired fighter himself did not ap-
pear to be overpleased with the result of the
vonference, but he did not lose any of the
confldence that has characterized him ever
sinee he began tralning for the fght.

1 have alwavé fought under the rules as
meaning that the men shall not hit with one
arm free and with all of the breakaways
clean,” sald Fitzalmmons, “and this ls rather
a new thing for me, Corbett has won all
of lilg fghts under the rulee as I want them,
and I do not see why he phould make a holler
for something different this time.  However,
1 have always given in on everything to
everybody, and I am willing to give in on
this, 1 want the fight to be on the square
and T konow that I will win it. T will be the
winner of that fight on the 17th of March
just as sure ex 1 am alive today, Corbett
cannot ek me and he will never &ee the
diy he can, no matter whether he fights under
Marquls of Quecnsberry rules, or any other
rules."

Corbett was Inclined to view the surrender
of Julian with scorn,
