TURKEY CONTINUES WAR PREPARATIONS

Fecling Growling In Constantinople
that the Powers Have Lost
Control of the SHtnn= \
tlon In the Ennt.

ATHENS, April 10,—1:30 a. m.—A private
dispateh Just recolved here from Kalabakn
pays that a band of irregulars, who were
eompelled ta return to Greek territory, heard
a eharp fusillade hetween the Grieks and the
Turkislt outposts, The official  dlwphaichoes
merely report that three Greek Landa in-
vaded the Turklsh territory.

But the sensation of the Ineldent 1s inereas-
ing here, and there 1 no telling what the
effect of It will be In the present inflammable
conditlon of the public mind.

LONDON, April 10,—The correspondent of
the Times at Grovena says at 6 o'clock this
(Friday) morning, 600 Greek bandits crossed
the Greck frontler near Mctsoro and Dis-
kata, where they encountered the Turkish
troops, The fighting lasted through the day,
with some loas of e aud a number of minor

casualtios.

The Athens correspondent of the Times
sayn It Ix reported there that the Invaders
consleted of 2,600 carefully picked men who
had been equipped by the Bthulke Detairia,

The Dally Chroniele's Athens correspond-
ent, telegrephing at miduight, says:

The following is all that is known here of
the frontier afalr near Krania and Grovena:
The commander of the [Irontier pest at
Trouflinl telegraphed to the comminder of
the Iighth battalion at Hvsones, near Trik-
kaln, that the Turks, after a band of insur-
gents had crossed the frontler, attacked the
Greek positions, namely, these at Fonlka,
Pritantza and Tomb of Bimbaghl, The com-
mander added that firing  was still in
progress,  As, bowever, he only asked for
one compsny of reinforcements, he did not
cousider the affalr a grave one.

BITUATION IS CRITICAL.

BLASSONA, Aprll 9.—4 p, m—A dlspatch
recelved at Turkish headguarters liere from
Grovenn says that the fghtiog belween the
Greeks and Turks contloues. The Turks,
following out the lnstructions of Edhem
Pastia, bave surrounded the Greek regulars
and a greater part of the Turkish division
siationed at Grovena under Hakkl Pasha 18
now advancing. |

1t Is Impossible to distingulsh whether the
Invaders nre supported by any substantial
portion of the Greek regular army, as the
Greeks have taken up a position in the
middle of the Meld. The correspondent of
the Associnted press la Informed that the
moment the Turkish officers ascertain the
presence of the uniforms of the Greek regu-
lars in the ranks of the nggressors, Bdhem
Pasha will order the advance of the entlre
Turkish army, The situation is most seri-
ouy. In the moanwhile Edhem IMasha re-
mulns at the general headguarteras awalting
pews. He bas already notifled hils generals
of divisions to hold themselves In readlness
for lnstunt actlion, and the reservea have
already left the encampment here in order
to move closer to the first lioe of defense.

Grovena ls cighteen hours' march from
here and Kranla Is ten miles' march south-
woalward of Grovenmo.

Tho correspondent of the Assoclated press
was cnabled thls mornlng to make n close
fnvestigation of the Turkieh llne of defense.
It revealed that everything is In excellent
phape. The trapsport service s excellent.
Four thousand peck horses are cmployed
and enormous mosaes of war stores, pontoons,
cannon, medielnes, ammunition and, in fact,
overything needed for a large army, has
becn gathered hepe, 1

LONDON, April 8.—A dispatch to the
Byvenlong Nows [rom Elagsona, dated 3:20 p.
m. today says: “The lpvadiug Greeks niim-
Yir 1,000 and arve holding thelr own. Tele-
grama are proceeding incessantly between
Grovena and Constantinople.”

CRETANS SWARM AHROUND KISSAMO,
Intend (o Attack the Fort Now Held
by n Few Turks,

LONDON, April 0.—The Timea prints the
following dispatch from its Canea corre-
spondent: “The Cretans are now massing
around Kilssamo. They bhave mounted four
guns and intond to attack the fort, which
Is Held by 160 Turle, Yestorday Lhey
wrote to the caplaln of the Austrian war
ship anchored in the bay, declaring that as
the actlon of the International fleet had
hitharto been hostile to them, they would
repel forelbly any attempt of war ships to
Interfere with thelr designs at Kissamo, Tt
15 expected that the Cratans will direct thelr
guns on the war ships Il the latter open
fire, The Austrian admlral will procesd
to Kigsamo tomorrow. It has been decided
to remove the fow Mobammedan families
gtill located (here and to blow up the few
blockhousea In the wvicinity of the lort, to
prevent the Cretans from occupying them,

The correspondent of the Times at Hllas-
sona says: “Accompanied by a staff officer
I have visited the frontier post at Maluna
Pass, which commands a splendid view of
the two plainsg of Hllassona and Larlssa. Tt
Is near the top of the mountain. The
Turkish and Greek blockhouses are about
thirty yards aparL We wore recelved hy
the oMcers of the Qreck post. AL Fusonl
agreecable and friendly, but they did mnot
seem especlally anxious for war, At Eusonl
thoy were singing and daneing around the
blockhouse, The soldiers maide a fairly
serviceablo appearance, but do not give the
impression of absolute ignorance of fear and
courage characteristic of the Turkish sol-
dier"*

COMPARING FLOOD RECORDS

Weather Man Moore Gives a Resume of High
Water Conditions,

PRESENT RESEMBLES THE ONE OF 'NINETY

Waters from Present Nrenks In Levees
Must Return to Main River Above
Viekshorg - Wil Test Lower
Levees Severely,

WASHINGTON, April 8.—Following & &
resnme of the flood conditions In the lower
Mimsiggippl and the outiook as far as can
be determined by comparison with previous
floods.  The maln volume of water s now
between Memphis and Vickeburg, contained
in the main channel of the Mississippl and
the baslhs of the Yazoo and lower 8t. Fran-
ols, White and Arkansas rivers, which have
been flooded by the breaking of the levees
of the Missi=sippl, The water from theee
basing must all return to the Misalssippl
above Viecksburg, and unless the levees on
the wist elde of the river beiween the
mouth of the Arkansas and Vieksburg break,
must pass by the latter point to the lower
river,

In the flood of 1800, the last great flood
preceding thle and which this flood so far
in the breaking of the leyees and reglons
fNonded closely resembles, the river began to
rise nt Vicksburg from the water returning
from the crevasees on April 1 and rose 2.8
feet, at the rate of about 0.1 of a foot a day
until April 25; this, notwithstanding the
fact that the great crevasee at Pecan Grove,
in northeast Loulsiana above Vicksburg, al-
lowed an Immenge volume of water to flow
through to the gulf without psusing. This
flood, as & well known, caused numerous
breaks In the levees on the Loulslann side
and Inndated a very large region. The en-
tire levee system of southeast Arkansas and
Lotlsiana has boen greately strengthened
slnce that flood, and especially during the
past few weeks,

EXCREDS FORMER FLOODS.

The volume of water between Calro and
Vicksburg, In the distriet flooded, ax shown
Ly the gauge readings, s greater than that
of any previously recorded. The river at
Vieksburg began to rise from the water re-
turning through the Yazoo on April 5 and
was then 49.2 feot on the gauge, which was
0.1 higher than the highest polnt reached in
the flood of 1500, Tt has risen 0.7 In five
days, being today 49.0, 1Ir the levees on the
Loulslana slde above Vicksburg hold [t will,
judging from the previous flood, continue
riging during the next fifteon days at least
and roach a etage not less than two [eet
above that of 1800,

Heavy raing have fallen during the past
twenty-four hours In the haging of the Ohio,
Comberland, Tennessee and lower Misslssippi
and Hght ralns In the basing of the Mis.
gourl, Arkansas and the Ohlo, Red, Cumber-
land and upper Arkansas rivers have risen,

The Missigsippt has risen from St, Paul
to Davenport, and from Arkansas City to the
mouth the following reports have been re-
celved today from the Department of Agri
enlture Weather Bureau officlals In clharge
of the river districts:

RISE FOR ST. LOUIS.

8t, Louls: River at Bt, Loulg will rizo to
about twenty-nine feet by Saturday nlght
or Sunday moerning. Slow rise in the Mis-
sourl and slight fall in upper Mizsissippl.

Cuiro, 111.: River on a etand at 46.0 feet,
Heavy rains have Increased the quantity of
deep water to an extent that the lower end
of the graded streets are covered from side-
walk to sldewalk. The sidewalks are in
many places under water,

Memphls, Tenn.; Sltuation pragtleally un-
changed, The river hag fallen 6.1 of a foot
at this place, and (.2 at Helena. Weather
cold south of here. The Sunflower river is
clear of its bonks and Is rlsing at a rapid
rate.

Vicksburg, Miss.: No material change In
the river eltuation since yesierday. River
here rlsing fast; high winds last night. No
new creavasses reported, but much appre-
henslon In regard to the levees below. Com-
munication by Yazoo & Mlsslssippl Valley
roaill euntlrely suspended.

New  Orleans: High winds of yesterday
caused waves to wash over levees, also dis-
closcd soveral weak spots that were at once
repaired.  Hiver rose to 15.2 feet last even-
inge under influence of wind and rain; down
to 17.6 feet this morning; slight rise at
Natehez and Bayou Sara; etatlonary at
Doneldson,

CONDITIONS ARE NO WORSE,

Situntion in the Flooded Districts
Shows but Little Chonge.

MBEMPHIZ, Tenn,, April f.—Notwithstand-
ing the high winds and heavy raln storms
reported from the overflowed Misslssippl
delta last night, the sltuation in the flood-
stricken section, H not better, s certalnly
no -worse tonight. The water which has
been pourlug through five blg crevoasses for
moro than a week, Is rapldly flowing into
the Misslssippi again at a point twelve miles
north of Vickshurg, and s sweeping south-
ward with terrible force. The straln on the
Loulsiann levecs will be something terrific
for a weel, and if they withstand the power-
ful pressurd for that lengith of time all will
be well,

he Sunflower river, which traverses the
pounties of Coahoma, Bollvar and Sunflower
In Misslssippl, Is on an rampage tonlight,
Two-thivds of the water from the Flower
lake crevasse Ia rushing pell mell ioto this
stream, and a large area will be Inundated
from the overflow, The Tallehatchle and
Coldwater vlvers are gradually falling,

At Hlelena the river s slowly falling and
Indivations aro that the blg stream will
coptinue to deeline, The waters below the
Arkansas midland levee are on o stand to-
night, The pumber of refugees s Increasing
at Helens almost every hour. The steamor
Mpul arrived there late this afternoon with
morg than 100 flood suflerers, swelling the
list already there to 3,000 people,

At Rowedale nothing of special luterest has
oecurred in the situallon. After a stormy
nlght, that causcd Lulldings to rock and
away llke bougha of (rees, the sun came out
bright and clear in that section today, but
a cold north wind ks blowing, In the Bogue
Phalla country much sulferlng I reported,
The HRosedale rvellef committes will visit
that sectlon tomorrow and distribute pro-
visions to the noedy,

At Greepville the situation has  aot
changed. All the levees along the Missis-
elppl front safely withetood the terrife wind
of last nlght,

At Memphis the river contiouea to fall,
a decling of one-tenth of a foot being re-
ported by the weather bLureau tonlght.

The rollroads. with one exceplion, are
again open for business, and In good shape,
and all tralus are belog run op schedule
time.

GRAND FORKS, N. D, April §.—The ait-
uation siill continves to grow alarmingly
worse, and the probabllities are that the
surrounding country will be flooded as the
river ia still rislng from ofie (0 twe Inchea

an hour. At 8 o'clock this morning the
water had reached 46 fest 3 Inches, con-
siderably above the 1888 mark. From 7
to 11 o'clock this morning the water has
risen two and one-quarter inches. There
ara ®ome few old timers who are of the be-
lef that there will be a turning polnt some-
time tonight, while olthers firmly belleve
that the water will coptinue to rise. The
cedar paving blocks on' lower South Third
gtreet, and on Demos avenue and the bridge
are all torn up and floating, Pusiness is
almost entirely suspended. Al the large
blocke have from wsix to ten feet of water
in thelr basement and ground foors, Hesi-
dents and business men on Demos avenue
have all removed to other quarters. On De-
moes and Kitzon avenues the water is within
one foot of the Third strest pavement. The
Central and Belmont echoeols have closed on
account of high water in thelr basements,
which put out the furpace fires, 'The auxil-
jary pumphouse Is nearly coversd with water,
The other pump house, whila surrounded by
water, continues to run day and night. It
will require from five to seven feéet maore
rire to put out the fires and sitop the en-
glnes, This great disaster has already na-
eumed alarming proportions, eausing suffor-
ing and diatress, The people are just be-
ginning to reallze what a large amount of
property logs there will be.

EIGHT HUNDRED ARE DESTITUTE.

Mony Persons Stnrving On an Island
in the White River,

LITTLE ROCK, Ark, Aprill 0.—Governor
Jones today recelved a letter from people at
Island 73, White river, in which it s sald
that the people there are in Imminent dan-
god of perishing. The people are on house
tops, on rafty and on all manner of boats
and aro entirely without food. Thore are
said to be thirty-five familles around the
lalond, and the letters siate that unless they
recelve Immedlate succor they will certainly
perdgh. One family near the lsland has just
lcat sl chlldren In the flood A letter from
. B. Blackburn, Inspector, o} Laconia levee
district, gives a graphie desoription of the
vufferings of the vietims ln jhat digtrict and
urges the governor to help er them ns-
simance. Eight bundred pergons, he reports,
are deatitute and i lmmediete need of food.

Btraits,

EIGHT HUNDRED THOUSAND IS MISSING

'resldent Spnlding. NMestenined from
Taking Anyihing from Vanlis—
Trustees of Institution Meld
Partinlly Responsible,

CHICAGO, April 9. —Warrints for the ar-
rest of Charles W, Spalding, presllent; A.
D. Avrill, vice president, and ©. B, Churehill,
caphler, of the defunct Globe Savings bank,
have been sworn out by Frank 1. Stone of
the firm of Stone & Fraucw, depositors in
the Institution. Mr, Stene went bafore Jus.
tiee W, T. Hall and a complaint ebharging
the officers of the bank with embezelement
was drawn up,  The three warrants were
fssued and will be served somoetime today.
The officors may have some difficulty In find-
ing Spalding. Slnea the fallure of the bank
he has been “prostrated,’”  Frionds say he
Is under medical care in the city, At the
Plaza hotel, where he lves, 1t wae eald last
night he had not been there for twenty-four
hours or more,

The complaint charged Spalding, Avrill and
Churchill, belng oMeers of the bank, “‘oor-
ruptly, willfully, fraudulently nind felonlously

did recelve from Frank B, Stone the sum of
200 in lawful money, on account of his firm,
which was In no way indebted to the bank
at that time.” The deposit, It la alleged,
was made on March 24, and after that date
the sum of $36 was withdrawn. The com-
plaint further charges that woen the deposit
was made the bank wus insolvent, whereby

and because of such Insolvency tls moaney
wad loot to Stone & Francis, making tho
offcors gullty of embezzlement. The com-

plaint was similar to the one on which E,
8, Dreyer was arrested at the lnstance of the
depesitors in the former's bank.

On Sunday afternoon a meeting of de-
positors of the Globe Savings bank will be
held. Mr. Stone and other depositors have
ment out a notice to the depusitors of the
(Hobe Savings bank to attend the meeting,
when action will be tuken "to form an
organization to investigate and probe Lhe
fallure of the bank, and lake guch other ac-
tlon an will protect their Intercsts in the
premiscs.”

A. D. Averill, for whom warrants are also
out, have not yet put in an appearance,

Developments todny have brougit cut the
fact that a far greater amount of Unlvereity
of Minois bonds are lost by the sugpension
of the bank than had been supposed, Two
years ago the state legislature appropriated
$423,000, of which, according to the banking
laws, enough was to be drawn out monthly
to meot the current expenses of the uni-
versity. It appears, however, that In con-
gldoration of 2% per cent Interest on the
fund the university trustees allowed Treas-
urer Spalding to withdraw the whole sum
from the treasury. This is admitted by mem-
bers of thoe board.

This decielon, though It afMrms the de-
creo of Judge Morris of the common pleas
court, Is placed on different ground. Judge
Morris declded that the plaintiffs had not
made proofs of the facts, The court now
holds that they have proved the facts, but
the law Is agualnst them.,

The question whether one corporntion may
deliberately cut the priee of its product for
the purpose, not of benefiting itself, but of
Injuring a competitor or some third person,
is one which should be decided by the su-
preme court, the declsion saya.
