IPLANNING FOR GOOD ROADS

Board of County Supervisors Froposes to
Improve Highways.

WILL DISCARD ANTIQUATED METHODS

Prineclpnl Thorcughfares Lending to
Connell Muffs to Be Improved—
No More Mlowing nand
Harrowing.

Botter roads, In fact, good roads, perma-
nently built, is the shape ifito which the
demand for Improvement of the highways
leading Inte Councll Bluffs has at lant crys-
telllized. ‘The members of the Board of County
Supervisors have had this matter constantly
before them since they convened for the
April gesslon. The action taken a few days
ago, when the board resolved not to grant
any of the usual applications from the town-
ship rond supervisors for funds to be used
for plowing and scraping in the old way, has
met the approval of the general publie, This
fund now In the hands of the supervisors
amounts to $14,000. Used as a whole under
the supervision of skilled roadmakers, dl-
rected by competent engineers, the expendl
ture of this fund will result in the consiruec-

tlon of a good deal of Nrst-claes roadway.
It 1t should be distributed among the town-
ships and used In the old way it would be
dissipated without any appreciable benefit,
The taxpayers of Pottawattamie county have
been contributing to the road fund every
yoar, and for nearly fifty years the farmers
of the county have been building the roads
and applying this fund te the payment for
the work done. After fifty years of experi-
mont the roada are in worse conditlon than
they were when the first furrow was turned
over, The intention {s now to try other ex-
perlments and use more modern road-mak-
Ing tools than plows and harrows, As a
first step the board has purchased a §1,000
clevator rosd sceraper that will require from
twelve to sixteen horses to deaw. This will
be used In Sling up low places and bulld-
ing grades, The board has resolved ftself
Into a committee of the whole and with the
county engineer will put In all of the avall-
able time between now and June 1 making
and deciding upon the best plans for ex-
pending the $14,000 road fund to the best
advantage,

The advanzed position taken by the board
was materially strengthened yesterday by
several delegations of business men and
progreasive farmers who desired the board
to adhere to the present determination. One
dolegation presented the following petition,
sipporting the position the board has taken
in refusing to permit the usual divigion of
the road fund:

To the Honorable Board of Bupervisors
of Pottawnttamle County, Gentlemen: The
cltigens of Councll Bluffg and the ndjoining
ferming community of the county hnve
long reallzed the necessity of putting our
highwiye in better condition and of keep-
ing them g0 throughout the yvear. Days
and days of labor and sannoyance are un-
dergong cvery vedr In reasching the mar-
kots of this city and Omaha from outly-
Ing farrms with produece, stock and grain,
Thig disagreeable and annoying condition
has exlsted for many yeoars, and now rec-
ogniging the magnitude of the work to be
done In the Improvement of the country
roads, nnd realizing the necesgity of hus-
banding all the financial strength of the
county for the concentrated effort of push-
ing this work rapidly forward to comple-
Ltion, we learn with deep concern and alarm
that an ovgunized effort is being made to
induce your honorable board to Ignore the
true Intent of the law, and divide the
county rond fund among the different town-
ships for the individual use of each,

We, the undersigmed, hasten to come be-
fore your honorable body to offer our pro-
test agoalnst the unwise division of this
fund, praying you to keep It whole and in-
taot, sacercd to the great work for which
It wasg wisely Intended, and from the ju-
diclous and careful expenditure of which
such great results and lasting benefits may
acerue In the perpetual upbullding of our
county's prosperity and welfare, and be-
lieving that In the wisdom and concentrated
effort of this honorable board this work
can nssuredly be accomplished, so as to be
. constant and lasting beneflt to us all

Trusting thit upon due consideration
vour honorable body may realize the dan-
ger in dividing our strength, and the urgent
necessity of concentration rather than di-
vision in this mnteer, we believe you will
bo fully justified in retaining this fund in-
tact and ‘using It a8 the lnw contemplated.
With respeet, we are your petitioners, rep-
resenting the busginess interesls of this elty.

FEARS NO TROUBLE WITH JAI’AN,

Hownlinns Heve Followed the Pre-
codent of the United States,

SAN FRANCISCO, Aprill 0.—A, F. Judd,
supreme  Justice of the supreme court of
Hawall, & here with his wife, enroute to the
eastern states on a visit, Justice Judd has
been o member of the supreme court for
twenty-thres yeare, and has been chief jus-
tice since 1551. He ls a graduate of Yale
college, In the course of an interview he
gald:

“I do not think we will have any trouble
with the Japanese government because
Hawall recently sgent home 400 Japanese,
They were refused a landing because they
did pot comply with our immligration laws,
whieh are a close copy of those of the Unlted
States, prohibiting paupers, insane, diseased
and other undesirable people from landing.
In enforcing our Immigration lawe ws have,
therefore, the right and wisdom of the de-
cislons of the United €tates supreme court
on the Amerlean Immigration laws to fol-
low., Wa followed those decieions In refusing
writs of habeas corpus to the Japanese who
were refused a landing.

“The annexation spirit in the islands is
very strong. In fact, it is generally and
strongly desired that the Islands may soon
become a part of the United States,

“Times are very good with us, The sugar
crop was large, and prices good. Coffee will
soon be raised extensively on the islands, and
next to sugar, will be our chlef lndustry.
