Hnmilton Connty HBank Snes to Re-
coser Six Thousand.

Charles J. Farney, cashier, both of the First
Natlonnl bank, for $6, 86228 W, R. Smith.

In failing cireumstances, sold his stock of
goods In  September last to Farney and
Glover for $6.000, taking notes In the sums
of $1,000 each In pavment. Three hundred
dollars In cash was pald and endorsed on
one¢ of the notes. The Hamlilton COounty
bank carried Smnith for several years, and
At the time of the sale he owed It between
$5,000 and $6,000, but it had no mortgage
on him or the stock. Smith received the
notes and left the next day for Joplin, Mo.,
disposing of his house and lot at the same
time and taking all the proceeds with him.
The Hamilton County bank commenced sult
against Farney and Glover, clalming that
the transfer and sale were fraudulent, and
done to delay and hinder Smith's creditors
in the collection of their claims, and tha:
Farney and Glover had notice of Smith's
Indebtedness to the Hamilton County bank
and therefore were not Innocent purchasers.
The case will be appealed to the supreme
court.
