DUTY ON WHITE PINE!

Vest's Attempt to FPlaoe it on the Free
List is Unsuocosssful,

PARTY LINES BROKEN ON THE QUESTION

Missouri Benmator's Motion Defeated by a
Vote of 20 to 28,

ALLEN OPPOSES THE DUTY ON LUMBER

Trien, Without Eu&am, to Substitute the
Wilson Bchedules

THURSTON COMES TO DEFENSE OF BILL

—_—

Wood Schedule In Finnlly Adopied ns
Recommended by Committee -
Tohnceco Schedule to DHe
Tuken Up Today.

—

WASHINGTON, June 7.—The nenate todny
disposed of the lumber paragraph, which has
been more stubbornly contested that any
fonture of the bill thus far, by defeatlng the
motion of Senator Vest to place white ploe
on the free lst, yeas 20, nays 28,  The
contest was mainly slgnifieant in broaking
party lines, which have been maintained
with few exeeptions during the early stages
of the debate. On the final vote, eht
domocratic senators voted ngalnst Mr, Vest's
proposition—Messrs. Bacon and Clay of
Gueorgia, MoBnery of Loulsiana, McLaren
and Tillman of South Carolinn, Martin of
Virginia, Rawlins of Utal and White of
Colifornfa.  On the other hand, Mr. Carter,
republican, and Mesgry, Cannon and Mantle,
gilver republicans, voted for the Vest motlen,
Following this a vote to substitate the Wil-
son schedule wan defeated, 17 to 47, and the
schedule was agreed to as reported. The
dobate preceding the vote was at timos very
breezy, owing to the break of political Vres,

A genern] discussion of the future program
of the bill contlnued before the senate ad-
journed. It led to a staleent by Mr. Alll-
son, in charge of the Dbill, that the com-
mittee probably would submit amendmenta
fo the sugar schedule.  For this reason he
pupounced that the sugar schodale would
bo passed over tomorrow, and the tobacco
schedule tnken up,

TARIFI DILL TAKEN UP.

The conslderation of the tarift bill waa
resumed enon afler the sesalon opened and
the discussion proceeded on the paragraph
plncing a duty of $2 per 1,000 feet on lum-
ber. Mr, Allen, populist of Nebrarka, moved
to substitute the provisions of the Wilson
bill, which placed lumber on the free list.
The senator spoke in parilcular against re-
atoring white pine to the dutlable list, urg-
ing that the rates were deslgned to be pro-
hibitory agalost Canadian plne. Thers was
nothing, he sald, in the “elaptrap argument’
of American high wages, as the wages of
Jumbermen In Canada were, an the whole,
higher than in the United States, This was
slmply an atlempt to pay back to the lam-
her eyndicate the advance which It had possi.

eyes of every honest man was nothing short
of absolute larceny—Ilegallzed larceny.

Mr, Berry of Arkansas spoke against re-
storing the duty on white pine. He had been
appealed to by the lumber Interests of his
own state to support the duty, but he could
not do it when It Jaid such heavy tribute
an the agricultural peopls of the western
siales. Mr. Berry expressed hls astonish-
ment that any democratic senator would sup-
port thisa restoration of duty on lumber.

Mr., Bacon of Georgin, who Is supporting
the lumber duty, reminded Mr. Bercy that
his (Boeon's) support was due to the fact
that the duty wss o revenue rather than a
protective rate,

Me, Berry regponded with a veliement ar-
ralgnment of the bill, framed, he sald, In the
Interest of every trupst and ¢ombloation In
the countey, When he saw in the bill that
it gave n large Inorease of duty to the Sugar
trtst und to every othee combination of eapi-
tal thip satlefled him that the me:sure Was
tramed dlstinctly on the llues of proteotion
and not of revenue.

Mr. Cafery, Loulsians, opposid the duty
on white pine, and incidentally eriticised
the position of Mr, Bacon of Georgla, who,
he sald, favored a protective duty,  This
the senator from Georgle denled, Mr.
Caffery aunounced his opposition to all pro-
tostive duties, but favored the Imposition
of duty for purely revenue¢ purposes, He
sald the supply of plne in this country Vae
tnexhaustible and repudinted the “reputed’
yepresontatives of lumber Interests of his
stute who went before the ways and ".eans
commitice and usked s duty of 32. e
ecould not, he safd, find a single bosls for
this duty on lumber, so far as the southern
timber Interests were concerned.

“The platform 1 stand upon' Interposed
Mr. Bacon, "the orthodoxy of which the sen-
ator from Louislana may not subscrtSe to
(Mr, Calfery supported the Indlanapolis gold
thekot), warrants my poeition.  The (hlcaga
platform sald: “We favor a tarlfil for reve-
pue with duties so adjusted as to operate
equally throughout the country, and mnot
diseriminate as to clugs or wsection, It is
thal plank I the platform upon which |
stand.”

HESENOR OF DEMOORACY.

Mr. Caffery sald there might be a dlserep-
ancy between the Chicago and the Indiapap-
olis platforme, but the essince of demoerncy
was opposed to a tariff on raw matorinls
beeaune duch a tariff nepessarily requived
compensatory dutles on manufactured artl
cles. “If one wrong Is ceoneceded,” he arked,
“ghatl we multiply 1t? Can error he so cor-
rected?  That may be the logle of your
democraey, it Is not of mine. '

“My position,” sald Mr., Bacon, “is that
if duties are to be levied on manufactured
artiolen for revenue purposes they should

bé levied also on raw waterials, that no
favors should be shown."
Bonator Hoar lmproved the opportunity

pfMered Lo humorously goad Senators Bacon
rod Caffery by intimating that thelr revenue
ldeas became decldedly  protective  when
bome Interests  were affected—sugar for
Lanlsians and lumboer for Georgla.

Mr. Caftery, with a display of temper, an-
nouuced that there wos not an lo'w of yiro-
tection in his makeup. I favor o duty on
wagar," sald he, emphatically, “but the duty
pooa into the United States treasury. You
favar protection on artlcles which ensbles
manufactirors of those arlicles to put the
eoulvalent of the duty luto thelr own pock-

Mr. Allen of Nebraska touched briefly on
the subjeet of a duty on hides and then In-
velghed agalnst the lumber dutles In the
bill, which he sald would be particularly
oppressive to the people of Nebraska, who
were the victimea of the lumber trust. He de-
elared that 80 per cent of the lumber cut
from Maine to Minnerota was cut by men
of forelgn birth and a great portlon by wien
who are not cltizens of the United Statos.

THURSTON DREFENDS THE BILL
Mr, Thurston of Nelraska defended the
propesed lumber duly In a short statement,
conoluding by arguing that the lumber sched.
ule in the BT would not increase the cost
of lumber to the people of Nebraska ane
cent per 1,000 feel.
Mr. Jones of Arkanesas characterizes ny
absurd the elaim that this countty was being
Nooded with forelgn manufacturérs of lum-
ber, in the face of the fact that but §7,500,000
worth of lumber wha lmported Iast year,
agilingt $540,000,000 coneumed, He spoke of
the “Intocent” lumber barons of the north-
west who wanted the people of the country
to pay for the alleged high stumpage paid for
by them, the groat risks they ran on account
of fires, ete,, as sef forth in the petition to the
waye and means committee,
Mr. Spooner of Wisconain protested against
the arraignment of lumbermen #s a whole
heeauee of the unacrupulons methoda of a
few, and pald & high tribute to the fdtegrity
of the better clags. Mr. Spooner ealled at-
temtion to the remarkable nature of Mr, Vest's
amendment, which proposed to exclude white
pine from the gene.al duty of $6 on timber,
Why should the lumber Intercsta of Michigan,
Minnesota and Wisconain be dealt this blow?
Mr. Vest disolaimed any intention of dis-
eriminating, and said he would be willing to
withdraw his amendment and take the yeus
und nays on Mr, Allen’s amendment, to put
all lumber on the free 118t All he wanted,
he sald, was a test vote on free lumber,
Mr. Bpooner expresaed his willingnets to
ngree to this, wherenpon Mre. Vest declined
to withdraw hlg amendment. To put white
pine on the free gL, Mr, Spooner sald, would
glve an undue advantage Lo Canada, and
would amount to (he conflseation of the
property of men who had invested their
money on thiz gide of the border. From the
standpoint of the eecator Trom ‘Missourl he
oould see some logle in a motlon to put all
fumber on the free lst, but none in o propa
sitlon to single out white pine and leave the
timber of New England, the south and weat
protected from Canadlan competition by a
duty of $2.

GRAY OPPOSES,

Mr, Qray of Delaware spoke in opposition
to n tax om lumber, 1f private ownership
of land, he eald, is to be defended It can-
not he defended with the iden that the cwn
ors have the right to tax the great body of
the people before they can enjoy the bountles
the land possesses.
Upone the statement by Mr, Hu'e that Mr.
Gray's remarks resembled those of a free
trader, the latter sald he had ne objection
to the word “frea” or “freedom.”
“Why do you draw the line at the fres
colnage of ellver? asked Mr. Tillman, where.
upon the senate and gallerles roared,
“The protection senator from South Caro-
finn takes up the eword of the senator from
Nevada (Mr, Stewart) during his absence,”
replied Mr, Gray. “Free sliver, llke the
flowers that bloom in the épring, has nothing
to do with the case.
Mr. Rawlins, democrat of Utnh, spoke of
the unfortunate fact that democrats who were
now standing shoulder to shoulder in thelr op-
pesition to this tarift bill should have been
divided In the last campalgn.  “If some of
them,” he eaid, “had stood with us then, we
would not now be fighting this bill”
“It the senator, and others like him,” In
terrupted Mr, Gray, “had pald more attention
to free trade and o little less to free silver
that would be ttue.'
Mr., Rawlins sald the time for the demo-
crats to have stood together was alx monttd
ngo; now it wns too late, and oppesition to
a bill that wes sure to pass was futite.
Mr. Rawlins' specch hrought Mr. Cuffery
to his feet with the remark that there weo
no reason why democrats who objected to the

Chiengo pletform on the money question
ghould keep thelr mouths clogad on the
enormities of the present tarif bill, He ex-

pressed  the opinion that the republicans
should have brought in a tariff bill to supply
the defieit, and regretted that they had not.
fut, much as he opposed the tartll, he con-
gldered the freelng of silver at 16 to 1 far
more dangerous.  Mr. Caffery continued at
gome lepgth on the subject of free ailver.
stuting the reason for his opposition to I
and coneluded with the atatement that he
did not see what place a discussien of coinage
bhad in a tarlff debate,
VEST'S AMENDMENT LOST.

Mr. Voet's amepdment to except white pine
lumber from the $2 rate was leat—20 to 38,

The negative vote included eight democrits
—lncon and Clay of Georga, McEnery of
Loulslana, MeLaurin and Tillman of South
Carolina, Martin of Virginin Rawllne of
Utah, and White of Callfornin. Heltfeldt,
populist of I1daho, who has been voting with
the democrats, yvoted no. Carter, republican
of Montuna, voted yes, and Quay, republican,
wis palred for the amendment.  Allen of Ne-
brpska, Haerris of Kangis and Kyle of South
Dakota popullsts, voted yes, as did Cannon
of Utah ond Mantle of Montana, sllver re-
publicans,

Mr. Alllson offered a new paragraph, which
was agresd to, placing a duty on boxes for
frult at 80 per ceut ad valorem, When such
boxes are exported they may be reimported
ut ope-half their rate.

The house rate on manufactures of osler
or willow of 50 per eent was restored,

The lumber paragraph ag a whole was then
agreed to; algo the paragraphs on claphoards,
shingles and chalr cane.

My, Allen then moved to substitute the
proviglons of the Wilson bill for the entire
lumber schedule. Rejected—21 to 87, This
dispesed of the wood schedule and again
brought the genate up to the sugar schedule,

AS TO SUGAR BCHEDULE,

Mr. White nsked Mr, Allison as to the plans
of the commitiee on golug on with that
schedule.

Mr. Alllson responded that It was possible
that some amendments might be made to the
sugar schedule, 80 he thought it would be ln-
expedient to go on with It tomorrow. It
wis the purpose of the committes, however,
to have that schedule considered as early as
posxible,  If any changes wWere made they
wonld be proposed In open senate and after
that sufliclent time would be given gentle-
men on the other side to conelder them. 1
gugar went over tomorrow, the tobacco
schedule would be considered, and if that
went over, the mgricultural schedule would
Le taken up In reaponse to further in-
quirles Mr. Allison sald that Mr. Aldrich
hoped to be present during the conslderation
of the sugar schedule, and hls bealth was
such that he might be back 1o the scnate to-
morrow. He again stated that the sugar
schedule “might be modifed,” In which cuse
gcnators oo the other glde would bhave fall
apportunity to copaider the changos. Mr,
Alllson said the committes was ready to pro-
ceed tomorraw on any schedule the other side
might desire to take up.

At this polat Mr, Jones of Arkansas sald
the mioority desired (o kuow positively
whetlier the sugar schedule would or not be
taken up tomorrow.

“The senator should remember,” answered
Mr. Alllson, “that the sugar schedule is in
order now, and sufficient unto today is the
evil--or the good thereof.”

1 submit that the minority has a right
to kuow what will be done” perelsiod Mr.
Jones.

*“Then 1 give notive,” concluded Mr. Al-
Mson, *‘that the sugar sechedule will be
passed over tomorrow and that the tobacce
schedule witl be taken up”

MONEY IS READY TO SPEND

Effeet of a Bit of 8kilful Legislative
Manipulation Announoad,

EXPOSITION APPROPRIATION AVAILABLE

Thurston Secures the Insertlon of the
Magle Words nnd the Sandry
Clvil W Carrvies n Neat
Surprise,

WASHINGTON, June 7.—(Sprcial Tele-
gram.)—Bly his signature to the sundry clvil
bl President McKinley has made lmme-
diately available §200,000 for the Transmis-
sisnipp]l Exposition, the appropriation for that
purpose belng classified In the bill under
“miscellancous objects under the Treasury
department.” This was accomplished during
the final days of the bill's conslderation,
Senator Thureton and the committee on ap-
propriations having maglpulated the Ineer-
tlon of the words “to be immediately avail-
able,”” thpt the exposition might have the
benefit of all thereto moeraing, so far ns
the government was coticerned. Now that
tho amount can be used at any time, it Is
expected the architect of the government
will go ahead lmmediately with the plans
of the Government building, and, so far as
can  be ascertmined, it will probably be
among the first bulldings completed on the
Erounds.

Senators Thurston and Allen got mixed up
today on the lumber schedule as applicable
to Nebraska Intereste, the Junlor senntor de-
fending the schédule as reported by the
finance committee, while Allen made a plea
for “homes for the common people,’”” as he
chooses to eall Nebraska farmers. Thurston
contended that the schedule would not af-
tect the larmers any more than under the
Wilson Uill, but would give additlonal em-
ployment to hundreds, as logs Lnported from
Canada were placed on the free lst, which
would have to be worked up In the slates,
The controversy was short, but brought out
in relief the divergence of opinion betwoen
republicans and populiste.

1 do not think I shall ever go back to
Urbana, 1 dream of terrible ocourrences
and awanke with a start at night with the
din of that howling mob In my ears 1
hear that the father of Bell, who was
Killed, has threatened to shoot me on sight.
I am golug to leave the city, but my where-
abputs will be kept secret.”

The feeling here has subsided very much.
A strong reaction has set in and the bost
publie opirnion tonight favors protection to
the rullest for Captain Leonard and his com-

pany.

COLUMBUS, 0., June 7.—Captaln Leonard

GOVERNOR INVESTIGATES,

Governor Bushnell tonlght began an ofMclal
investigation of the milltary phase of the
Urbana affalr, Adjutant General Axline as-
slsting lim, ‘The governor was in his office
until late tonlght, and heard the stntements
of Colonel Anthony of the Third regiment,
Captaln George 0. Leéonard and Lisutenants
R. € Campbell and W. O. Gifford of the
Urbana company. It developed that Sheriff
MeLaln did not have telephonic communica-
tlon with the governor on Friday night, as
reported, Captain  Leonard stated that at
the time the governor talked over the tole-
phone, as the governor belleved, with the
sheriff, the latter waos In the jall, and had
no means of getting to a telephone. It s he-
lleved that some officlous person representing
himuelf to be the sheriff, communleated with
the governor, and that the real facts were
not made known, the idea being to convey a
fulse Impression to the governor. The fact
that Sheriff McLaln telegraphed for troops is
not denled, but the previous misinformation
regarding the situntion telephoned to the gov-
ernor misled him in judging of the necesaitics
of the occeslon demanded when the formal
call for troops was maeade. The governor will
inveszigate the matter thoroughly.

The governor has recelved assurance that
it will be parfectly safe for the ofeera of
the Urbana company to reiurn home and
they will go to Urbana ip a couple of daya.
Prominent officlils and cltizens of Urbana
have advised against elvil action in Cham-
paign county and the talk of indicting the
officers of the Urbana milltia, It s now
helieved, will come to naught.

LEONARD TO BE PROTECTED.

CINCINNATI, June 7.—The Times Star
epecial from Urbana, O., says: General Ax-
line sprot Sunday in Urbann and while here
enlled on Mma. Leonard and sssured her that
Captain Leonnrd would be protected. There

CONSTANTLY CRYING OUT FOR FRIENDS

NEW YORK. June 7.-~The Jourual thia
morning publishes the full text of Consul
General Lee's report on the Rulz case to
Sperptiry Bherman. It 1 dated Havane,
May 81, and says in part: 1 deduce from
wy knowledge of the facts the followlng
concluelons:

Mrst, Dr. Ruiz was arrested on a false
charge.

Secont, he was placed under gn impropor
jurisdiction, and died before the proper
tribunnl congidered his case, thereby giv-
ing him no opportunity to prove his inno-
cence,
Third, he was kept “Incommunicado’ in
i solitary cell for 316 hours, in violation of
hig treaty rights, which limit such confine-
ment to seventy-two hours.
Fourth, ho died from congestion of the
brain, produced by a blow on the top of tho
head.
Pifth, there are two theories connected
with the wound on the head.  One that In
a state of montal exoltement he ran across
tho cell as described by one of the jallers
and butted hig head on the door in a fran-
tie effort to get out. Another, that ho was
struck over the bead with one of the clubn
carried by the Jallers—by the Immediate
watchman—who had probably ordered him
to cease hig cries for relief and for his
children, and upon his not doing sp, struck
him with more force than he intended, or
it 1s possible the blow was delivered to mako
him confess or glve evidence against others,
MAY HAVE GONIZ MAD,
It I8 possible he went mad, and many
canses combined to produce such o result,

His knowledge of his own lunocence—hils
confinement in a gloomy cell, where e was
not allowed to communicate with his family
or friends, or to send or write. Alone, ail
alone, the thought doubtless {mpressed itselfy
upon hle mind that he waa liable in tho
relgn of terror then existing In and around
Guanabacoa to be summarily oxecuted #t
any moment. He loved his wife and chilldren
and in the AArkness and loneliness of his cell
he was constantly crying out for them.
The thought that they were but a few rode
away, and yet he might never oo them again
or hear the sound of their volees or feel the
touch of their lips and hands maddened hiny
and proved too much for the mind of the dls-
tracted and unhappy man, 1 thought It not
improbable as the long hours paesed by, It
may hove given way, and 1 1eft him & mad-
man,

His wite says his derby hat was all bat-
tered up and his clothes greatly torn when
roturned to her. But whether, when bereft
of reason, ho Infiicted the hlows which pro-
dueed britn eongeation or whether he died
4t the hands of others, the truth will prob-
ably only be known when the hearts of all
ars revenled—the fuct romains, his unjust
confinement killed him, and had he been
reloascd from incommunicado by the
hand of man at the end of seventy-two
hours the hand of deatk might not have re-
leasod him at the end of 815 hours, and
today the widow would bhave had the support
of her husbaud and the moans of his father-
lews ehitdren wouldl nes2r bhave boen heard
in the land, i

1 therefore conelude, saying as I have
done In all previous reports about this cane,
that whether Dr. Rulz killed himself or was
killed by some one else, will, under the ex-
iating conditions always remaln unknown,.
