Enormonsly Inereasedd.
Aceording to the figures submitied by the
general superinteendent of the Long l1sland
ruilroad, by closely paoking whesls In a full-
slzed bagaage car the car capn be made to
hold 200 to 226 wheels. This dors not (neinde
the packing of wheels one on top of the
other, hul simply using the floor of the car
atd placing the wheels close enough togethor
&0 ax o prevent ahy from being Injured
while In transit. The raliroad In question
Is well putronimed by the cyellsts of he
muotropolls, and Accommodations have been
made eapeclally Tor thom HRacks hava been
provided In many baggage cars for holding
wheels whire they can be used to the best
advantage. The rules of the ounpany ree
quire all of the wheels to be checksd, which
I Tegarded as necessary simply as & matter
of jdentification. At its own expoen<s the
company has erected sign hoards at various
cross roads, showing the dlrect road to the

nsarest station.

The route of the raliroad & on the favorite
rifis for the wheolmen of New York, and
the average reader will bo surprisgsd to know
of the larfge number of wheetls that are
trancported. One day recently, without notl-
fication of any kind, the radlrord bandled bHe-
twien Patchogue, Brooklyn and Leng 1sland
Clty between 1,100 amd 1,200 wheels, Fre-
fuettly the road handles from 0 to 1,000
wheels, vspecially on holidaye, this serving
to show the large number of cyelists who
live i’ New York aod vicinity.
