Califoraia wers good to wat

And they huve retreated into their
fastness, the position thal at all events
California fruit grower osuld not produce
peaches that had any flavor. Now this cita-
del bis alss been carried. Peaches that were
o much larger and handeomer than those
of nature, but which were made of wood
pulp, have not this senson appeared at all
They have been replaced by peachies muih

smaller and less oppressive 10 the e but
mest agreeable to the nostrils and the pal
ate, They smell like peachen—they thste
like peaches. It s imposible any longer to
deny thut they are peaches

Weo vongratnlste California growers upon
the production of s frult that 8 not easily
dstinguislable from the common product
of Delpware and New Jomey, Thus far Call.
fornia has not sent us anything that rivals
in flavor the choice apecimens and varietie:
of sawtorn orchards. It s very possible that

that is in store for us. [n the meantime,
the peachess we are now gelling are un-
doubledly fit to sat
