RAISES A VOIUE AGAINST FUSION,

Park Advises ALl Popullsts to Floek
Ly Themuelves,

ST. LOUIS, Aug. 13.—A special to the
Republle from Dallas, Tex., says: Milton
Park, who at the national conference of

populists at Nusghville
appointed the chairman of the natlonal or-
ganization committee, created at the con-
ference, today Issued a lengthy addrees to
the populists of the United States, in which
he reviews the origin and organtzation of
the party, naming the abusea which led dis-
satisfied elements of the old parties to create
o new one, and coming to the present day,
declares that:

“Tho trusts, the monopollies, the corporn-
tions, the moneyed Intereste of the coun-
try are organized. Thelr strength I8 con-
certed into the actlon of one man; hence
thelr power, their succesa, If the people's
party would hope to succeed, they must
orgatlze, they must unify, they musat con-
centrate their etreogth. We are confronted
today by obstacles and enemies within and
without,

After reviewing the actione of the con-
vention at Omaha and St. Louls and deplor-
ing the events of 1888, he adds: *“As chalr-
man of your organization committes, I urge
every populist everywhere to avoid, re-
pudlate and reject all fusion or alllance with
the democratic or the republican party.
Repel every overture of these enemlies of the
common people. 1 suggest that throughout
the entire country, wherever there are two
or mora populists In a ward, precinet or
township, they go to work at once, per-
slstently, to perfect a local populist organ-
lzation In their midat. Prees the work until
you shall have secured a compact organiza-
tion In every county ln your state. If your
sitate chalrman s not In sympathy with the
poliey declared at Nashville you should
swelect one who is as soon as practicable.
In those states where the state chalrman
and natlonal executlve committeemen are
in harmony with the policy declared at Nash-
ville, the national organization commlittee-
men will aid them In every way possible In
strengthening the party organization. In
this way an enthusiasm can be developed
that will know mno defeat, no surrender,
Popullsts of that ancestry which founded
this government, that begueathed to you
personal lberty, preserve and perpetuate it
by the peaceful means of the ballot.”

may even be used for the cutting of dia-
mands.

proper color to artificial teeth, A small
quantity of the minergl put into the mix-
ture for tooth ensmel produces the pecullar
yellowlsh tint that counterfeits pature so
admirably.
