YA friend of mine and 1 have just finlshed
a bullding here In down, which we will sell
for $2.000 or rent for $100 per month, 1 sue-
coeded In bolding wy Davis creck property
this summer. It I8 pot anything big, but
If men bocome plenty In this country next
yoar, or any other year, thit ground bhag a
mtake In It for some one. The ground aver-
aged after 1 bought 1L one ounce ($17) to the
man per Jday for ghovellng In. (1 ¢ourse, to
maks money out of a olaim n forde of men
i tho essentinl object, But to get men over
here this summer was an lwpossibility, ex-
cept one or twao

“The excitement of the country Is right
here and ax for <his strike on the Klondike,
I regard It as the biggest that was ever
known in the world, They are getting as
high as $2.600 to the pan on Eldorado ereek
(a0 tributary to Honanzs), and 8,000 ounces, or
$HL,000, waus taken from one ¢laim alone o
about a week's stioveling, 4t a ttal expense
of $5,000. At that rate there will be at least
32,000,000 or 4,000,000 4n the claim. You ecan
see more gold handled here ip a day than
you will ste Iy the states in a lfetime, un-
lesa you visit the mint. The bouts leaving
this spring bave had thelr sales and boxes
made for the purpose full of gold,

LONDON, Oct. 11.—There aeems no reanon
to doubt that the Cavendish sporting expedi-
tion, which Jeft Berber, East Alrich, last
yeur, s safe In every reapect A report
reached Rome from Benadire on October 1
to the offect that the expedition, which ur-
rivod at Lughl, Bemeland, about the middle
of November lawt, and thence proceeded to
ward Lake Rudolph, had been attacked by a

Cavendish expedition had started for Zannl-
bar on Avdgust 16, the roule to be taken be-
ing perfectly safe.

The expedition had a little trouble with
the native head men, who Ivelted the
Advaria to muting, and for a time the two
EngHehmen were foroed to vield to the de-
mande of the Ascaris. Approaching Ki-
kiiyu, however, Cavendlsh and Androw
selsed the two ringleaders and brought them
prisoners to Klkalyu, from which point they
were subsequently sent to the coast for trial,

As alresdy cabled, the expedition digcov-
ereil & new lake and two active voleanos
and erossed from the Gulf of Aden to the
Zanzibar coast by about the same route ag
proviously followed by the expedition coms
manded by Dr, Donaldson Smrith of Phlla-
delphia.

NEW ORLEANS, Oct. 11.—From tha re-
turns there Is Hitle hope (n the yellow lever
aituation, The Beard of Health Is dally
demonstrating that with a falr show It s
possible for modern solence to restrict and
atamp out the diseare. Dut the people who
munst suffer from a strict appiication of scien
tifle mothods rebel, the result being that the
prthway of the board |s beset with difficul-
tles. It thers wuas siriet compliance with
the health laws, if prompt report was made
of cases, the fever germs would be quickly
wiped out. But it begins to look now as If
from thirty to forty eases and from four to
slx deaths would be dally reported until jack
froat puts lg au appearance. The official
bulletin issued by the Board of Health to-
night was as follows; Cases of yellow fever
today, thirty-nine; deaths today, four; total
cases to date, 616; total deaths to date, sixty-

five; total cases absolutely vecovered, 257,

A MAGAIFICENT STAIRWAY.
Gorgrous  Entraner (o New York's
Twenty=-MIlHon-Daollar Cnpitol.

The great western stalrense of the New
York state capitol, one of the most beautl-
ful and costly on the western coutinent, is
approaching completion, says the New York
Tribune, Scaffoldings yet surround it, work-
ingmen are still engaged in earving stone
npon It, but It will soon be finfshed, Possibly |
the menbers of the legislature which meets
here on January 1 may be able to witness
Its unvelling If there 15 any ceremony of this
rature,

Begun in March, 18584, from «designs of the
great architect, H, H. Richardson of Roston,
which were carried out by lsaae H, Perry Mhe
présent state architect, the actual thme px-
pended In work upon  the monumental
structure has beed elght years. And from
Mr, Derry's diselalmer of any knowledge of
what it hos cost one can Infer that it has
been a tremendously  expensive stalrease,
Thete Is a suspleion founded upon certain
eatimates that it has cost toward $500,000,
bt no one would be surprised i€ Mr, Perry
ghould acknowledge that It has cost $1,000,-
400,  The diMeulty of estimating resgls In
the fact that state laborers were pald to
work upon it and that their labor in the
accounts is not separated from that off
Inborers on other portions of the glgantic
bullding

The staircase isa doulle one, its =tairways
winding in and out of the central plers, and |
rising thus frotn story to story, It occuples a
space seveniv-slx  feet ten and one-half
Inches north and south by sixty-vnine feet
ton and one-holf inches east and west. It
hetght from the tlle floor in the first story
to the top of the cornice i 106 feet, and
thenee from the summit to the glazed dome
fourteen feet, making a totnl helght of 1149
feet, The ecast and west main corridors nr|
the western section of Ane caplitol extend
along the great staircase in the first, second,
third and fourth storles, except on the west
glde of the seeond story, where the entrunce
lobby Is located, connecting with all four
of the corridors, which are emhbellished with
colimns and pllasters with carved caps and
string courses, The balustrades are profusely
carved and so also are the columns of red
Corsehill sandstone which sustain the stair-
WYy,

On the east slde of the first stery are
carved corbels under the arches supporting
the center row of steps, representing “‘Jus-
tlee™ on one and “Lillerty” on the other.
The corbels supporting the third-story
arches which earry the center row of steps
on the east bear the words “Excelsior’” on
one aide and “'E, Pluribus Unum’ on the
other, and on the west slde ds a gquotation
from the Declaration of Independence.

There are carved heads to be seen between
the caps of every column, Thus there are
heads of Fennlmore Cooper, Joseph Henry,
George Willlam Curtls, Silas Wright, George
Washington, Abraham Lincoln, Ulysses 8,
Grant, Thomas JeWerson, Aloxander Hamil-
ton and John Jay. On a transom over the
entrange to the State lHbrary 18 a carving
reprosenting the head and nock of Minerva,
with a wreath of oak leaves falllng down on
clither slde of the same, the whole set In
well designed and carefully executed follnge,
On the low soction of the transom are the
words “State Library,” with carving ropro-
genting pnim leaves springing out from he-
hind the caps of the columns on elther side,

which meet the lettering In well executed
representation of an ivy leuf entwinsd
around the letters, A carved head vepre-

senting Homer is recessed between the carved
