LONDON, Nov, 10.—(New York World
Cablegram—=Spechil Telegram.)—London had a
blaze today blgger and more destructive than
any recorded In its annals slace the historic
fire that followed the great plagee in 16645,
Sireets o quarter of a mile in length have
been fnvoived; 160 great warehouses have
been destroyed; 300 impeciant  firms, ond
tundreds more of minor ones have bien
burned out, and the damage s cotimaled
eloan upon $25,000 000,

About midnight, nine hours after the NOrst
outhreak, I suceeeded In penetrating the po-
Ji¢o cordon drawn up around the affected
arca, and agproached Commander Wolls,
chief of the fice brigade, with a request for
his opinion on the conflagrition. He re-
plied: “My hands will be too full for hours
to come to esllect my thoughts on the sub-
jeoct. You ree what it is for yoursell. No
man here has ever witnessod anything so
Qleasirous before.” That moment a brigade
man told Chief Woells he was wanted else-
awhere, and he hurrled off.

The gcene was even then appalling. The
flames had been extinguished, but e vast
block of warehouses as far as the eye could
reach, right anl left, was one Guge furnice
filled with a weltering mass of smoldering
ashes, on which streams frem numberless
hydrants seemed to make no sensible lw-
pression. Stroets ran ilke rivera. Twenty
sgleamers were ﬁumnu awany pumping up
witer through the paplng windows of the
burnt out houses, while the sky overhead
for miles around reflected the intense lurid
glare of still glowing embers,  Every avenue
approaching the scens of the fire wae
blocked by the police. but tens of thousands
of people gathered In' the vicioity, largely
composed of London's very roughest element,
but overawed by a few hundred pollcemen.

HELPED THE FIRE ALONG.

The reasons why the fire eesumed such
gigantis proportions were firel, because of
the highly foflammuble character of the con-
tents of the dry goods and tobroocalst ware-
houses where the fire originated; and second,
hecause of the extreme difficulty in band-
ling It effectively, owing to the exceptional
narrownesg of (he surrounding streets, Few
of these streets permit two vehicles to pass
abreaet, and the fire brigade had therefore
great diffienlty in meniculating its engines
and getting them into position. The delay
thus caused gave the fire tremendous ad-
vantage., The fames leaped through win-
dows scross these narrow thoroughfares and
caught houses on the oppogite slde. The heat
then became &o [frightful that the fire en-
gineg had to be withdrawn and wtreams
played ca the burning buildings from a d's-
tance,

In the eariy stages of the fire the flames
tore up through the liftways of the ware-
touses and eprowd  over ecach successive
floor with Ineressed rapldity, though buro-
ing out through winduws, and rcasted the
fronts of houges on the oppusite siile of the
street; which smoked and crackled until
thelr woodwork broke into fmes.

It will be severu] days before the fire will
be completely extingulsbed or Lhe ruins
thoroughiy explored,

Happlly to Iife was lost, but in thie con-
nection it is the geperal opision that the
London fire brigade is entirely too small to
deal with a gret emergency, though the
energy and resource of Chlef Wells and the
courege of his wmen are fully recognized,

TOLD BY THE ASSOUIATED PRESS.
Another Deserinilon of London's Im-
mense Conflngention,
LONDON, Nov. 19.—0One of the mcat dis-
astrous fires in London's history since the
great fire of 1666 broke out in a large block
of buildings lying easiward of W\ldersgaie
stredt end between that thoroughfare und Red
Cross street, just after 1 o'clock this after-
noon. Toe flames were faoped by & strong
wind and were fed by highly (oflimmable
stockas of Christmas fancy goods and fimsy
dress materlals of all deseriptions, that filled
every foor of tho six-story bulldings in the
old strect. Consequently the conflagration
gaingd headway with surprising rapidity and
was soon far beyond the possibility of belng
cheeked by the few engines which were early
on the epot. Por four hours and a half the
flames had thelr own way aud it was only
after more than & huodred engines bad
worked an hour that the chlet of the fire
brigade sent out the sigoal that the fire

was under conirol,

At 11 o'clook tonight dhe fire Is still the
scene -of great excliement, Pty cngines
are playing upon the ruins, wagons arc
hurrying up coul, and tous of water are pous-
ing into the fiery debris, Thousands of peo
ple ave trying to pengtrate the cordon main-
talned by a thousand policemen, reinforces
ments for whom were hurrled up when psoon
after 6 o'clogk an Increase in the vuthreak
Jed Commander Wells to make a requisitton
for more engines upon the outlying stations,

RESULT O AN EXPLOSION.

Pall Mall street was the scene of the outr
break of the fire, which was due 1o &8n ex-
plosion in conuectlon with a gas cugine o
the premives of Walter Brown & Mo, man-
tels;, at No. 30 on that thoroughfare. Their
third factory wus crowded with girls when
the fire broke out, and It was Instant'y the
soene of a sewl panle, the frightened op=ra-
glyes rushing to the roofs of the bulldings
and #2 efectiog thelr cacape while the Rames
mere pouring out of the basement,

The rescue of operatives by the firmen,
the hurrying of hosts of clerks why were
trylog to save hooks and valuable papers
grom the fire, and the rushing here and
there of many employes who were attarmpilng
to carry to places of safety costly moer hin-
dlse or other valuables. added to the corfo
slon, The heat wan &9 tvilense thal several
flromen were obliged to direct thelr otwin-
tions under showers of waler poured upun

the burning rulns, as front after front of the
flaming warchouses fell in, hurling tons of
bricka and masonry into the streets, Lursi-
ing and cutting the fire hose in all directions,
while tons of fery matier were falling In
every direction, making it impossible to
foreses where the conflagration would step,
as roof after rool caught fAre and winhdow
framen all about the scene bepan to smoke.

By dusk the plotured pretented was ex-
tremely brilllant. Four streets were blaz.
ibg on both sides, and there wae plenty o
Interest the gambilog #pirit of the on.
lookers in betting as to whether or not the
venerable tower of 8t. Glles' church could
stand the heat, sparks and burning frag-
ments with which it was eoaveloped. The
Mames from every point shone out from the
back sky acd through the widespreading
mase of dull, leadea emoke, tinged with
tongues of yellow fire,

SCOPE OF THR FIRE.

4 a. m—A very large force of fitemen
and about twenty engites have been work-
ing ut a high pressure all night. The dis-
trict ravaged locludes part of Australian
avenue, Pauls Alley, Cripplegate church
yard, Wood Street squace, Monkwell street,
Nicholl square and Fore street, and s
bounded by Aldersgate street, Red Cross,
Matllenticad Court and Bradford avenue, 1t
Is oMelally reportedl that 160 warehouses
have been gutted, A Iater estimate of the
tamage done places the amount at nearly
£6,000,000.

Nearly all the British fire Insurance com-
panies are iavolved, sad fire insurance shires
wore practionlly unsalable on the Stock ox-
change after the fire was under good head-
wuy. Nearly 300 telephone wires were cut,
thus interruoting cammunication with many
of the blg provinclal towns. The fire will
pauge an immense advapce In the price of
oatrich feithers, which rose 30 per eceout,
Two [cather firms alone have lost £15,000.

CONSIDER DEMANDS ON HAYTI JUST.

Germnn Press Deny Diplomntie Reln=
tlons Have Been Broken O
BERLIN, Nov. 19.—The North German
Gazette, referring to the dispute between
Germany and Haytl In regard to the alleged

falze lmpriccmment of a Germag citizen
named Lueders, says:
“Without doubt the Haytlan authoritles

have infringed the constiiution and the laws
of the republic, which entltle Lueders to
German nationality, glving him a perfect
right to the protéction of the empire. Do-
fore the German minister addressed himself
to the president of Hayti he had several
times wvalnly demanded Lueders’ relouse,
The Intervention of the United Statee min-
jater arose from his friendship for Lueders
and feare for the safety of all the white men
In Hayti. The report thst Germany has
broken off diplomatic relations with Haytl.
placing the Germans under the American
flag, is untrue. The German minister is stlll
at Port au Prince and the negotiations re-
garding the question of compensation, In
which Germany demands $50.000, will  be
carried on from Berlin, Should Haytl refusze
compliance with Germany's just demands
Germany will be compelled to lend weight
to lta demands In another way."

EXPLOSION KILLS FOUR PEOPLIE.

Eight Others Are Reported
Fatnlly Wounded,
CITY OFF MEXICO, Nov. 19.—An artillery
wagon loaded with powder and gun cotton
exploded here today, Killing four men and
wounding eight soldiers and citizens fatally
and shaking the ground for many blocks,
The pleas of the lawyers for the defenge
in the trial of the lynchers are now all made
and a verdict {8 expected probably by Sun-
day morning. Popular feeling agalost them
Is intense, and a mob tried to capture them
Inst mizht on the way from the palace of
justice to prison, but were beaten back by
the cavalry.

COMMISSION TO SETTLE ALL DIFFERENCES

Canadian Cabinet Meets and Hears
the Report of the Emissnries to
Washington —Have Hopes

of Settlement,
OTTAWA, Ont.,, Nov. 19—8ir Wiifrid

Laurfer and Rir Louls Davies have returned
from Washington. Within a couple of hours
after thelr arrival a moeting of the cabinet

was held, at which the premler explained
the recent negotiations with President Me-!

At the ooncluslon of the cabinet meeting
remier Laurler fa an Interview sald: It
le plain to us that the sealing questlon can-
not be scttled by itself. It can only be con-
glldered In vonnectlon with Irritating and lm-
[nurmnt questions, There 18 no intention
|'whatever of waegotiating any reciprocity
Ttréaty that would interleve with ey affect
Can.da’s exlsting Hritish preferential tariff,™

When aeked as to the result of their visit
to the United States Sir Louls Daviea sald:

“Alter bath representative parties conler
with their colleagues in their respective ad-
minigtvatlc ns statements of the demands re-
garding the oroposed reciprocal trade rela-
tions will be exchanmed and replies sub-
mitted by ech. 1 can add nothing new to
whit 1 sald as to the Amerlcan tariff press-
Ing too heavily upon us In respect to their
duties on our lumber, coal and fish exports
I think the United States authoritles, alter
they have maturely consldered the whaole
situation In regard to Canada, will agree
s to the correctuess of the representation
Thig may carry sufficlent welght with the
Joint commissica, should one be agreed to,
and bring about such reciprocity arrange-
ments as are most desirable to both coun-
tries,

“From what General Foster has Intimated
wo think the prospects of the filnal appoint-
ment of a Jolnt commisgsion are good.”

OUTLINE OIF AMERICAN PROPOSALS.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 19.—The dispatches
from Ottawa announcing that the Canadian
cabinet hus decided to send a commistion 1o
Washington to negotinte with a glmilir com-
mirsion to be appointed by the United Biates
government touching all questions at Issue
Letween the Uplted States and Canada, has
had the important effect of Jdrawing forth
here for the first time a statement of the ex-
aot proposition that was lald before the Can-
adlan ecntlngent when In Washington a few
days ago. It oin now be stated that the pro-
posal of Mr. Foster, representing the Urilted
States government, which the Canadlan dele-
gates took home with them to submit to thelr
council was: i

1. That both natlons agree at once to a
suspension of all kllling of seals during the
next season In the Paclflie ocean and Bering
sea, the modus to go into operation on the
first of next month.

2, That representatives of the governmentg
of the Unpited Stutes and Great Britain and
Canadn be designated to enter, swith asg 1it-
tle delay as possible, upon the considerntion
of all unsettled questions betwoen Coanadu
and thoe Unlted States, with the view to &
settlement by treaty, thls to Include the seal
question and any other mutters which elther
government may choose to bring forward.

So far the State department has not been
advised that the Canadian eouncil has acted
on the propositions, but en early apnswer ls
expected, as s evidenced by the fact that
the date set for the beginning of the modus
stopping the Killing of the se¢als Is no later
than December 1.

BEAL SLAUGHTER MUST STOP.

Onpe thing that Ig not elearly disclosed In
the Canadian dispatches s that the modus
must bhe agreed upon positively before our
government consents to the commission. Tn
other words there must be no killing of seals
while the commiesion is at work, The com-
mission might occupy a long time In its de-
liberations and If pelagie seallng is to go on
meanwhile it Is believed by our experts that
thero woull Le no seals left to serve as a
basls for negotlatlons. The propositlon of
our government having been so explicitly
stated, it may be understood that the ao-
nouncement of the purpose of the Canudians
to appoint & commission Imolles that they
have decided to accept the premise, namely,
the aggreement uwpon a modus vivendi.

Nothing has yet been done towards arrang-
ing the detulls of the commission's work
should one he agreed upon, Probably Messrs,
Foster and Kasson and possibly Mr. Hamlin
will be on our side, and owing to the nature
and complexity of the questions that would
come before the commission under the liberal
permisgive clause, other members might be
required in the pature of experts in partioular
linea, such ns the fisheries, reciprocity, Inbor,
Immigration guestions, minlog aod timber
1ssues and such matters,

DEFINITE FEATURLE.

A deflnite feature of the proposed com-
misslon s that 8ir Jullan Pauncefote, the
Hritish ambassadar. shall be at the 'head of
the RAritish-Canadlan commissioners and In
all probability that Sir Wiltrld Laurier shall
e assoclated with the ambassador on the
comuniasion.  This choice of the Dritish
ambassador s slgoificunt, as showing the
purpose of thie government to fully recogalse
the imperial character of the negotlations
and to conduct them only through the
wuthoriged representatives of the Britlsh goy-
ernment. The dispatches from Ottawas fall
to state this fact and to that extent are pald
to be misleading. There can be no Canadian
commigsion and nobody represanting Canada

van  conduct negotiations with  the

BEOMEWHAT APPREHENSIVE,

Much spprebension wais caused during, the
recent visit of the Canadlans by the wnofMcial
character of thelr dizcussions, as It was
recognized that negotiatlons were only pos-
sible belween Unlted BStates and Great
Britaln and not through the medium of the
Capsdias oficlats.  This misapprehension
cannol arise agalv, it Is sald. Aoy commis-
slon determined on at Ottaws would first
bave to be submitted to the colonlal office at

Londos, and Ul approved o that guarter it

would arsume an official form as between the
United States and Great Britain,  The action
of the Canndian cabinet ds not, tnerefore,
final, but ls expressive of the wishes of the
Dominion authorities. Up to the present
time there has Been no labimation as to how
the British govirnment would view the for-
mation of a commission. Mr. Adam af the
British ambassy Was present at the meeting
at Mr, Foster's house when the question of
the commiss'on g dincussed. Tt Is under-
atood, however, thal Mr. Adam’s atendancs
was unoffelal and BBt ns & representative of
the British ‘m'!.vrnutl'nt.

FIBRCE FIGHT IN LOCOMOTIVE CAIL

Enginecer and Fifeman Engnge In n
Death Strupgle.
BIRMINGHAM, i, Npv. 19—0n a
frefght traln dashigg southward over the
Louisville & Nashville rallroad at the rate
of thirty miles mn dour late last night, one
of the most thrillllg encounters over re-
corded In fact or fetlon occurred, Two men,
ote black and orazed by drink, the other
white and consclous of deadly peril, engaged
In a llfe and death struggle in the cab of
we locomotive, waleh onded In the death
of the negro and the'miraculous escape from

the rame fate by the white man.

When traln No, 28, southbound, left here
Inst night at 10:16 @'clock Engineer B, P.
Bishop and Flreman Wiley Cralg, colored,
occupled  the locombptive ecab. When two
miles from the city Blshop teld the fireman
to stir up the fire. The negro pald no attens
tion to the crder and it ‘wus repeated, This
time He uttered an oath, and, springing
from his seat, drew 4 revolver and suddenly
and without warning fired a shot polnt blank
at the enzincer, The bullet missed him and
the engineer struck the revolver from the
negro's hand just as the latter was aboul to
fire a second shot,

Cralg, now crazed wilh rage, Instantly
drew a Konife and, grasplng the englueer
by the shoulder, pulled him from the hox
und cut kBlm In a dozen places acroze the
breast. Mr. Blshop had a plstol In NWis hip
pocket, but he was held for a time In suth
a position that he could not reach it. Fina'ly,
after a dJdesperate sirugele, during whick
the two men rolled over and over on the
floor of the cab, Bishop managed to draw
his pistol and fire, The bullet struck the
negro in the breast end penetrated his heart,
Without & groan he fcll back into the dark-
ness to the ground.

The train at that time, was near Oxmoor.
There it was halted by the wounded en-
gineer, who told the erdw of his thrilllng
encounter. Diehop says his watch chaln
alone saved him from a fatal blow at ths
hands of the negro, wha' wielded his knife
with the savagery of a demon.

All the dnformation reaching here is that
the movement for a change has not bebn
carried out and that it is pot likely to be
carried out. For this rcason tie unofficial
report [rom Rome thut the transfer has been
actually made 48 discredited by those most
Intimately familiar with the subject. Should
It be carried out it is sald that it will have
an Important {nfluence on the future of the
university, as well as on the disposition of
thé Schroeder case,

C:iridinal Ludochowski s a Pole by birth,
but is generally regarded as not atrongly
pro-German i biz  tendencies.  Cardinal
Satollt Is thought to be favorable o Mgr.
Schroeder, although there was some marked
dilference of opinion between them when the
o:rdinal was papal delegate bere. It is un-
derstood that the Schroeder case is now be-
fore the Vatican authorities,

Thonsands of People Depend Upon This
Souroe for Their Food 8upply.

FOURTEEN HUNDRED ON THE RELIEF LIST

Of 880,000 Set Aslde by Congress Half
Has Been Eapended for Those
Clalming Protection of
Thisx Government.

NEW YORK, Nov. 10.—A apeclal to tho
World from Havmoa saye: 1o every (OwDn
In Cuba whete there are American citizsens
groups of etarving Islanders gather every
day In fromt of the houses of those Ameri-
onns and beg for the erumbe. That Ameri-
cans have anything on thelr tables from
which erumbx could fall is due to the rellef
fund of $60,000 volted last wpring by com-
greva. Consul General Lee hias drawn g0 far
about $25,000 of the total amount. There are
1,400 Americans on the rellef fund list. Of
these about 250 are American born. The
othera are naturalized citizens and thelr
families, who, having had thelr citlzenship
papers properly reglstered at the different
United States consulntes, are entitled, if In
distress, to the same rellef as American
born cltizens.

According to n statement made by Consul
Barker, who ls statloned at Spgua, about
10,000 people are being kept alive in Cuba
by these rations distributed for the support
of 1.400. Neighbore gather around the front
door of the houses of American cltizens and
beg a share of the feod that comes from
the consulates, Where suffering I8 general,
these appeals are not in valn, and the gcant
eupply of ries, jerked beet and bread ls
mafe to do service for five Instead of ome,

Theree arc no markets in any but the bigeer
oltled, bemiuge nothing le produced to supply
them, and no one has money to buy with
Misery is universal and suffering ls every-
where and the death rite goes up higher and
higher each Addy. In the town of Sagua,
where there Is a population of abzut 20,000,
the death st for five years before the war
was 500 a year. In the month of August cof
thig year 648 perszons dled of starvation alone.

Consul Brice, stationed at Matanzas, re-
ports that since July 1 27,000 persons have
dled In hig distrlet. General Blaneo's orders
to allow the vaclficos to cultivate land out-
slde the militury lines would diminish suffer-
ing If the pecple had the strength and the
implemeats with which to work, but they
have neither and Weyler's scheme to ex-
terminate the people is rapldly proving sue-
crssful, 1t is generally belleved in Havana
th:t Blanco has recelved orders from Madrid
to do evervthing possible to prevent slarva-
tion reports from going to the United States
and Minister Depuy de Lome has urged him
to lssue proclamations and orders that will

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IRRIGATION MEETING IN KANSAS

Representatives Present from Govern-
ment Geologieal Survey.

LAWRENCE, Kan, Nov. 18.—About 100
people were present at the morning sesslon
of the state irrigation convention. I'rof. E,
C. Murphy gave the results of his oxporl-
ments with windmlills, & branch ol work
asslgned to him by the hydrographical de-
partment of the United States Geologleal
EUrvey,

B. F. Smith of Lawrence told of the great
results of lrrlgation In  the berry patch
and Prof. Olin Templin spoke of the bene-
ficlal ethical effects of irrigation on the
soclal 1ife of the community. Cole R, Moses
of Great Bend then spoke of the future of
irrigation in Kansgas. Hig address was n
plen for state recognition of the Irrigation
feature,

A feature of the afternoon sesslon was a
paper by . H. Newell, hydrographer of the
United, States Geologleal survey, on "Exten-
elon of Irrigation.” He declared that most
of the plaunts conetructed during the last
decade had been large enough to assume
state or national importance or so small as
to be no more than Individual concern, and
attributed the disparity to the fact that
nearly all of the localities where  wator
could be readlly diverted had been proviously
gelzed upon 80 that there remained roocm
ooly for small plan's or elaborate under-
takings, which coutemplated the transporta-
tien of water from a distance. But the
speaker Insisted that because some of the
lands mest easily Irrigated had been util-
Ized It should not be assumed that the
6,000,000 or more remalning acres In need
of irrlzation should be neglected. This state
was deelaved to dbe primarlly Tntécested In
common with Texas, Oklahoma, Colorado, Ne-
braska. the Dakotas and Montana in pri-
vate Irrigation, or that species In which
a farmer digs a well and pumps water by
wind, gasoline or steam into a rezervoir for
the supply of a greater or lesser number of
his acres. Many vears must pags In the
writer's opinion before the vast tract referved
to eould support vast cauals and the like,

and that when he came to a realization of
bis situstion he wae so far that he could
not turn back,

lug under a temporary aberration of the
mind, Had he done so, the effect of the ex-
