SENATOR MANTLE ENTERS REMONSTRANCE

RUTTR, Mont.,, Nov. 19.—{3peclal.)}—8ena-
tor Les Mantle has protested vigorously
againet the proposed abandonment of Fort
Custer, and has entered Into correspondence
with Secretary of War Alger with a viow to
baving the scheme of absndonmuent changed.
He in in recelpt of a letter from the secre-
tary explaiuing in detall why the fort Is to
be abandoned, the chlol reason assigned belbg
that It would cost §$250,000 to repalr the
fort. Senator Montle states that this esti-
mate I greatly exaggerated, and If he can
soctire the co-operation of the other senntor
from Montana and the ccagrossman and It
can ba shown that Fort Custer can be re-
palred cheager than this, he will introduce

& blll In congress to ressstiblish the fort.
Becrotary Alger, In hia letter glving the
reasons for the abandonment, stated:

“More thun twenty years ago, before the|

Sioux natica had bheen subjugated, and Mon-
tana and the Dakotas wore wild territorles,
Forts Keogh and Custer were built for the
purpoge of supplying troops operating agiinst
the 8ioux. Fort Custer was bullt of light
frame Walldinge and of a temporary chatne-
ter.  Fort Assinniboine was billt a little
fater of brick and stone. Sinee that time
the Sioux bave beon subjugated, and to gome
extent eivilized, Thelr reservation in  the
gouthorn part of Bouth Dakota Is, however,
In cloxe proximity to Foris Robinson and
Niabrara on the south and Fort Meade to
the northwest; these are ocoupled by slxteen
trocpa of cavalry and elght companies of In-
fantry, at leant 1,000 men.

INDIANS.

The Kiling of Indinns by n Gnme
Warden Denonneed as n Marder,
Mrs. W. H. Beck, wile of Captain Beck,
formerly in charge of the Winnehago reser-
vation In Nebraska, but now of the Ute and
Uintah reservations in Utah, was in Denver
a few days ago on her way west, and while
there was Interviewed In regard to the re-
cent killing of Indians by the game warden
In Routt county. She stated that she had
heard from her son, who ls an officer o one
of the troops stitloned at Fort Duchesne,
that a governmental lnvestigation loto the
recent killing of the Indians by the game
wardens is going to be held shortly.

“Paul said in his letter,"” sald she,
that affalr was nothing but murder; and the
ernelest varlety of murder at that. The
Indiane are wards of the government, and it
Is no more than right that the government
should investigate the killing and sce that
punighment is metod out to the guilty parties
it a crime is shown to have Dhecn coms-
mitted, He went on to say that the Informa-
tion gleaned at the fort moes to show that
the game wardens are guilty, and that it has
been declded among the higher offivials of
the army and the secretary of wur that an
Investigation should v held. Although I
was not gt the agency at the time of the
nlleged outhreak, vet I read enough regard-
fug it to konow nearly all of the particulars
and I fully agree with my son that it was a
eruel murder,

“My experience among the Indians has
| tatght me that they are possessed of loving

watures, and that they will never harm a
| friend. Youn know Indians have a universal
reputntion of being thieves. but in all of my
life among them 1 have never lost a thing
that I know of thromgh theft, and my pos-
sesslons have been easy of necess to the In- |
dtans had they desired to molest them, They
detest the average white man, and consider
him far below thelr socinl level. They do
not consider it a crime to steal from him,
but think it elever.

Fort Niobrara. We were all very much In-
terested there in the Houtt county trouble,
but were sorry to know that the Indians were
etited, almost without provocation.

and 2000 Indians upon the two reservations;

“They have glven us very little trouble |
during the courege of our stay there, and [ be-
| lleve are as peaceable and Ilowablding as
lany tribe in America. But they are averse
to manual labor and you might as well at-
| tempt to move tho Rocky mountains as to
try to compel them to work. They are bhright
and apt scholars and are eager to learn to do
fancy work, to write and, in fact, to do any-
thing that requires simply skill nnd Intel-
lect butif yeu attrmpt ‘0o make them do ha 4
work they will le down and refuse to move
rather than be forced to labor. It ls a pe-
eullar thing about them, and they have a
finer nature than the average dark-gkinned
ruce, and education would accomplish won-
| ders with them were It not for the fact that
tha educated members of the trihe, after
thelr s&chooliog bhas been completed, are
forced to return to the reservations, and there
| again descend to the level of the other mems-

“that |

| bers of the tribe, and to lose all the advan-
{ tige which thelr learning might have boen
to them.

“This I8 a polut upon which I am very
gemeltive, and which T have taken to heart
As spon as | reach the reservation I am
going to begin writing a book on the sub-
Jeet, entitled, ‘Four Years on a Government
Reservation,” and In It T am golog to en-
deavor to call the attention of the white
people to thiz Imjustiee that s being done
thoe Indians. Wy, 1 attended the com-
menvement exercises at Carllale, Pa.., last
spring and was astounded at the refinement
and education which T encountered among
the red men. But what does it amount to?
They go back amemg thelr relntives and are
relegated to a scat Io the tepee or about
the fire and are oftentimes compelled by
the o her Indians to discard their elvillzed
rilment for a blanket, In time they becowe
us bad and even worse than the athers.™

A Tomuhawk for Mayor Van Wyek.

Majer Dick Gwydic of Spokane will forward
to Mayor-eleot Van Wyck of Oreater New
York a historical tomahewk, together with
A4 package of Indian totwcco, saye the
Spokesman-Review. It may be smoked In
the pext big councl! of the Tammany braves
when they meet to rejolce over the acalps
captured in the lite éngagement.

The tomahawk ls reputed to he over 100
years old, The upper portioe of the head
Is a p'pe and the lower portion spreads into
4 broad blade, From the edge of the blade
to the back le about seven Iloches, The
bhandle or stem has been worn down by fre-
quent uke untll U & only about t(welve
Inches long, It I orpamented with forty
brass-headed tacks, taken from old-fashioned
hair trunks, Each tack ls supposed, ace
cording to the tradition of the tomahawi,
to represent a humano e that was taken
with the wespon.

The tomahawk was gresented to the ma-
Jor seversl years ago when he was ageut
on the Colyille reservation. An o'd Indlan
wis the donor. The tradit'om handed over
with the weapon was that it was borne by
an Indian who took part in the Whitman
LHisEACTE.

ACTION OF GERMANY PROULIAR.

Selenre of Chinese Merritory in Viola«
tiom of Internntfdnnl Comity,
WASHINGTON, Nov:<16.—Mr. Wu Ting
Fang, the Chinese minlsher, han reccived the
following official statefment from Peking rela-
tive to the selzare of ‘Halochau island by
Germany: 4

the 15th Inst. the goverior roported by tele.
griaph the arrest of the four culprits and this
wins commumtented to the German minister.
But Germian ant ship® had en the 14th ad-

vinced to Kialochau islanid, landed troopa
cand after occupying all vhe high ground,
gave the garrison (orty-clght hours to re-

tire, The German minlster did not glve the
Tsung-H-Yamoen any notice. On the evening
of the 158 a telegrAim from the ministor-
superintandent of the northern ports, glving
A report of this ovourrence, oconsloned the
greates: surprlge,  Ching, In view of the
friendly relutions batween the bwo countries,
thereupon ordered the governor of Shan
Tung to keep the garrison under strict con-
trol, to withdraw the troop= to positions out-
£lie the limits of the isiund and to enjoin
them not to make any move without express
Instructions.

Thils ofMcial statement plicos a new com-
plexion on the press cables in that 4t indi-
cates the Chinese government had al-
ready taken active steps for the punishmont
of the murderers of e (wo German mis-
slonaries before the landing of the German
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troops at Walochau and the oocupation of the
tywn.  The moet Important matter In connec-
tion with Oermany™s action 48 the faet In
the foregoing cable that the Teung-1-Yamen
(Chine=o foreign office) wom miven no notif-
cation that the selzure of Kaiochau was con-
templated. Such a procesding In sald to be
