Dependent Elements of Topoorats to Become
One Existenoce,

THREE-CORNERED FUSION IS PLAYED CUT

Hepresentative Sheldon Volees the
Sentiment In Favor of a Conlition
Under the Sinondard of a
New P'arty.

LINCOLN, Nov., 20.—{Special.)~There In
conslderable anxiety In populist circles, es-
peclally among those who have assumed cons
trol of party machloery, as to the probable
outlook for fusion next year., They seem
to see the bandwriting on the wall which
saya that they cannot play the three.conven.
tien game much lotger. While these popu-
list politiclans biave been pervous on this
subject ever since their last state ccaven-
tion, they have up to this tlmwe tried to
keep thelr trouble qulet,

S0 meute hpe the gltuation bécome, how-
ever, that it has pushed lieeif to the front
and has culminated In a curious letter pub-
lished [n the Independent, the ofeclsl popu-
liat organ. The lettor Iz written by Repre
sentative A, E, Sheldon, who was one of
the populist leaders I the late legislature
and who Is now Holding down a job as sec-
retary of the State Printing board. Mr.
Sheldon fgured prominestly in the populist
ring of the three-convention clfcus last Sep-
tember and he lets out several open secrets
which were formerly denled with vigor In
the popullat camp.

Mr. Sheldon’s eppeal starts out as followe
“If the men who voted together at the polls
Iz Nebraska November 2 for the etate ticket
elected are sincere, earncot acd practical
in their deslre for rellef from corporate
rule in the state and nation they will meet
in ane conventlon next year, There has been
conslderable discussion of the orlgin of a
new party, To all intents and purpores for
the stite of Nehraska there lg 4 new party
The trouble |= thit for sundry lllogleal rea-
sons three separate organlzations are maln-
tained for the new party, The malatenance
of these separate orgacizations I= fraught
with the gravest danger to the common
oitise.  Not one In 1,000 of the 100,000 voters
who cast their ballots for Judge Sullivan
knows how close the triple convention came
to breaking Into three geparate columns,
each headed for defeat, 1t was o halrbroadih
caeape, ag n few men can amply testify if
placed upon the witness stand.”

Mr. Shelidon goes on to argue In favor
of the populists allowing themselves to
complietely swallowed by the democrats and
cltes a number of [llustratione golng to
show what tigks are run by maintaining the
present triple allinnce. He Insists that it s
not only possibie to have n single state con-
ventlon next year, but wants every one who
voted the fusion ticket this vear to partici-
pate on an equal footing in the cancuses,
primaries anil conventions that are to put
In nomination all the state aud local tickets
for 1888. *"Nebraska ought to lead the way,"
He giys, “foi such a unlon, From every patt
of the natlon men are looking to this staie
for an example In the present confliet. The
populists of this state have just uet a
aplendid example for the reform forces of
America. In spite of the fact thiat thelr
fellow populists have been snubbed and
spurned by the free silver demvocrats in
almest eveéry state in the union, this year
the Nebraska populists have mone loyally to
tho polls and elected n democtitic supreme
Judge of this state.’”

ONE-SIDED BARGAIN.

In exchange for this snubbing and spurn-
ing Mr. Sheldon wantg the populists to re-
turn good for evil by giving up their sep-
arate party organization mnd merging with
the democrate. He says the populists in Ne-
braska ought to lead the way by holding
county conferences during the winter and
proposing a un:on at the primarles of all
who supported the allled tleket this year for
the eelection of delegates to unlon tounty.
distriot and state conventions. He cltes as
precedent the cenvention held last summer
in Madison county, wihoee proceedings and
nominations, ho says, were ratifled by the
separate party organlzations. The letiter con-
cludes by saying that unless some such con-
solldation Is specdily effected a silver victory
In 1800 cannot be expected,

It {s not known whether Representative
Sheldon Is volciog the sentiment of the state
gouse machine leaders, who haves steadlly
protested against discarding any of the three
disgulees of the silver party, but his pro-
posal is certain to draw out considerable dis-
cussion of the subject througiout the state,

A prominent populist of the First district.
who made speeches all through the last cam-
palgn, and who has had hopes of receiving
the fusion nomination for congress next
year was interviewed a few davs ago 19-
garding the results of the state electlon
During the conversation his attention was
called to the fact that the fuslon party had
made Ite galns in the ecities and towne, with
the exception of Omaha, and that the repub
licans had made corresponding gains In the
farming and stock-raising districts. He ac-
counted for this by saying: “It shows that
all the thieves and rogues of the towns are
getting Into the populist party because it has
the offices, and some of the farmers have
taken alarm at this and are getting out. 1If
a few more of the dishones: element climb
Into the populist band wagon, all of us who
belleve In a clean party will have to get out
ind hunt a new one. 1 belleve that the pop-
ulist party is belog ruined by the convert
who have come In during the last three years
and who are moatly offlce-geekers.” A num-
ber of the old-line populists in this part of
the state are expressing themselves lu the
same way and there is a strong feeling pre-
vailing that between the democrats and the
office-seekers the populist party has becn
pretty effectually swallowed up.

Consols
and India 8 per cents have fallen heavily
on the bellef that the loss*s will necessitare
heavy sales by Insurance companles, and
most of the insurance companies’ shares have
dropped 10 to 30 shillings,

The Evening Standard, in ite financial arti-
c¢le this aficrnoon, says it is believed that
the bulk of the fire losses wlill fall upon
American ipsurance companies.

The last flames disapprared by 11 o'clock
this morning, but as this message & Cor-
warded water i8 still being poured upon the
red-hot masses of rulns. The burned dis-
trict &8 surroupded by enormous crowids of
peopls and the rallropds are running excur-
slon tralns from the country. In splte of
the magunitude of the disaster, only two fire-
men were slightly injured during the work
of extinguishing the flames.

About 300 firms are sceking for new offices.
