SHIT HENRY CARPCNTER IN DRUNKEN ROW

Detalls of the Crime Whiech Ocenrred
In Goodwin at 0 Dance _Filoally
Arrented In South

On the night of August 27 a dance was
given at Goodwin and all of the young peo-
e in the pelghborhood were Invited, They
had a good time and the fun lasted long into
the night. But before the night was over n
number of the men got Intoxicated., It was
In a sort of a hole-in~the-wall that & num-
ber of them got into a drunken row, It is
gald Carpenter tried to step in between Lin-
dell and another man and pleked up a board
to defend himself. This angered Lindell,
who drew o gun and shol Carpenter In the
stomach, Tle died at St Joseph hospital in
this city the same evening. [In the same
fight Lindell recelved n bad cut over the eye
and a broken nose. He still bears the marks
of both these Dblows. After the shooting
Lindell skipped, and there was great excite-
ment about the affair. It appears he went to
Martiisburg, Neb,, and then over to the Mis-
sourl rlver. There he got n boat to take him
to n gand bar, half way acrosgs the river. He
swam the rest of the way, [Prom there he
worked hils way up to Conde. He wlll plead
self-defense.
