Willlem Howard PBrett, librerlan  of the
Clevelatg public library, disousses lo the 1n-
dependont various measures calcglaied to lo-
cereast Lho usefulness of publie Jbraries. The
free public Hbtary, be writes, s as definitely
an educational imstitution as the free public
schobls, Together dhey form the eguipmient
provided by the mbiole people uoling together
for the oducation of themselver and ther
chiidren in the dutles of cltizemship. Por
ils resson they have found thelr origin and
thelr groatest developmont o free  Iands
among fres peoples. It s only by shaping
every detwil of organization end method to-
ward Lthis educational purpose and by making
them vonsistent with this spirit of freedom
Wt the libtary muay bope 1o attadn its great-
@8t usefuiness,

The motto of the Americin Library asso-
eclation probably expresses the purpose of
the mwodern free Hbrary as well us it 48 pos-
Slbole o wapress iU wily the shme brevity—
"The best reading lor the grestest number
&t wae lowest cost.” The quality ol it work,
the exient of s feld and the pecessity of
Eood buwiness metbods lu ity matagement
are all fmplied in thess few worae, BEx-
prossed more juliy, the purpose of the Mbrary
I to bring within reach of all for whose
benent it s esiaollehed and 1o assist themw
ln selecthng and usiug those booke whick
will be best fTor Coem. Tt begins with those
puplis in our jubdc schools whio heve just
acguired the avity o disungulsh the words
ou «be privted page and leads them into
storyiand where readlug soon becomes w
them, to use (he words of one of our imost
loved and most suovessiul  librarkats, tot
merely “an krt destued, but o delight dis-
covered.” It goes with the pupil through

appear best for the purposes of the library,
SELBCTION OF BOOKS,

The duty of the lbrary board in eelect-
ing bovks for the library, ailthough it msay
seem to be quite different, s essentially
the eume us thst of the schos] authorities
in selecting text books 1 the schools. In
the one case we, R cltlzens, select o body
to goverp our scthools, pul the selection o!
the text bhooks for the children lido [te
Hands and ablde by e declsion 1o the other
ake we, us citizens, select n body to gov-
érn our library, the iostitution wbich s Lo
the whole community what the school I8 to
the chlidren, put the solecticm of books into
its hands aud abide by its decision. In the
casg of the school board It will seek the best
expert adviee in the selectlon of the text
books, but, paturelly, will not consult those
who are to use the books. On the «ther
haod the library bosrd will often find fw
bist advisers, as to the wvalus of books,
among those who use the lbrary., It will
ag lcy the case of the school board, be gulded
by tho#¢ opiniosa which appear worthy of
aoreplenee and disregard those that do not:
but with it, and not with 8 wdvisers, rests
the duty end the responsibility of declding

The place of light fictlon in the public
library s one of the dificult guestions. It
Is sometimes sald that these are the people's
braries und sbhould contaln the books whileh
the people ask for. Would we not rather
say thut they are the ppople’s lHbraries and
should coouiln the books which the people
need.

In the selection of technical and wspecial
books expert advice s absolutely necessary
and in all cases the eritica) oplodon based
on the matured judegment may well e fol-
lowed. Om the other hand, the demund, even
a strong demand for o book, which does not
appedr to have value cither as literature
or as information, may well be quietly left
upheeded.

SOHEMBS OF CLASSIFMICATION

Classification and cetaloging bave been de
veloped and systematized during the last
twenty-five years, so thet the ltbrarien who
no whas before bim the pleasant task of
organizing m library may select from three
or more schemes of classification, any one
of which will be sallsfactory When the
users of the Hbrary are permitted to select
from (ke shelves s closer classification s
particulariy desirabie. For lustaoce, (t is
moere cotvenient to have French history dl-
vided ohronologloslly, so that books on the
French revolution will be sbelved together,
and in due relation to other poriods, rather
thian have them seattered through the whole
rection devoted to Franve. It i more con-
venlent to heve the books on the eluphant
together rather than scattered through the
cinss 200logy.

Jptaloging bus been so systematized that it
only requires traiped work according to well
defined rules. A good ratalogue is ebsolutely
ersential to the usefulness of the llbrary.
A vataiogue for public use should woewer
the following questions: Have you a par-
ticular book, giving autbhor aod title, or
title only® What bave you by a certaln
author? What rave ¥cu on & certpin sub-
ject? 1t should answer these questlons when
ey apply to estaye angd short storigs, and
olher articles [rign parts of Looks, It sbould
alsp show what the Ubpary has In certzin
classes of books s oot y aud egeays, Oaly
by means of such s eatalogue can the full
resources of & libriry be made awslisble,
and it seems 0 be, ! possible, more im-
portapt io s smwell Mbrary hab & lerge one,
because there 0 the greater need for coth-
manding (o the Utmost s Wore medger re-
BOUrces,

lo the errangemeris for the use of the
library, for the seleciior cnd lsrulng of books
the greitest possl'ue [réclom is desirable.
There should be no olLer restrigtious upon
the use of books thay ¢xprrience has proven
to Le absolutely necessy'y. Each individual
should be aliowed (he mwos' perfect frosdom
cousistent with the rights of others, avd in
a public jibrary there should be no priviieged
clasies nor eny speclal favor to ludlvidusls.

HELPFUL SUGGESTIONS.

It 1s well worth while in the library to
supply the book or the Information which
Is usked for and in many cases it Is the
only thing to do. 1t Is tmueh better, how-
ever, particularly in the ocase of young men
and women, of boys and girls, 1o give them
the oppoartunity to use the books, with such
SUggsstions Af to lhdexes and catalogues as
may ennbile them to learn to help themsslves

Thiere I8 bo mystery about eatpiogues, In
dexes or reference books which cannot be
mastered Ly any person of erdinary iotellt
gence; and one who gives a moderate amoun!
of atiention to it will flud a new world oponed
to him, Each bit ol ressarch on the part of
vach library assistant should be so indexed
aeg (o be avallable for all.

By the wise selection of books, by anno-
tated catalogues and roferevices to reviews
and more than all by the personal influence
of Its assistaut the library strives to on
courage the reading of better books. There
Is, of course, no thought of anuy authorita-
tive direction of the reading, but It must
be altogether unobtruslve, malnly bits of
persopul suggestion or advice, glven quictly
a8 between friends. The influence for good
of competent library assistants who gain
the confidence of resndors may be wory
great, amd stiil it will be so quiet as hardly
to be noticed

The ltbrary will e made
various literary clube and gullds. In one
library the programs of the lierary clube,
some twenty in number, are pecured ae
promptly ns poesible and kept on flle in a
plaoy set apart for them. A little box to
hold catalogue cards is also provided for each
club and the references to the subject are
Inoked up carefully mnd filed, each in Its
own box. This {s understood ¢y the mem-
bere of the cludb, who ususlly come In and
look up for themselves the subject lo which
they are Interested. The same  attention
will be gilven to any organization whose
work may be facilitated by it. The list for
tho present winter includes the prosram of
one Sunday school class, whose teacler s
giving a serlen of lessons on the lives of the
great skeptics.

Meating rooms may well be furnizhed in
the library bullding for such clubs, and by
arranging the time of weeting of the differ-
ent cluba with reference to each other a
few rooms might provide for & large num-
ber of clubs,

CENTER OF LITERARY

Thus the library muy center about lisalf
the titerary activity of the city. It may
furnish roome for the varioue sclentific socl-
oties. such ss the clubs of electricians, of
engineers, of amateur photographers &nd
others, and make their collections of booke
departments of the library.

It should be the home of all the eduvs-
tional work of the rity which {8 bevand
and outslde of the schools and collegos

I have thus far spoken only of the work
which the llbrary mav do within tr own
walls, Space wiil not permit me to describe
the extenalon of the work of the library of
our large citles through branches and de-
livery stations, the direct work o the
schools, the formation of mothers' clube and
of bome librerles, the Library league, which
enlists the children to help care for the
books. nor the great value of the commer-
eclal department to the business interests of
the eity. Each of theee might furnish ma-
tertor for an article.

The library work for the last twenty-five
years hne bheon one of organization and the
perfecting of methods. The years before us
wil, I belleve, greatly extend the seope, the
vohune aud the value of the work. The
work of the past has been done by cordial
and earnest co-uperation between librarians
The greater work of the future will he done
by & llke oo-operation betwesn all the eduy-
cetional forces. The public llbrary ie the
property of all the people and all have a
right to use it. It s outside of party, or
denomination, or school of thought. 1t offers
Itsel! a® & oommon weeting ground for all
It may be lts mission to do much towird
harmonizing opinion or bringlng about &
toleration of differences. 1@ may do muth
toward mitying and rendering more effective
