resolution. Up to noon today Mr. McKenba
had heard nothing of the reported deeclsion
of the reorganization committee, as stated
by a New York newspaper, to offer a guar
Antee bld of $6,202,000, the amount of the
principal  of the government claim, nor
would the attorney general say,. In speaking
of the matter today, what would be done in
case such an offer was made before the mo-
tion for a poatponement was filed. There
Is no reasonable doubt that this offer, \[ 1L
had been made prior to the adoption of the
senate resolution, would have been acsepted,
it may be, It e sald, that the president
would conslder himself hound, In courtesy
to tho senate, to ask for a postponement, Ir-
respoctive of any offer that might mow he
made, that he might ascertaln the views of
the leaders In congress upon the accepiance
of a bid of $8,303,000, should it be made, and
aet accordingly.

The attorney general today expressed no
doubt that a postponement would be granted
by the court upon the showing the govern-
ment would be able to make.

SGUARING  SPOFFORD'S  ACCOUNTS.

Accounting for the Veteran Li-
brarinn's Alleged Shorimge,
WASHINGTON, Dec, 10.—An investigation
now being made betwesn the officiale of the
congressional Hbrary and the oMclals of the
Postoffice depariment promises to throw a
great deal of light upon the recently widely
discussed shortage of former Librarlan Alns-
worth R. 8pofford. It will be remembered
that an Investigation by the Treasury de-
partment nhout a year ngo showed Lihrarian
Spoffard to he about 339000 ghort in hls ae-
counts. Few people who kpew him looked
upon this at the time as anything more than
an evidence of clerieal negligence In his de-
partmont. Now It gppears that a large part,
if not all of this deficiency, which Mr. Spof-
ford promptly made good out of his own
pocket, will be accounted for by n great
bateh of old money orders, which the cbsent-

minded librarlan forgot to cash.

The Postoffice department gels a great
many records of money orders from post-
masters which are never presented for pay-
ment by tho partles receiving them. The
number of thesa uncashed orders addressed
to the librarian of congress ls  perhaps
greater than all of the others combined,
While Mr, Spcfforl was in office. Mr. Meteal,
chief of the money order division of the
Postofllco department, would notify the lihra
rian that there were orders on hand which
ha shounld cash. Sometimes he would get a
few In regponse to these notifications, and
sometimes not.

Since J, Rusgell Young has been placed
in charge of the lbrary, however, he and
Firat Assistant Postmaster General Heath
have made a systematic search of the old 1i-
hrary records, and tucked away in one place
or another they have unearthed hundreds of
old orders, which the former librarian had
put aside and apparently forgotten, and more
aro coming to lHeght overy day. Just what
the total sum will amount to has not yet
been established, but it probably will come
near wiplog out the dacrepancles in Mr,
Hpofford's accounts, Some of (he orders date
back twenty-two years, and one ol the lerg-
est was for $36, Mauy of the orders have
explred by Hmitation, but they will all be
paid by cash or warrant on the troasury, and
the money will bo turned over to Mr. Spofford
up to the amount that he has pald out in
rectifylng Bbls own accounts.

LOCAL GOVERNMENT FOR ARIZONA

Bill by Delegate Smith Proposes Nu-

DBANKING COMMITTEE IMSAPPOINTED

Gonge FHmbodies His Idens
in Severnl Ns,

WASHINGTON, Dece, 10.—It was stated in
reliable quarters abgut the house of repre-
sentatives ‘today that Seerctary Gage had
made his purpose kKnown no! to emhody his
financial views In one comprehensive ik, but
Lo cover speelal subjeets In o number of
special bills, some of which would go belore
the house commilt e gn Lanking and eurrency
and others Hhefore the commbliee on ways and
means, The banking and curroney
committee had formally Invited the
sourathry lo | ‘presemt n bl cov-
ering all the phases of finan-
clal reform suggested In hls recent recon-
mendations to congrees and the desire of
membera of the eommitiee was to treat the
dubject as an entirety. For that reason ther
was considerable comment when It was
atated that Mr. Gage would divide the sub-
joet Into several bills, some of which would
k0 before the waya and means committes,

It was this last feature which occasioned
the livelleat comment owing to the sharp con
tests between the ways and means commit-
tee and the banking and currency committec
respectively to control legislation designed to
bring about currency reform. This feeling
found expression on the floor of the house
the second day of the sesslon, and after a
spirited contest between Mr. Dingley and
Mr., Wallkker, the chalrmen of the two com-
mittees, the matter was compromised, The
ways and menns committee felt it had car-
rled the day and at Its meeting on Wednes-
day the formal Invitation was extended Lo
Secretary Gage to present a dill based on his
recommendations to congress,

When Scoretary Gage this afterooon was
informed of the reports in circulation about
the house of representatives, he eald that
he bed not yet made up his mind whether
to submit his propositicms o one, two or
three bille, His plan might be better under-
stood if divided, but he had not yvet declded
abput the matter and was etill at work on
the proposed leglslation.

When Mr. Hill was asked as to the report
he =ald he could not say what the secretary
woulld determine ta do, The latter ‘ad re-
celved an invitation from the committee on
banking and currency with such courtesy
and sald he would appear before the com-
mittee vit an early day. While Mr., Gage
A1l not outline what hie would do es to fram-
ing one or more bills, yet the dmpressico
of Mr, Hill was that the secretary had under
cansideration bills of several phases of flnan-
clal rolorm, If the secretary concluded to
adopt thls plan It I8 sald dhat the bills
providing for bonds, refuntding the publis
debt and placing a tax on clrenkition would
g0 to the ways and mermng committee, while
bille for the eatablishment of small banks
In rural comimunities, allowing elreulatlon
up e the par value of bonds deposited and
ciher phoses direotly connected with the
banking business would go to the committec
on banklog and curroncy.
