free silver man in polltics and his work eshows
wigna of a blas on that aeeount, but his con-
clusions are different from the cenclusions
of many of the shallow investigators of eco-
nomie questions. He does mot believe that
there I8 enough wealth In the world, g0 that
it properly distributed each and every per-
son would have a sufficiency, for men must
fjabor ond toil op whatever the eccuomle
system under which they live. The contre-
versy lv one wholly in regard to the distri-
buika of weallh, and ¢n this subject Mr.
Willey presends tn this book on “"The Laborer
and the Capitallet" a great array of oplnions
aad statistics from which an intelligent man
can easily form cn opinioa oo which he can
rely. The reader may not agree with the
author in the conclusions formed, and that Is
all the better for the book, but he will at
least be kot to thinking on the many phases

Ballington Booth replied,
expressing his willingness to meet his father
as a father, but not to discuss the present
sltuation or to make any arrsogements to re-
turn to the Salvation srmy. Ge2neral Booth
will remalo only a few days in New York.
Afterward he will go to Canada to Inspect the
Salvation army's work there, returning here
tor a more extended wizit after he his in-
apecied the army lu other parts of Ameglca.
It Is probable that his interview with his son
Ballington will not oceur until after his trip
to Capada and the west I8 ended.

He savs that the
first one wse glven nineteen vears ago and
corsiderable difficulty was enecuntered in
gett'og the people to dispose of one wagon
load of the big melons. The next year the
scheme met with more favor and each yeai
has sgeen the consumption increrse until the
climax wms reached last yeir, Mr. Swink
belng authority for the statement that 20,000
blg meloce were disposed of by the hungry
erowd.
